Miss Frances Willard was royally weltomed

by the Wasleyans of Ldoon shortly after her
recent arrival in the British metropolis. The
meeting wras held In Ht Martin's Twn Hill.
Charing Cross. It was a unique gathering.
The Methodist Tmuses says:. "We have been at
many Methodist meetings at London and else-
where, but never at such a one as this. Its
brilliant sassmes relected the greatest credit on
the Rev. J. urman Cooke, the chief organiser.
Considering the brief time in which everything
had to be arranged the meeting was very fairly
represented in common, though we missedsome
who would certainly have been present but for
previous engagements. Dr. Stevenson, es-
president of the Weslevan Methodist
coiference. presided, and a great
many dh-tanguished Methodists were
on the platform and in the audience." After
naming a number of these the Times goes on
to ay: "Dr. Moulton welcomed the distin-
guished guests in a speech of singular felicity
and eloquence, but he and all the other gentle-
men present must pardon us when we say that
the honors of that memorable meeting belong
to the other ses. Miss Willard. who had a mag-
nifcent reception, the whole audienee rising,
replied first to the address of welcome, and it
is not too much to say that few, if any, of those
who were privileged to be present ever beard a
more powerful speech. In her quaint Ameri-
can accent, but speaking right out from her
heart, Miss Willard accepted the welcome of
English Methodism in a speech of singular
pathos and of the most refined eloquence.
She raised the meeting to the level of her own
high character and that high level was main-
tained throughout. The most earnest address
at a revival prayer meeting could not have been
more intensely spiritual than was Miss Willard's
speech. For pure and sustained, yet simple.
eloquence we have sel'dom heard it equated
and never surpassed. And when she spoke with
wonderful power on the deeper things of the
seul many eyes were wet with tears. No one
who was present will ever forget it."

The Waste of Water.
To the Editor of The Eveninc Star:
In Tuz STAR of Tuesday is an account of

cares brought before Judge Kimball involving
charges of "wasting Potomac water.' and two
cases of complaint by Inspector McAvoy are
cited which are worthy of comment. In one
case the lady of the house had succeeded in
partly tbnwing one of two frozen water pipes,and in order to finish the thawing process she
suffered the water to run through the pipe for
a little time and was caught in the act of so
doing by this inspector. Now, this lady was
doing no more than any other person would
have done under like circumstances, and no
more than what has probably been done by
secores of persons in Washington during this
unusually cold winter. Water pipes have
frozen in every Fart of the city, and, if as yet
thawed at al. the very process adopted by this
lady is the one which alone has proved success-
ful. There was no proof of any willful or care-
less waste of water, and there was no such
waste.
The other was the case in which a house-

keeper had turned slops into the waste basin of
the water closet to be conveyed away to the
sewer. and then. as is usual in such case,
turned on the water to Bush the basin. While
in the act of doing this the door bell rang, and
in her haste to answer the call she inadvert-
ently left the water running perhaps for a
minute. The caller chanced to be this inspec-
tor, who ought to have taken in the situation
and have known that it did not furnish a case
to justify complaint. This housekeeper was
doing nothing more than what is done in every
well-regulated house in the city in which there
is a water closet. The slops are emptied into
the waste basin. which is nurhed by turning on
the water. If this constitutes a "waste of Po-
tomac water" we are all in for it, and Inspector
McAvoy and his associates need have no con-
cern about finding opportunity to earn their
salaries. They may safely arrest and have fined
or placed under bonds every housekeeper in
the city. We all do it. But are not these so-
called inspectors making unjust discrimination
in their arrests or complaints? Do they enter
the houses of the bobs and nabobs alike in
their investigations? Or do they not, for the
purpose of making a show of earning their sal-
aries, make examples of those comparatively
without influence, while the wealthy and influ-
ential, who waste ten times as much water and
use ten times as much as many poor families,
are never molested nor arrested for so doing?

Fish Food I. Plenty.

I have just come on from Newberne, N. C.,
where I have been sojourning throughout the
entire cold term. Never before have the ad-
jacent waters been so crowded with fish, chieflysea trout and mullet, with some red drum, and
the protracted cold weather has had the effect
to render them torpid. They swarm Into the
Neese river and up the Trent shove the city in
dense man.es, so that they aro scooped up with
baskets, dipped with nets and picked up with
oyster tongs. Seines dropped ever the bows of
fishing beats just below the city are hauled In
full of Aish. The quentities marketed by 0. N.
Eves, Watson A Daniels, E. W. Lane and the
other heavy Ash packers are numbered by the
millions, and they wholesale at 10 or 12 cents
apiece. A twelve-pound spotted trout will re-
tail at 22 cents. There are Aish galore In New-
berne, and if this part of the country is in
danger of rnnning short of food the remedy is
to send to Newberne and replenish. Consign-
ments leaving Newberne at 9 o'clock am. are
scheduled to reach Washington at 11:10 the
same nigbt. The Oak are large, fat and deli-
cious. and In my opinion the opportunity now
afforded is well worthy the attention of Wash-
ington city dealers. C.H.
