VIEWS OF LEGISLATORS.

Reasons Why Tt is Thought the Matter Will
Be Quickly Settled When the Anneaxtion
Commission Arrives—The Present Situation
Anticipated by the Administration.

— -

Anticipation of the conference on Saturday
next between the Secretary of State and the
members of the Hawaiian annexation commis-
sion has caused the administration to quicken
its efforts in ontlining a policy with reference to
the question of anmexation and the entire
Hawaiian affair as now presented.

In considering the subject the government
has abandoned a partisan view of the matter
and democratic leaders have been consulted
and their views as eagerly solicited as have
been those of prominent republicans, Instance
of this is shown in the visit to Secretary
Johu W, Foster this morning of Senator Mor-
gan aud  Representative Dlount, both
democrats, onme the leading democratic
member of the Senate committes on foreign re-
Intions—the other ehairman of the Honse com-
mittee on foreign affairs, Secretary Foster
also had w talk on  the
situation with Hepresentative Hitt of 1lii-
nois, ex-chairman of the House committee on
foreign aflairs and the leading republican memn-
ber of that commitiee. These gentlemen came
singly and gave their views with reference to
the great question now before the administra-
tion and the country.

XOTHING YET TROM ENGLAND.

Secretary Foeter has not vet received any-
thing official from the British government bear-
ing on the situntion. That some definite policy
with reference to the matter will be decided on
within a week is almost certain, for Mr. Foster
i8 bocked to sail from New York on the Teutonie
on Wednesday next to attend the Bering sea
conference. He is not likely to quit the State
Department leaving snch an imporfant ques-
tion hanging in the air, s0 to speak, and it is
more than probable that the annexation com-
mission will be given some definite information
as to what Hawaii may expect from the United
States before his departure.

THE NAVAL FORCE AT HONOLULU.

What the government will do with reference
to augmenting its naval foree in Hawaiian
waters cannot be predicied with any degree of
certainty, but from present indications it seems
likely that there will be no material increase
made in the number of vessels there.

No developments that will lead to bloodshed
in Honolulu or elsewhere in the islands have
come to light, and it 1s the belief in naval
circles that the force of marines and sailors on
the Boston is suflicient to protect American
interests and kee the turbulent na-
tive element in ‘order. Another wvessel
may be sent to support the Boston and
the Mohican at Hawaii, but information ob-
tained at the department leads to the belief
that no more will be sent unless the situation
becomes alarmivg, and this does not seem
grubabln in view of the present state of affairs.

he government will not be caught rapping,
bowever, and its vessels will be prepared for
ses and kept in localities convenient to the tele-
graph.

The Present Sitnation Anticiprted.

If there is any doubt about President Harri-
son being infavor of a vigorons and, in a
measure, an aggressive foreign policy for ihis
country that doubt is likely to be dispelled dur-
ing the last days of hi= administration. In the
Italian and the Chilean affairs he showed his
firmness in maintaining the dignity of this
country, apd it is said when the inside
of the Hawaiiau case is known it will be seen
that he believes in being ageressive as well as
firm when the circumstances warrant aggres-
siveness. There is very good resson for be-
lieving that if he had been re-lected an ag-
gressive foreign policy would bave been the
most marked feature of his administration and
that the end of another four vears would have
found this country in possession of strong
points of advantage, from a naval point of

view, in the South Atlantie and in the Pacifie, |

placing us ina porition both to foster and pro-
tect American commerce and to check foreign
aggression on this hemisphere. For the past
two years or more he has devoted a great deal
of time to the study of international questions,
and, being a good lawyer, he has naturaily be-
come familiar with international law.

One thing which partieuiarly attracied his at-
tention in connection with the efforts to de-
velop our trade with the South and Central
American'countries was the defenseless condition
in which that commerce would be as long as we
were without naval stations in the great oceans
that wash our shoree. The constant aggres-
sions of Gireat Britain and Germany presented
to his mind a great difficnlty in the way of our
cultivating relations with the southern coun-
tries, and the Chilean trouble and the growth
of our nayy has made more apparent our lack
of any base of naval operation.

The administration 18 too near an end to ex-
pect that anything will be done in Hayti,
though efforta to secure a foothold there have
been long in progress and are still being made,
but the establishment of the United States in
full power in Hawaii may be mccomplished
before the 4th of March. The Hawaiian situa-
tion, as disclosed by the advices withiu the
past few days, is the outcome of the policy
which Mr. Harrison inaugurated some time ago,
and of his efforts to place this country in con-
trol there, to the extent at least of preventing
any other country from dominating the
Hawaiian gunmment. The evidence of con-
templated British aggression made a more pro-
nounced position necessary than was perhaps
at first contempleted. As has al 5 been
stated in THe Srtan, the administration ex-

ted the revolution which has occurred and

d prepared for it beforchand. . The
matter had been talked over between
him and his and with some
of the Congressmen on the foreign committees.
A delegation or secret commission from the Ha-
waiian legislature were here last winter to con-
fer on the subject of annexation or the estab-
lishment of a protectorate over the Sandwich
Islands by the United Siates. When the Bos-
ton sailed for Hawaii her commanding officer
had complete insiructions as to the eourse to
be taken by him when the expected revolution
should oceur, and instructions were sent also to

ME. HARTER SAYS WE DON'T WANT 'EM.

Representative N, D). Harter of Ohio 1s one
of the Congressmen who have decided opinions
upon the question of the annexation of Hawaii
which are antagonistic to the expressions of s
large number of his associates,

MEMBERS OF CONGRESS,

What They Think of the Hawallan Protec-
torate Idea.

Benator Platt of Connecticut, chairman of the
committee on territories, is quoted us follows:

*The Sandwich Islands and the Nicaragua
