It is
proposed to increase the hours to eight.

"Just why this action has been taken by the
House conmittee on apropriations no one
smss to be able to say. No heed of a depart-
meut has complained that the hours are too
abort or that the public business is neglected
by reason of the present rules. It is under-
stood that a number of Representativee and
senators are opsed to the proposed eap
for the reason t it is impracticable for
average man or woman to perform good work
for a loager od than seven consecutive
hours. It is ply impossible for women em-
ployed as typewriters to work without injury to
their hmlth for a longer time. The suestion
for an increase of hours appears to have ems-
nated from the committee on appropriations in
the House and without consultation with the
heads of departments. Considerable feei is
manifested among the clerks at the disposi
shown by a few Congressmen to make capitalfor home consumption at their expens. The
clerks claim, and with some show of reason, we
think, that there are other A"eld wherein am-
bitious Congressmen may exercise their ability
with more profit to the nation and credit to
themselves than in uncalled-for attacks uponthe .1erk

"In referring to the statements made that the
clerks should be satisned with the oposed 1-
crease of hours for the reason ta they are
granted thirty days' leave of absence with pay
in each year the pertinent inquiry is made
whether Coagremmen who are drawing twelve
months' pay for less than six months' workeach
year can consestently advocate the proposedaction.
"Another feature in the bill under considera-

tion has been commented upon by employee of
the depar'mnts, to wit: The proposed appoint-meat by the Speaker of the present Congress of
a committee of Representatives-elect to tly
next Congress to inquire into and report upon
the business of the departments. efficiency of
the employee, whether any modification of ex-
isting laws is necessary. Ac. The point is
made that the present Congress expires on the
4th of March next, and that the Fifty-third
Congress will have no existence until the first
Monday in December next. Yet the commis-
sion suggested is required to assemble and
formulate its report in September, 189.
Whether or not tis feature has escaped the
attention of members of the House we do not
know. but it is more than probable that the
questionable character of the proposed legisla-
tion will be detected whenethe bill reaches the
Senate.

"The forecoing. it should be understood, has
reference simply to the legality of the appoint-
ment of the committee by the present Con-
gres. We are assured that the clerks will
gladly welcomean impartial investigation of the
manner in which the business of thedepart-
ments is conducted, the inadequacy of the pres-
ent salarieq.which were fxed many years ago, at
a time when the cost of living was far less than
'at present, and other matters pertaining to
their comfort and duties, upon which they feel
needed information is required on the part of
Congressmen. It should be remembered in
this connection that in every walk of life, in-
eluding the members of the national legislature,
salaries have been advanced since the war. for

reason that the necessaries of life have
greatly enhanced in price. The compensationof clerks in the departmentsalone has remained
at agures Axed by law before the war. Clerks
to congressional committees having but little to
do are paid salaries in excess of those paid to
men in the departments who are expected to
pass upon questions requiring a high order of
ability. In fact, salaries of subordinate em-
ploiso of Congress exceed those paid to heads
of divisions in the departments who, make de-
cisions and prepare letters for the signatures of
the several Secretaries on important subjects
afecting the proper conduct of the publicbusiness throughout the country."

The buiding was of wood, 135 by 36 feet, two

inmates, who carried pails of water and extin-

summoned, but owing to the distance, the
blinding snow storm and the icy roads, It took
ninety-five minutes for the department to getthere; too late to be of service. The smoking
ruins show the charred bodies still laying on
their beds. How the building caught fire is a
mystery.
TE GUILTY PANAMA OFFICIALS.

Charges of Fraud Against Ferdinand de
Lesseps and Son.

The charge of fraudulent proceedings against
Ferdinand do Lessepa, Charles de Lesseps.
Henry Cottu and Marius Fontane, directors of
the Panama Canal Company. is held to be
proved. On this point the judgment of the
court referred to the company's methods in is-
suing loans, the mendacious official bulletins
and the persistent puffing done by the papers at
the instance of the directors. These practices,
the judgment stated, when not directly origin-
ated or indorsed by the directors had been
connived at by them. Ferdinand de Lessepa,
aided and abetted by his son Charles, M. Cotta
and M. Fontane, had persistently concealed the
operations of the canal company in order that
the quotations of shares might not be affected
unfavorably.
The directore had dealt with underwritingsyndicates, which as far as their utility was

concerned were fictitious and were known to
be fictitious. In underwriting loans these
syndicates had taken upon themselves no
risks, and yet they had received enormous
sums from the company. The expenses
necessarily attendant upon the issue of loans
had been grossly exaggerated by thedirectors,and this exaggeration also constituted a fraud-
ulent act.
The plea of the defense that, despite these

