The treaty of anadeao concluded between
Secretary of State Foster and the o-mmica-
re at the provisional government of fawell
was tremenitted to the Senate yesserday, but
not mede public.

The Pr-esset's mse"age.
To the Senate: I transmit herewith, with a

view to its ratiieation. a treaty of annexation
concluded on the 1th day of Febreary, Iess,between John W. Foster. Secretary of State,who was duly empowered to act in that
behalf on the part of the United States. and
Lorria A. Thureton, W. It. Castle. W. C.
Wilder. C. L Carter and Joseph Mareden. the
commissioners on the part of the governmentof the Hawaiian Islands. The provis-ional treaty. it will be oheerved,
does not attempt to deel in de-
tail with the questions that grow out of the as-
nelation of the Hawaiian Islas to the UnIted
States. The commiesioners representang the
Hawaiian government heve consented to leave
to the future and to the just and benevo-
lent purposes of the United States the
adjustment of all such questions. I do not
deem it necessary to discuss at length the con-
ditions which have resulted in thu do-
cieve action. It has been the policyof the administration not only to re-
spect, but to encourage the continance
of an independent govermsent in the Hawalima
Islands so long on it afforded suitable
guarantees for the protection of life
and property, and maintained a stabilityand strength that gave adequate security
against the domination of any other

wer. Ths moral support of this govereat
continally manifested itself in the

most friendly diplomatic relations and In
many acts of Courtesy to the Hawaiian
rulers. The overthrew of the moaarehv
was not in any way promoted by this
government, but had Its origin is what seems
to have been a reactionary and revolutionarv
policy on the part of Queen Lihuokalant, which
pat in serious peril not only the

"aeand preponderating intoea of the
United States in the islands, but al
foreign interests, and, indeed. the decent ad-
ministration of civil affairs and the peto
the islands. It is quite evident that themo-
archy bad become effete and the queens
government so week and inadequate as to
be the pre of designing and unervpelous
persons. te restoratson of Queen Lilioha-
lani to her throne is undeirabie, if not impno-
sible, and unless actively supported by the
United States would be accompanied by sereis
dieaster and the disorganintion of all business
interests. The InJluence and interest of the
United States in the islands meat he incremed
and not diminished.
Only two courees are now open-ome the es-

tablishament of a protectorate by the United
States, and the other anoezatis fall end com-

ot. I tik the lett se, which
been adoptedhn the wig be

hightyj promotive of the beat tersest of
the Hawaiian people and is the only mee that
will adequately secure the hiteseste of the
United States. These Interests are not
wholly sellish. It is essential that saen
of the other great powers hell secure
these islands. Sefh a poesion would
not consist with our enaty and with the peace
of the world. This view of the ettuetof
is so apparent and concelive that no
protest has been heard from any govern-
ment against proceading lecking he
annexation. Every foreign represatative
at Honolulu romptly acknowledged the pro-visional government, and I think there i a gen-eral coacurrence in the opinian that
