Geet Damage Has Bees Casd by the Kie-
lug waters.

CINCINNAI, 01o, Feb. 16.-As was feared.
the heavy rains of the past few days caused a

continuance in the rise of the Ohio river at this
point. At 10 o'clock last night it was Ifity-four
feet.

Already mueh damage has been done. Mill
Creek valley as far out as Cumminaville is a Yat
lake and hundreds of houses and barns and
ether buildings are inundated. Many families
Lave been driven from home. The spring
crops of the gardeners in this territory are

totally destroyed.
The sinking of the Cincinnati wharf boat,

which occurred early yesterday morning, has
been the most serious loss along the river front
thus far.
The high water in beginning to be felt in the

vicinity of the central passenger station. At
Mill street the tracks which must be traversed
by trains entering the station are covered with
water which is fully a foot deep. At the
present rate it will not be long before the ris-
ing waters will seriousl interfere with the
entrance of trains at the tral station.

Fifty-six feet is the limit and should thin be
reached, as is expected. trains on the "Big
Four," Ohio and Mississippi, Baltimore and
Ohio and other roads will not be able to enter.

The indications are that the attemp work

up sullicient courage among democratic Sena-
tors to oppose the confirmation of Judge
Gresham has failed and that there will be
no open opposition. A good many demoerats,
in spite of a very widespread feeling
of dissatisfaction, defend this appointment as
wise, politically in wel as good on
other grounds. an thisourages those who
would like to fight.

NO EX-coWOvEDxkATBs TIT.
There Is considerable comment at the Capitol

about the fact that Mr. Cleveland, though
he has selected two southern men for
places in his cabinet, has seemingly
avoiaed the selection of any who served in the
confederate army. Carlisle was a Union man
and Smith was too young to be In the war. The
opinion is expressed that if the fact that a man
served in the confederate army is considered
by Mr. Cleveland sufficient reason why he
should not go into the cabinet it is carrying
the sectional feeling almost as far as it
would be carried by a party not composed in
part of ex-confederates nor dependent upon
the solid support of the confederate states for
the election of a President.
The opinion is expressed that the only reason

Mr. Herbrt of Alabama, who is a warm per-
sonal supporter of Mr. Cleveland, has not
been selected is because Herbert is an
ex-confederate. The feeling is very strong
that some democrat who has had
service in Congress and has been long
identified with the work of the party during its
struggles while in the minority should be placed
in the cabinet if for no other reason than to indi-
cate that the President-elect does not consider
the old war horses of the party, who have given
it its character since its organization, unworthy
of recognition.

oPPOsITIoN TO GRESHAM wEAKENING.
In all probability the party men will become

reconciled to theappointment ofJudge Gresham,
and there are indications that by the time the
appointment is given to the Senate there will
not be a word said against it. A good many
men who are not in the habit of looking at
politics as Mr. Cleveland does say that it is
possible that his policy may be a gaod one to
strengthen and build up the party, and that
they are willing that it should be given a fair
trial. They go so far as to guggest that the ap-
poiutment of Mr. MacVeagh as Attorney General
would be a good thing if the policy indicated by
the selection of Judge Gresham is a good one.
This suggestion is not made contemptuously by
those who are angry, but in earnest by
some who would like to see it tried. They say
that McVeagh did as much for Mr. Cleveland as
did Gresham.

A GALLANT OFFICER.

Some Imeideate in the Career of Lient.
Reynolds.

Lieut. Reynolds of the navy, who died from
the effect of the injuries he received in
being thrown under a cable car, was a very
gallant officer and popular in the service.
The news of Lieut. Reynolds' death caused

quite a commotion in naval circles. He was a

very popular officer, and had a large number
of friends in this city. He was born m Mont-
gomery,Al.,andgraduated atthe NavalAcademy
in 1876. Three years later, while an ensign
attached to the Constellation, he performed an
act of heroism for which he was decorated by
Emperor Francis Joseph of Austria-Hungary.
While the vessel was in a storm near the
Azores in December, 1879, she sighted the
Hungarian bark Olivia in great distress.
Owing to the heavy Na it was
deemed dangerous to send boats to
her assistance. A boat was lowered,
however, to make the attempt. It swamped a
once and the occupapts were rescued with diffi-
culty. The captafn thereupon declined to order
any more boats out.

