The ﬂntn‘llegodcrook picked up yesterday
was arrested by one of the Pinkerton men at
the Baltimore and Ohio depot, and the

risoner's companion was arrested later
n the day by Detective Walsh of St
Louis and Detective Bosrdman. The

risoners were Wm. Cook and Frank
Williams, young men who are well known to
the Bt. Louis officers. Williams is said to be
omne of the brightest crooks in the west,although
he is only twenty-one years old. His companion
is one year his junior.

TO WORK THE CROWD,
