The Committee Decide to Postpone It TiIll
Monday Night.

THE PROGRAM OF THE PYROTECHANIC DISPLAY
TO TAKE PLACE IN THE MONUMENT GROUNDS —
FHOWERS OF ROCKETR AND OGORGFOTS SET
PIECES —THE ILLUMINATION OF PENNSTLVANIA
AVENUE

The program arranged by the fireworks and
illumination committes for the illu-|
mination of Pennsylvana avenue promised |
for tonight one of the finest displays ever wit- |
messed in this city, but the weather this morn-
ing required a change of program.

At the meeting of the committee at head-
quarters this morning it was decided to -
pone the fireworks until Monday night. ose
who desire to see the street illumination Will
bave to be on the avenue soon after sundown, |
as the illumination will last only thitty min- |
utea, {

Electric suns sare to be used in these [
flluminations, something entirely new, and the
committee promives that it will be something
fully worth seeing. There is to be a grand il- |
lomination of the Capitol by nine electric suns |
placed on stands twelve feet high in front of |
the building. each sun being thirty inches in
dinmeter and containing fifty pounds of compo-
sition, the grass to be protected by iron plates.
About the time of the illamination there is to
bea colonial salute of thirteen twenty-one
pound acrial cannon at the Capitol and a re-
turn saiute at Washington monument grounds,
The illumination of Pennsylvania avenue
from the Capitol to the White House will be |
done by forty union illuminators, each illumi- 4
nator containing fifteen pounds of composition.
Two revolving suns six feet in diameter, each
containing thirty-six p ds of composition,
will illuminate the treasury building.

THE FIREWORKS DISPLAY.
With good weather and other favorable eon-
ditions the people will witness in the monu-
ment grounds what will probably be
the grandest display of fireworks ever seen
in this or any other country. The committee
on fireworks and illuminations, of* which Mr.
Mills Dean is clhairman, contains some mem-
bers who understand the qualities of fire-
works, and after carefully considering the vari- |
ons offers the contract was given to the 3i.
Louis Fireworks Company, whose factory is at
East 8t. Louis, IlIl. Mr. E. J. Bingle, the
general manager of the company, snd
Mr. Robert Bruce, the prro nist, have
been here looking after the work. The
former has been for the company
a number of years and has suceessfully man-
aged many large pyrotechnic exhibitions. Mr.
Bruce, the companuy’s artist, is & Scotchman
and he han officiated at pyrotechnie displays in
different countries, having been connected
with the Pain and afterward the consolidated
company. At the Mardi Gras celebration in
New Orleans, as well as at the 's festivals
in England, he was the artist who gained much
fame on account of his magnificent displays.
THE PROGRAM IN DETAIL

The program of fireworks display, as agreed
upon by the committee and the company, is as
follows:

1. National salute, forty-four 21-pon
cannon salutes, displaying the national colors,
then exploding with tremendous re

2. Display of 100 6-pound Congreve rockets,
penarl streamers.

8. Prismatic illumination of Washi
monument and landscape by seventy-five four-
pound prismatic illuminators and twenty mam-
moth Gatling batieries, each battery discharging
1,728 varicgated stars amid an immense forest
of scintillating Chinese fire and g den sprays.

4. Discharge of fifty floral , eighteen
inches in circumference, displaying carnations,
crysanthemums, t-me-nots, bride roses,
laburnum blossoms, li and violets, golden
rod, ion flowers, &c.

5. Device—George Washington equestrian
statue, 40x40 feet, depicted in lines of white
fire, embellished on sides by jéweled batteries
attended by salute of honor, three salvos,
twenty-one bombe each.
