The Funeral of Mr. Lyles,

The funeral of Mr. Henry Lyles, who died
Sunday morning, took place from his late resi- |
dence, 2121 F sireet, this afternoon, the Rev.
Dr. Wynkoop officiating. The pall bearers were |
Col. W. P. Wood, Mr. Charles Perkins and four
members of the Veteran Firemen's Association,
The interment was at Glenwood. Mr. Lyles
was an old resident of the District and was
highly esteemed by the community, especially
by the older citizens, to whom he wus weil
known. Born in Alexandria on the 16th of Au-
gust, 1822 he early moved to Washington, where
be has ever since resided. In his early life he
engaged in the contract and buiiding business,
In 1854 he was appointed by Mayor Towers to
¥ inspector and measurer of 'umber for the
District, and was for a long time clerk of the
Center market, to which position he was ap-

ointed in 1862 by his friend, the late Richard
E\'dhch, then mayor of the city. In 1865 he
was commissioned by Abrabam Lincoln as a
justice of the peace, and in 1868 was made as-
sistant United States nssessor for the fourth di-
vision, collection district, for the District of
Columbis. OfF late years he was ¢ in the
eale of buiiding sand. Mr. Lyles wan & member
of the Veteran Firemen's Association and of the
Pioneers’ Association. He enjoyed the confi-
dence and respect of preminent men, and was
intimately acquainted with and esteemed by the
father of! ex-President Harrison. Mr. Lyles
was & public-spirited citizen, and took a lively
interest in the affairs of the District. During
the daye of suffrage n the city he was & very in-
fluential member of the old fourth ward.
