In the ase of Capt. Pharos B. Brubeher, a
eitimen of North Dakota, imprisoned in Spanish
Honduras, President Cleveland yesterday tram-
mitted to the Senate, in compliance with Its
resolution of the 3d instant, a report tram See-
retary of State Gresham giving all information
iin the department relative to the ease. The
papere show that on Septeaber M Neeretary
Fouter telegraphed Minister Pacheco that Bra-
baker,a dtien of North Dakota, was reported torbe a prisoner at Trusillo, and his exeetion

a was feared. Minister .checo was directed to
secure. if possible. due trial with legal defense,
but under date of October 16. 1892, Minister
Pachsee transmitted a telegrams from Secretary
of War Alvarado of Honduras stating that
Brubaker was one of those who tak up arms
against the government at La Osibs en Jane 21
and attad and took Truxillo on the 16th.
When the aprlsing was put down Brabaker
was captured and tried by military tribuael
in accordance with Honduran laws. He was
sentenced to prie for seven years. and is sew
serving his at Ouree, On November 1,
1M9. Secretary Foster wrote Minister Pacheco
that although he did not perceive that the de-
partmast could do anything further in Mr.
Brubaker's case he had assured Mr. Freak J.
Thomepsn of Farge. N. D., that the misister
would do everything he properly could for Mr.
Brubaker, and asked the minister to act ae-
cordingly. Minister Pacheco replied Novem-
ber 25 that he had addressed the Hondaras
government aking for full particular. of the
aee.
