THE MARCH TO THE GALLOWS.

The scene within the cell bad been & most
dramatic one and one that those who saw it
will never forges It would seem al-
most incredible that s man counld listen to
the reading of his own death warrant with as
little animation or show of interest as
Behneider evidenced. The walk through the
rotunda to the gallows was abrolutely devoid of
sensational features. As Bchneider passed
through the lines of policemen and spectators
his bands did mnot even quiver and
but for the gbretly color of his face
the omnly ihing remarkable aboui him
would have been that his hands were tied and
that he walked between two officers of the law.
He looked neither to the right nor to the left—
in fact, he did not seem to look at anvthing.
His eyes had in them a vacant gaze. 1f be re-
alized where he was going he made no sign by
which any one counld know it.

ON FHE SCAFFOLD.

8chneider reached the scaffold at 10:42. Im-
mediately upon stepping upon the platform he
was nssisted upon the fatal drop by Guards
Woodward and Peacock and placed in the cen-
ter of it.

The wretched man was not only pale as death
itself, but bad it not been for the helping hands
of guards Woodward and Peacock he would

While the minister read the psaim and the
wratehed man repeated the words after him
Guard Robers Strong quickly tied his leg= at
the knees and at the ankies and also bound his
wrists behind him, the doomed man Laving had
his arms tied together before he left his cell for
the scaffold.

Soon as the pralm was finished Guard Strong
picked up the dangling noose and tnrming to
Schueider requested him to tarn his head aside
that he might piace the taial knot beneath his
left ear. Schneider appeaved ioo dazed to un-
derstand what was required of him, and the
officer, quickly slipping the noore over the
man's bead, genily turned his head to the right
and tied the knot nuder the left ear.

It was then that Schneider would surely bave
fallen but for the hauds of Guards Woodward
and Peacock.

A STEYRING CONTRAST.

As the jurors filed out throngh the ecorridor
of the jail on the other side of the building a
startling contrast presented itself to them
| The occuvants of the jail crowded to the bars
| to enjoy the slight novelty which the presence

| them. They laughed and cailed to ihe people
| paseing, entirely oblivious to the so.emuity of
| the time. A few steps bevond was the awfal

presence of death, Here was almos: a holiday.

jail. It was a careless crowd. Some of the
prisoners were young boys just in jreparation.,
perhaps, for some snch career as that which
Behneider bad so swiftly pursued.

WHAT THE MINISTERS SAID.

Rev. Mr. Parson seemed weary and mnch af-

lopg and trring vigil with the dead man, and

To a Stan reporter after the execution he
said: “Schneider said nothing at all whiie on the
scafiold except (o repeat alier me the words of
the Fifty-first Psalm as I read them ftrom the
Bible. Last nigat he began this repeuting
after me, words of praver and words from the
Seriptures.””

**Did he seem to do it earnestly, as though he
| fuilv reatized his situstion?”

Mr. Parson said that he did notlike 1o discuss
the case.

Rev. Mr. Roberts, the tolored minister who
gave his time to Schneider for hours before his
execution, told a Star reporter that Schneider
| did not say much.

-alized his position or not.” <
DID NOT EXPECT HIM TO BREAK DOWX,
Capt. Coleman of the jail said to a STam re-
porter afier the execution that many people
outside the jail believed that Schneider would
break down when brought actually face to face
| witk death. “We did not expect such
a thing,"” said the ecaptain, “or at least
I did not. In fact Schueider showed
more weakness than I had looked for. He
has simply been put out of miserr. He had
been in misery ever since his crime was com-
mitted and his sufferings were the greater
because i i it. There

Within an hour's time after Schneider's ex-
ecution officers at the jail had resumed their
normasl condition.

A BADLY FEIGHTENED MAN,

The execution of Schneider was regarded by
those experienced in euch matters as a com-
| plete success. Not a hitch occurred, the fear-
| Tul penalty of the law was paid quietly and
| ewiftly, and the seaffold s awaiting its next
‘“mddew in the opinion of the offi

s prison -
cials familiar with such scenes, was, perhaps,
the most badly frightened mean ever rmlg in
the new jail, and his seemingiy dezed con-
dition wss generaliy attributed to fright
“I did mnot expect,” said one of
the officers of the prison. “‘that Schneider would
create a scene, becanse I felt from my observa-

tion of the mun that as the time
approsched all other feelings would
give way to that of fear, and

his eonduct and condition today bore out my

i judgment. He was so badly frightened that he

wad Iy uneonscious of all about him."
To Be Cremated.

Those who knew anything about it were ex-
tremely uncommunicative this afternoon as to
the disposition of the remains. The undertaker
positively declined to give information, be-
cause he said it was the wish of the family that
the matter be kept from the public.

EEYV. MR, PARSOX RETURNS.

A little after 8 o'clock Rev. Mr. Parson ar
rived at the jail and was at once taken to
Schneider’s cell. The reception be met with

occasion of his other visita, By this time the
sun was obscured by the haze omnce more and
the jail corridors looked gloomy in their buare-
ness, Everything was neat and clean in the
extreme,

All throngh the morning the telenhone bell
in the warden’s ofice kept up a constant ring-
ing and the officiais at the jail were kept busr
answering questions of everv deseription from
people who wanted to know just what hour tne
execution would occur. The ecarriages and
cabs began to arrive nv to the west door of t he
jail to deposit their loads of those wbo had re-
ceived invitations to attend the execution.

THE DEATH WAERANT.
While all this was transpiring in the more
public part of the jail Rev. Mr. Parson was sit-
ting with Schneider in his esll. Notwithstand-
ing the fact that Schneider showed less feeling
than one would bave expected under the eir-
cumstances the meeiing wasa stll a
pathetic one. Mr. Parson is the pastor
of the Church of the Reformation
which the Schneider family uttended when
thev used to live on Capitol Hill and it was
from him that Howard as s boy received his
religious training. Mr. Parson bas taken
deeply to heart the blow that has fallen upon
the family and he was with the condemned man
until the end came today. He walked with bim
to the scaffold and spoke » prayer for the soul
of the man who was about to come fto an un-
timely end.
For several bours this morning Mr. Parson
sat with Schneider npon the cot in the marrow
cell.

SCHXEIDER WEPT BITTERLY.
Schneider wept bitterly and showed signs of
a complete collapre. From a Bible that be had

brought to the jail with him the minister read |

, propriate to the occasion and that held out a
| hope of salvation in return for repentance com-
| ing even at the eleventh bour.

’ Mr. Parson also brought with him a letter of
farewell to Schneider that came from mem-
bers of the distressed family.

| last word of good-bye from mother and brothers
