Al
the banks opened for business except the Bank
of Commerce, which at 10 o'clock posted a

The fact that it had not opened its doors in-

| ereased the nervous feeling to some extent, and |

the Mechanics’ Savings Banks directors decided

depositors to give sixty doaye notice of with-
drawal as provided in their rules. Thev there-
fore announced that this would be enforced.
It is thougnt that the Mechanies” Bank will re-
sume business as nsnal in a day or two, as soon
as the nervous feeling has been entirely abated,
With very few exceptions the people who drew
their money from the other banks were small
depusiiors. Those having large acconnts were
satistied of their satety, and interviews with ail
the leading bankers show that their friends
have come to their rescue, nnd that the deposits
are in excess of what was drawn out,

At the American National Bank a notice was
displabed in the window that a dozen of the
wealthiest muen in Nashville, whose names were
signed thereto, vledged their personal estates
to secure all depositors. Ome of the siguers to |
this was Gen. W. H. Juckson, owner of Helle
Meade.

The statement of the Commereial Dank, |
whicn failed Saturday. is asz follows: Assets, |
#2204 000: labilities, 2695000, Over $3,000-
000 are involved in the faillure of the banks
menioned above. and at lesst a dozen wmall |
banks in adjacent towns are in temporary finan-
cial straits.

The Ellis Island people are discussing a
threatening letter received by Contract In-
spector A. P. Karwowoski, who has been active
in sending beck to Europe a great many immi-
grants as coutract laborers. The letter 18 writ-
ten in Italinn and was received last Friday. It
is addressed to Mr. Karwaowoski and eave:

“You have been instrumental in sending back
to Italy as contrzct laborers a great many of
our people who were innocent of any crime.
We bave stood it as long as we can.  We will
bave nu more of it. If vou are the cause of
sending back any more of our people look out.
FPrepare to meet some of your wvictims in the
other world, for we will stop your tyranny."”

The letter is signed Mada and bas a rude
sketch of dagger, skull and cross-bones at the
bottom in red ink.

No Help for Bauer and Nold.

The supreme eourt at Philadelphia yes-
terday refused to grant a special allo-
catur in the cases of Anarchists Henry
Bauer and Carl Nold of Pitisburg. In one
joint and two separate petitions filed last
Wednesday the defsndants, who were con-
victed in the Allegheny county court of
quarter -n-‘iommu‘:.w::my;w'h-
prisonment eac wes penitentiary
usked for admission to bail their ap-
peal.

Finding the Body -’ Arresting & Sus-
pected Negro.

The murder of Frank M. Bowie of Prince
George’s county, Md., was announced in a spe-
cial dispatch to Tux Star vesterday. At the
request of Mrs. Bowie a large crowd of citizens
went to his home and passed the morning in
eearching his numerous farms. In a field ad-
joining the home place, immediately under a
large walnut tree, almost in sight of his home,
there were indieations that Mr. Bowie had been
foully dealt with.

A large pool of blood was seen and there were
rigns that an altercation had taken place there.

THE CORPSE FOUND.

Here, in a weil fifty feet deep, the body of the
unfortunate man was found. After many efforts
a small fragment of clothing was brought to the
surface, and with grappling irons the lifeless
bedy of Mr. Bowie was brought to the surfarce.
A ghastly sight presented itself. The body,
with outstretched armn as if warding off a blow,
with a large gash over his right eve and the

| entire chin severed, was terrible to behold. The

frontal bone had been crushed and a large gash
under the chin exposed the tongue and teeth.
There was also found a contusion on the top ol
the head and the skull was fractured. Dr. L.
A. Griffith was summoned before the jury of
inquest and pronounced that either of
woiinds was sufficient to produce deatl.

Justice Harris summoned a jury of inquest
and a verdict was rendered in accordance with
the facts in the case.

ROBBERY THE MOTIVE.

