"The belief that many deaths and much sick.

ness are annually tamed in Wamhington, as in
other cities, by conditions that might be rem-
edaed br intelligent effort, and that these con-
ditions would become the source of great danger
to human life in the event of the appearance of
cholera or other epidemic. has led to the organ-
tation of the Sanitary League of the District
of Colombia, of which you are urged to become
a member. The aims of the league are to
secure, by the volantary co-operation of resi-
dents, such a sanatary asrvetltanoe of the
city as is beyond the power pt the municipal
authoritise with the means at peent at their
disposal: to make a thorough house-to-house
inspection: to procure the removal of conditions
that are dangerous or threaten to become so:
to prevent. if possible. contaminations of the
waler supply; to effect such improvements as

may be found desirable in the astem of sewage
disposal; to diaeeiainate useful knowledge of
sanitary matters and domestic hygiene a:nong
the residenus of the city; and to accomplish
whatever other good it can in the war of saving
the people from the dangers ever threatening
them by reason of the existence of unsanitary
conditions."

be accepted. "

ward signs of a cabinet crisis were apparent in

the crowded galleries and among the animated a

groups on the dloor of the chamber. When 31.
Casimir-Perier took the chair all the ministers'
places were vacant. but a moment later M. i
Tirard, minister of dunance, entered alone.

Tan XEsIoATION ANNoreCED.
He announced in a few words that the cabi- s

net had resigned, but had been charged by
President Carnot to carry on the affairs of
state for a short period, Hie would, therefore,
ask the chamber for a vote on account to cover
the next two months.
The chamber referred his request to the

budget committee and then adjourned.
The immediate cause of the crisis was a

division of opinion between senators and depu-
ties as to the respective prerogatives of the two*
chambers in matters of financial legislation.
The liquor law amendment bill was originally
a part of the buntet. rnd was sent as such by
the deputies to the senators,. The senators de-
cided Ihat the bill ought to be separated from
the budget. and were supp)orted in this decision '1
by the government.
The decision was nunalatable to the depu-

ties. as was shown Wednesday by the budget
committee's resolution, poised despite the
earnest protests of Premi r Ribot and Fi-
nance Minister Tirard. that the deputies assert
their rights in fr~ancial ma:ters and return the

President Higginbotham Issues n AddreSs
to the Publie.

The following address has been lssued by
President Higginbotham:

WORtD'S CoLrmsAna Ezroarrnoi,
Cutcaoo, March 2L. 18911. ITo the Publie: Because of many misrepre-I

sentations and misstatements relative to expo-
sition management and affairs being in circula-
tion throngh the press and otherwise, both in;,
this country and abroad, and in reply to many+
letters of inquiry or complaint touching the
same matters, it seems advisable that some
oflcial statement regarding them should be
made to the public. Therefore, I respectfull~y
ask that the widest publicity be given to the
following facts:

I. The exposition will be opened in readiness
for visitors on May 1.

2. An abundance of drinking water-the beet
supplied to any great city in the world-will be
provided free to all. The report that a charge
would be made for drinking water probably
arose from the fact that hygela water ean also
be had by those who desire it at one cent a
glass.

8. Ample provisions for seating will be made
without charge.

d. About 1,500 toilet rooms and closets will
be located atconV ponts in the buildings

lutely free to th p -. Iis is as large a
number in pt~portion to the estimated at-
tend-ance as has ever been provided in ay ex-
position. In addition to these, there will also,
be nearly an equalb number of lavatories and
toilet rooms of a costly and handsome charso-
ter, as exhibits. for the use of which a charge
of live cents will be made.

5 The admission fee of fifty cents will entitle
the visitors to see and enter all the exosition
buildings, inspect the exhibits, and. in short, to
see everything within the exposition grounds,
except the Erqutmaux village and thereproduc-tion of the Colorado cliff dwellings. For these,
as well as for the special attractions on Midway
Plaisance, a small fee will be charged.

8. The bureau of public comfort will providecommodious tree waiting rooms, including
