The municipal elections in this state ocenr
next Monday. April 3. PBeing kept apart in
time from the state and county elections,
which occur aiways in the fall, they are usnally
kept free from politics, und local 1esues and the
character of the candidates iargely determine
the results.

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THE BSANITARY LEAGUE.

Its Purposes and Plans—How One Can Be-
come » Member,

The objecis of the Sanitary League of the
District of Columbis have already been set
forth in Tue Stan. The need for such an
organization was demonsirated in the lecture re-
ceutly delivered here by Dr. J. 8. Billings. The
general iseues of the league are stated in a cir-

| eular recently prepared by the league, as

follows:

““The belief that many deaths and much sick-
ness are annually caused in Washington, as in
uther cities, by conditions that might be rem-
edied by intelligent effort, and that these con-
ditions would become tie sonrce of great danger
to haman life in the event of the appearance of
cholera or other epidemic, has led to the organ-

' ization of the Sanitary League of the District

of Columbis, of which yon are urged to become
& member. The aims of the league are to

! eecure, by the wvoluntary co-operation of resi-

dents, such a sanitarv sorveillance of the
city as is bevond the power of the municipal
anthorities with the means at present at their
disposal; to make a thorough house-to-house
inspection: to procure the removal of conditions
that are dangerous or threaten to ome #0;
to prevent, if possible. contaminations of the
water supply: to effect such improvements as
may be found desirable in the@vstem of sewage
disposal; to disseminate nseful knowledge of
sanitary matters and domestic hygiene among
the residents of the city, and to accomplish
whatever other gouod it can in the way of saving
the people from the dangers ever threatening
them by reason of the existence of unsanitary
conditions.”
