
se she waited ntU early Monday mrning,wham she addressed a note toMr. Haley Meran,who lives here. The note was as folows:
"Mr. Moman:
"Dear Sir-Please some up immediately. I

want you to help search the piac. for Mr.
Bowie. He went out yesterday afteroom to
get up the sheep and as he did not get in bydark I had him looked for up to 12 o'clock.-
but could And no sign of him. The horse he
was riding came home with its saddle and
bridle on. Truly. Mrs. Faaru Bowes."
The receipt of this note early Monday morn-

ing was the dret news of the sad tragedy re-
eived here. At the mme time a similar note
was received by Magistrate Harris.
Coestabe Samuel Sweeney. the law officer of

this place, was notified of the affair by Mr.
Moran and he was among the first to reach the
Bowie farm.

It was through the eforts of these men that
the body of the victim was finally found.
Mr. Edward King. a neighbor of the Bowles,

was called to the house early in the morning

and he first discovered the blood in the ravine.
He then returned to the house and impartedthe news to the woman who had been made a
widow under the most painful and distressingcircumstances. "I have found enough." he re-
ported. "to wa-rant the assertion that there
has been foul play."
Blood was Brst discovered beneath the largewalnut tree where the locust e!nb with matted

hair and blood was found upon it. and from the
tree the bl'od was tracked to near theedge of the
ravine, which is within a yard of the farm road.
and not more than a hundred feet from where
the deed was committed. Near the edge of the
ravine, where the body had undoubtedly rested
for some time. was the largest pool of blood
found, although it is certain that more blood
was spilled, for in a number of places in the
field was found clotted blood, showingevidence of the blood beneath the tree havingbeen taken up by the murderers and scattered
in all directions, to conceal as much as possiblethe evidence of their crime. How long the
dead man's body rested on the brink of the
ravine is, of coure, not known, but it
was evidently left there for some time, as
there is no doubt that it was there that the
murderer or murderers covered portions of the
dead man's body and head with guano sacks
and carpet.
From the ravine to the well, a distance of

fhlly half a mile, not a drop of blood was to be
found, and it was to conceal the hiding plaosof the body that the dead man's head and body
were tied with the sacking.Half a mile below the ravine is the Western
branch, where fishermen were working at their
nets Sunday evening, and it is more than likelythat the murderer or murderers intended to
conceal the holy, but afterward changed their
minds and went to the well near the unoccupiedhome.

The ground about the ravine as well as the

woods and fields were examined and the search-
ers for the missing man had looked in every
nook and corner before It was suggested that
his body was in the well.
A lantern was lowered into the well, but as

there was about eight feet of water in it noth-
ing of course could be seen of the body. Bucket
books were procured and even after they hadbeen lowered several times. without success,the searchers were about to give up the task as
hopeless, but Constable Sweeney insisted
that the body was there and that
the rope was not long enough.Another piece of rope was obtained and when
lowered they hooked something. apparentlyclothing, and when raised to the surface evi-
donce of woolen goods was found on them.
Again and again they were lowered. Then
something heavy clung to the hooks and Con-
stable Sweeney. who was manipulating the
hooks, was usable to raise it to toetap of the
welL

wreprx TaE coarsa.
Something broke and there was a splash.

That splash conveyed something more than the
ordinary splash of a well bucket or tin can,
and when the hooks reached the top of the
well a piece of the dead mani's coat was found
attacned to it. This matxdfed the searchers
that the body was there, and Mr. W. W. Coeden,
a well digger, who was in the neighborhood,
was sent for. and with the aid of his rigging
he descended the well and fashed the body to
the surface. fastening a rope around the bodyof the dead mat.
The fall and tackle were brought into playand the dead body was raised to the surface. It

presented a ghastly sight. One blow inflicted
on the chin of the victim had cut the flesh and
torn it from the neck, laying it bare. the longbeard of the dead man hanging from the pieceof torn flesh that had been cut from the neck.
The other and fatal wound was just above the
ear, and this blow had broken the frontal bone
and inflicted an injury from the effects of
which recovery was impossible.
Following the flriing of the body the well{

was cleaned out, and it was then that the guanosacks and piece of cartet were found.
The arrest of J. Wesley Johnson was made late

Tuesday evening, but it was soon made sure
that he was not in any way implicated in the
crime, although he is wanted in Anne Arundel
county on a charge of theft. The arrest of Blar-
ber and Pinkney followed. and then the officers
went to work to secure what evidence they
emId in the case.

Wolcott's position may make or unmake
him with the republican party. There is no
doubt that most repablhicans would like to see'
Mr. Osborne out of office. although low believe
he has been guilty of abuse of his office. He
has become a sort of "white elphant" on thaeir
hands. If he would resign. if he ad resigned
before the governor made his appointment, he
would have served his party well. But Mr.
Osborne is not that kind of a ighter. He has
talked with Twa raa man at various times,
but never has hinted at resigning, althegh he
has canvassed the question of his removal as
the probable action of the counciL There is
no doubt that he expects the council to samd
by him. He does'$ see how they ean de sm
an republicans.
