DIED HEARTSICK AND HOMESICK.

Sulecide of BSarah Muller, to Whom the
Future Held No Hope.

New Yomg, April 4.—Sarah Muller, a young

nnmarried woman, committed suicide about

|7 o'clock this morning at 330 Cherry
| street, whera she lived. This is the
#econd suicide 1n the Muller family, a

wealthy one in Poland twenty vearas ago. A
few weeks after Sarah was born  her mother, a
victim of melancholy. threw herself into a well
and was found there dead. Sarah was adlicted
with her moiher's trouble. 8he was given every
care by her father, who i8 a wealtuy butcher
anid a eaterer to the army in a little town just
outside of Warsaw, Poland.

Some years ago the girl was taken by her
father to a sanitarinm in Warsaw and was
thought to be cured when ghe left.,

Twu years sago ber father married again.
Sarnh and her stepmother did not agree,
Ther were disputing with each other continu-
ally and the girl found her old trouble again
growing on her.

She decided to come to America and arrived
here during the cholera scare. The long period
paseed in quarantine and the hardships suffered
there had & pad effect on the girl. When che
landed she went to live with Mrs. Wegman, a
sister of her stepmother. at 314 Enst 62d street.
She left there two weeks ago to board in the
family of a Hebrew teacher nsmed Goldberg at
350 « "herr_v street.

There she met a young man, Kenben Stone,
who came from her own little town in Poland.
She fell in love with him and the Goldberg
family believed them to be betrothed.

Stone, however, lost his job at shirtmaking
a week ago, and said that he could not afford to
puy the girl any attention. Sarah was getting
decper into melaneholy all the time. She had
become homesick and wrote her father for
money to pay ber paseage home. He sent her
£30, but she gpent the money.

Yesterday she went out to work on but-
tonlioles. It was her first work in the
city. She went home late and said that
she was very ill. She bad fallen three
times on ber w® hbome, She went to her
room and Mrs, Goldberg's daughter Anunie saw
her writing on a pat[:er bag. Sarah left the
house for a while and came back ai 7 o'clock.
A¢ she entered the house she fell into a chair
and gasped for water. The (ioldbergs put her
to bed, but sbe died some hours later. She
smelled strongly of carbolic acid.

The note she had written on the paper bag
was in Hebrew. It read:

**A person without a character must not live
in this world. I am going willingly to my tomb.
You should all be happr. Don't blame me.
It must be so. 5 M.
