This man was Mr. John W. Beall, the manager
of the Swiss Dairy on East Capitol st. He stated to
& Btar reporter this morning that he was a victim of a
snap jodenient on the part of the anthorities, who had
allowed the jaw which had been in {orce since 1588 to
become s dead letter and now suddenly under
pressure of publie opinion and the District
Comimissicners they attempted, in the course
of & few days, to perform an inspection
service which oneht proverly to extend over
the entire year. For his part he was anxions that
the milk sold by himn should be up the standard
snd when the law was first enacted he obtained from
the then District chemist, Clifford Richardson, s test
of the milk sold st his dairy, and vaid for the
tests 85 each. On Monday last he went to
the health office and a=ked that the nflk received
at is place for sale be tested, as he was
anxious to know whetlher it came up to the standard.
e was informed that this service was fur the protec-
tivn of the consumers and not for the dealers. He in-
sisted on an examination beins made, and siabse-
quently on Tuesday or Wednesday he was notified
that samvles of milk shipped to him wonld be
taken when the milk arrived at the depot,
He went to the depot and sapplied the bot.
ties to contain  the <amples and marked on

earh one the name of ths shipper. As = resalt
out of some twelve samples five were reported to be

slichtly deficient in fat. He st once notified the ship-
pers and nade arrangements 1o correct thisdefect in
the standard. Tohe following day, after learning the
result, he reads in the newspepers of the smininary ac-
tion on the part of the health office. Mr. Beall says
that up to a few days ago only twelve sameples of wmilk
were examined by the anihorities in the pericd of an
entire year, Kecently inore milk has been examined
than probably during tha entire time the law has
been in operation. Mr. Beall saysthat be has been
anxious 1o have his milk examined, that he has not
the knowledge necessary to make such sn examinas-
tion, and for tha: reason bLe voluntarily went
to the health anthorities and regquested that a test
be made, When a sar ple was asked for he procured
it from the cans fust asit cave to bim and in every
way possibile bhe has endeavored to know whether the
milk which he wa= solling was ap to the requirements
If he had been inciined to deceive he could have fur-
nished & diferent sample. He clalms that it was due
tonimastos man who was condacting a business
honestly amnd to the best of his ability that he shonld
have been notified of the test and wiven an opportu-
nity to correct the slicht falling off in the standard
the= test showed. 1t*
