owners and heads of hiring families.

A Chyl's Agairs in a Muddle.
The afsar. at the municipality of Cleveland,

Ohio, are in a state bordering on anarchy.
There is a mayor and nothing more. It was
thought the term of ofiee of the directord of
the different departments of the city expired
when the mayor went out of office. Legal au-
thorities ay that such is not the case. In the
meantime three directors have resigned and
three hang on. The mayor does not know
whether to recognise the latter or not. The
officer that he appointed have not been con-
Armed by the council, which is republican, and
the chances are they will not be. At present
subordinates in office are running the city's
affairs. There can be no solution of the mud-
dle until the republicans in the council are
willing to give in. and they are not likely to
after the unexpected assumption of office by
Mayor Bice a week ahead of the usual time.

Burning Over Twelve Acres.
The A. S. H61mes oil refinery, covering twelve

acres of ground, on Seneca street, Buffalo, was
destroyed by fire yesterday afternoon, together
with twenty freight cars and a train of oil cars,
sidetracked near the works. Thirty thousand
barrels of oil stored in the works were also
burned. The fire was started by an engine
dropping coals in some oil which was running
on top of water in a little ditch. The wind blew
the games into the works and an exulosion oc-
curred. Every few minutes heavy ezplosions
occurred, when ammonia drums and gasoline
tanks blew up. Thomas Tracy was struck by a

flying piece of metal and badly injured. Three
firemen were slightly injured by one of the ex-
plosioqi. The loss will be heavy.
Confirmed as Boston's Police Commissioner.
The executive council has confirmed Robert

F. Clark, Gov. Russell's nominee for Boston
police commisioner to succeed Gen. W. M.
Osborne. whose term expires May 1. the vote
being 8 to 1. All the republican members.with
the exception of David Hall Rice, voted with
the one democratic councilor, Mr. Donov:.n,
for confirmation.
A lively conflict was expected between the

governor and council on thir issue, but no ob-
jection could be made to Clark on grounds of
personal fitness, and he is vouched for as a

good republican. though he has never been in
politics. Had Clarm been rejected Gov. Rusaell
would have been the inevitable democratic
nominee for governor again, seeking a vindica-
tion by the people's voies. This is now very
doubtful, and republicans claim that they have
taken fuom the democrats their only campaign
cry. which means the election of a republican
governor next falL

Appamntly Remn for Reasonable Doubt.
George linard (colored) wps found guilty

yesterday at Columbia. 8, C., of committing
rape on Mrs. Addison, a white woman. living
at Irmo, and was sentenced to hang May 26.
When asked if be had anything to ray why the
death sentence should not be imposed be mid:
"I am just as innocent as any man in this court
house. I never had any evil designs against any
white woman in my life. It is curious that I
should wait until I was over sixty years old to
attempt such a crime as this."
To the jury he said: "God will hold you re-

sponsible for that verdict."
On his trial it was sought to be established

that foot tracks leading from the place where
the crime was committed were his, but an ex-
hibition of his bare feet in court disproved it.
It was also sworn that the assaiiant had
whistled about the time of the assult. but Kin-
ard had two front teeth out and it was demon-
strated that this precluded whistling. The
woman, however, swore to his identity unhesi-
tatingly, and that sealed his fate.

ValUable forse Flesh Destroyed.
Fairview stud, the home of St. Blaize, near

Nashville. Tenn., was the scene of terrible
destruction Wednesday night. At 11:D a bolt
of lightning struck a large brcod mare barn
and completely destroyed at, together with its
contents. consisting of a large amount of hay.
2,500 bushel of oats and twenty-eight head of
thoroughbred brood mares, most of them in
foal. Charles lReed. owner of the stud, was
asleep at the time, and when awakened and In-
formed of the destruction simply remarked.
"All right; it can't be helped." He did not even
visit the scene yesterday and haa not made up
a list of the mares hilled. It is known that one
of the mares belonged to Turfman Keen. and
was valued at $8.000. Mr. Reed's loss will
amount from @80,000 to @100,000. Lihtning
almo struck Hloratio Berry's barn, In th same
neighborhood, and killed two brood maree.

laisenr t Be Tried in England.
It is stated in London on reliable au-

thority that, notwithstanding the state-
ments made in the dispatches from Buenos
Ayres to the effect that the Argetine govern-
eant had decided not to surrende Jabes Spen-

eer Balfour, the former member of parliament
accused of having been Implicated In the build-
ing society and other frands. Balfour, as a mat-
ter of fact,has been arrested and will be brought
to England .

Merries Peekhama of Uttea Dead.
Nerritt Meekhe died in Utles, N. Y., yes-