fraudulent acts. the directors were not amen-
able because the loan especially in questionhad not succeeded, the decision pronouncedworthless in view of the evidence that the di-
rectors had not scrupled to expose the eapifalof the company to the risks Involved in the
fresh issue and even reiterated their promises
to complete the canal with the proceeds of the
loan. By article 408 of the code concerningbreach of trust it was not necessary that the
money should have been misappropriated or
squandered. or bhould have benefited the di-
rectors in order that they be found guilty.
Their fraudulent intent was the same. whether
or not their purpose was carried out. This
intent was provei by the fact that the sums
paid to liaron de Reinach, Hugo Oberndoerfor
and others could be regarded as having been
subscribed for the purposes to which they were
put.
In dealing with Gustave Eiffel's breach of

trust the decision said that M. Eiffel had re-
ceived 120,000,000 francs for the construction
of ten locks and had promised to completethem by 1890. The evidence had shown that
he had not even purchased the specified mate-
rials necessary in the construction of those
locks; in fact he had bought in France all told
but 1,228,000 franca' worth of materials. He
had pretended, furthermore, to fulil the obli-
gations he had undertaken, while, in reality, he
was simply misappropriating the funds. In
conclusiou Judge Perivier read the sentence of
ImprIsonment as given In Ta Srn yesterday.

A NOVEL ACCIDENT.

Gae Escepag From a Cable Conduit Igalted
by Frictional Hest.

About 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon a novel
accident occurred on 7th street, above Chet-
nut, Philadelphia. There was a sudden puffing
sound and a burst of flame through the trac-
tion slot in the center of the street. The cable
had broken a gas service pipe erossing the
street, and then frictional heat had set It mare,
and it locked like a young natural gas well
ablaze.

DEATH ATTENDED THEM.

Carious Fatality Affecting a Preeesorbhip
in Union seminary.

A strange fatality seems to hang on the chair
of systematic theology at the Union Theolog-
ical Seminary. maya a New York special. Pree-
ident Hastings said concerning it yesterday:
"I will admit that it is somewhat strange, but
it is not a matter for superstition. It is simply
a series of strange and sad coincidences. Three
of the professors who took the chair have died
shortly afterward, the last being Prof. John H.
Worcester, Jr., who died last week. We will
not look for a successor for some time yet. We
have had scarcely time to get our breath."
A year ago Prof. W. G. T. Shields occupiedthe chair. He resigned from ill health and the

chair was accepted by Prof. Louis F. Stern.
Shortly afterward he was also taken ill and died.
In due time the Rev. Dr. Henry Vandyke of
Brooklyn was tendered the professorship. Dr.
Vandyke was making preparations to enter
upon his duties when he was taken sick and
died.
In a month or two Prof. John Worcester was

asked to take the chair. He accepted and came
on from his Chicago pastorate to take up the
work. He was in good health and entered upon
his duties with great zest. About three
ago Dr. Worcester was taken ill and aph=
was called, who attended him for a few daye.The pbrsielan himself was stricken down a
week later. He gave up his practise and died
a day or two later.

Dr. Worcester's condition improved and he
went to Lakewood. Here another doctor was
called in, who finally informed Mrs. Worcester
that her husband's condition was hopeles.While apparently in the beat of health the
physician suddenly dropped dead. Twelve
hours later Dr. Worcerter breathed his bet.
This completes the strange list of casualties so
far, but the seminary people are wonderingwhat will come next.
A strange feature of the matter is that not

one of the men died of a contagious or infec-
tions disease. Had this been the ase there
would not have been much room for wonder.

LOUIS J. JENNINGS DEAD.

He Won Fame by His Sueafeful Fight on
the Tweed Ring.

The death is announced of Mr. Louis John
Jennings (conservative), member of the house
ofcommons for Stockport, England.
Mr. Jennings, who wee well known in the

United States, wee born in London in 1836.
Between 1863 and 1868 he acted as speolal cor-
respondent for the London Times in India and
the United States. He subsequently became
connected with the New York Times, and,
while acting as editor of that paper, was chiefly
instrumental in expoming and overthrowing the
Tweed ring. With scarcely any encouragement
or support he waged the battle against this cor-
rupt organization, and finally hi. efforts re-
sulted in the complete overthrow of the ring.
In 1876 Mr. Jennigsleft New York and re-

turned to England. efore he loft he received
a letter signed by Cheater A. Arthur, who sub-
sequently became President of the United
States, the chief juetice of the Supreme Coert,
the governor of the state of New York and the
leaders of the American bar, assuring him that
the citizens of how York would not forget hie
service. to the community.
In 1885 he stood for election in St or ad

was returned. He married in 1867 Mdln
Louis, daughter of David N. Henrique. ofNew York.
Mr. Jennings was the author of a number of

works, Including "Eghty Years of Rlepublissa
Government in the United State", "Field
Paths," "Ramble. Among the H ." "Mr.
Gladstone, a Study," and *-The Philadel..