PENSION APPROPRIATIONS.

rhe Bin Still Under Considera-
tion in the House.

SENAT.

After some routine business the Senate took
Rp the sundry civil appropriation bill, thepend-
ing question being on the amendment (recom-
mended by the committee on appropriations)
reducing the appropriation for the improve-
ment of the harbor of Philadelphia from 0500,-
DOO to 80,000.
In the course of a discussion on the amend-

ment Mr. Vest (No.) alluded to Mr. Allison's
remarks yesterday as to the depleted condition
of the public treasury and said that it
would have been better if that benator (the
distinguished leader financially of the
republican party) had come to that conclusion
some time ago. Instead of any reasonable and
judicious remedy being applied to the present
conditions of affairs, what was the specta-
cle now presented to the country? The Secre-
tary of the Treasury was found in Wall street
begging like an Italian mendicant for gold from
the banks of the country, in order to sustain
the puolic credit. And it was openly avowed
by distinguished statesmen, who were making
history and a reputation for the future, that
their object was to tide over the next two
weeks so as to leave the present disgraceful
condition of financial affairs on the incoming
administration of Mr. Cleveland. Whatever
might be Mr. Cleveland's faults as an adminis-
trative oficer or as a political leader he
had left a not surplus of 0100.000,000
in the treasury. Why was it that the Senator
from Iowa had never thought of getting rid of
the bounty paid on sugar? Why was it that
republicans had availed themselves of the
peculiar condition of southern Senators and
tepresentatives on the pension question and
of the timidity of northern Senators and Rep-
resentatives on the same question to putespon
the country the most enormous pension obliga-
tion known to all cirization?
Mr. Vest charged Mr. Frye with the responsi-

bility for the sugar bounty, and alluded to the
attitude of Senators Edmunds and Morrill
toward that subject.
The other day, Mr. Vest continued. the dis-

tinguished Senator from New Hampshire tMr.
Chandler) proposed legislation prohibiting im-
migration for twelve months-first, because the
immigration was of such character as to
threaten the moral and political welfare of
the country. and, secondly, because of the dan-
ger of the introduction of Asiatic cholers. But
scarcely had the Senator's eloquence ceased
to reverberate when a dispatch came from
San Francisco stating that the emisiaries
of a revolutionary government in Hawaii
were on their way to Washington for the pur-
pose of asking annexation to the United States.
And it was also made known to the American
people that that revolution had been ac-
complished peaceably; that a "town meeting"
had been called; and on this information
(meager as it was) the Senator from New
Hampshire rushed frantically into this cham-
ber, scarcely waiting for the conclusion of
morning prayer, and offered resolutions for
the immediate and unconditional annexation
of the Hawaiian Islands. with their 90,000
inhabitants, about 4.000 ofthem whites and the
rest Kanakas, Chinese. Japanese. Polynesians
and the lineal descendants of cannibals, and
with the institution of leprosy firmly estab-
lished in the midst of these blissful islands.
And now we are told by the morning papers
that there is to be another "continuing appro
priation" for the late Queen of Hawaii of
20,000 a year.

WAEINS ADOPTED CHILDREN NrIR.
Mr. Springer introduced a bill in the House

today conferring jurisdiction on any judge of
the Supreme Court of the District to hear and
determine any petition that may be presented
by a person I-eiding in the District praying the
privilege of adopting any minor child a his or
her own child and make such child an heir-at-
law.

If the judge shall find that the petitioner is a
proper person to have custody of said child
and that the parents or guardian have given
their permission for such adoption he shall enter
an order upon the recorde of the court legal-
izing such adoption and making such child an
heir-at-law the same as if the child was born to
the petitioner. If the child hat no parent or

guardian the judge may appoint a guardan ad
litem.

CORPORATIONS IN THE DIsTRiCT.
The select conimittee appointed by the Sen-

ate to inquire into the subject of corporatinis
in the District has about completed
their investigation and a report will proba-
bly be soon forthcoming. The com-
mittee has niade a very thorough investi-
gation, and has taken a great mass of testiaonv.
It is the intention of the committee to have
this printed and then ubmit their repotrt.
Senator Gorman, chairman of the committee,
is vorb much engaged at present with the
appropriation bill and has not. there-
fore. had an opportunity to compose the report
of the committee.