It is known that Mr. Bowie left his home on
horseback about 6 p. m. Sunday to see after
his sheep, which were in the adjoining fieid.
He wax known {o carry large sums of money

with him, and baviug been in Marlboro® in the
morning it is supposed that this had been ob-

- perved.,

His gold watch was missing from his person
and all his pockets were rifled. Some distance
from the well his hat was found, together with
a large iron chain used in iifting water from
the well. An altercation must have taken place
under the walnut tree, as the ground is well
tramped and the lootprints of man and horse
show that the animal was tryving to extricate
himself from the hands of the violent assail-
ant. The murderers, in a measure, made every
effort to elear up suepicion, as the large
pools of blood under the tree show that the
sand bad been gathered up here and there and
spread over it,

What is singular in the matter is the fact that
after the body was dragged to the ravine no
signs of blood and no tracks leading to the
house, a distance of more than eight hundred
A small piece of car-
pet found close by is indicative that the body
was wrapped in some such material and thrown
headlong into the well.

He was torty-three years old and was the old-
est son of W. B. Bowie, at one time the largest
taxpayer in Prince George's connty. He mar-
ried a few vears ago Mixs Ida Hill, sister to F.
Snowden Hill, internal revenue collector of
Baltimore, and leaves a large family of chil-
dren.

A SUSPECT ARRERTED.

At 7 p.m. a special train from Bowie reached
Marlboro’, baving on board a colored man aged
twenty-five years, calling himself J. Wesley

Johnson, in charge of Thomas . Cornelius,
agent at Bowie. and George M. Smith, captain

. of the work train of the Baltimore and Potomae

railroad. This man was arrested at the instance
of Mr. D. T. Sheriff of the board of commis-
sioners of the county.

Mr. Sheriff was at Marlboro’ during the day,
and hearing of the bomicide noted the man
Johnson as he boarded the train at Mullikin’s
station, and when Bowie was reached he pointed
him out to Mr. Smith. Ae Capt, Smith laid his

| hands on Johnson's shoulders he was savagely

pushed backward and Johnson took to his heels,

| overturning many of the passengersin waitingat

Bowie. He was soon captured, and when
brought back was placed in jail. On his knees
were found stains, but the opinion is expressed
that the man is not the guilty party. He gives
a good acconnt of hir whereabouts Sunday night
and says he left his brother’s house, in Anue
Arundel county, on his way to Washing'on
about 2 o'elock yesterday morning. Every
effort is now being made to find the murderer,
and a detective from Baltimore will come to
work up the case.

Arkansas Anllmr:t’lu EBelieve the Murderer
Has Been at Last Located.

The prospective capture at Eutte City,
Mont., of Col John M. Clayton's assassin has
caused intense excitement throughout Arkan-
sas.  Attorney General Clark received a tele-
gram from the etate’s attorney at Butte City
requesting requirition papers and a messenger
at once. It also states that Frank Hickey, the
suspect, was held on a flimsy charge committed
there and would attemntto receive release upon
habeas corpus proceedings.

Governor Fishback immediately prepared
reqnisition papers and turned them over to
Sheriff White of Conway couuty, who left at
once for DButte City. Henry Cooper,

{ mittee and a warm personal friend of Col
| Clavton during his  lifetime,

also received a
unmber of telegrama from Montana, The
latent received was to the effect that the proof
against Hickey had been taken before the dis-
tri-.-lr. attorney and pointed clearly to Hickey's
guilt.

Col. John M. Clayton was the voungest
brother of Towell Clayton. the republican
leader of Arkansas, and at the time of his death
was grand commander of the Arkansas Com-
mandery, Knights Templar, He was nomi-
nated for Congress by the republicans of the
second congressional district, his opponent
being Clifton R. Breckinridge. Shortly after
the poles elosed at Plummerville three masked
men entered the room and foreibly tock from
the judges nud supervisor the ballot box and
poll books.

Plummerville was inhabited almost entirely
by negroes. every one of whom voted for Clay-
ton.and more than 500 votes were polled at that
precinet.

When the retnrns were canvassed it was found
that Breckinridge had defeated Clayton by a
small majority, Plummerville's vote, of course,
not being connted, Clavtor immediately served
a notice of contest on Breckinridge and began
the work of taking evidence. On the 26th day
of January, 1889, he went to Piummerville for
the purpose of investigating the theft of ballot
boxand if possible learn the number of votes he
received there. He received affidavits of 462
voters, who testified that thev had voted for
him. On the night of January 29, while sitting
at a table in the front room of the boarding
house where he was stopping, he was shot and
instantly killed by some one from the front

The news of the brutal assassination spread
like wildfire and caused great indignation
throughout the United States.
