awaiting preparations for her final ran
andyesterday turned out to be all that could be
washed fer. either by the contracters or the
naval eo lals. At ten minutes past 8 o'clock
Admiral Belknap and the members of the naval

Iboard left New London, Conn.. and joined the
cruiser in the harbor, and twenty minutes aftbr
ithat s was on her way down the Thames
river. pssing out of the river at the NIF Lou-
den light. At S:0' the vessel was run nthe
bound at not more than ten knotb, and reached
the starting point off Plum Island shortly after
10 o'clock, but s high water did not take placetill 11:MS the eriber was compelled to wait
nearly an bor.

At 11:2 the Detroit straightened out about

two miles from the starting range and ran
Idown twice like a race horse before she got
under way as best she could. When she came
down for the third time every piece of her con-
struction trembled as if with determination.
No one was on the forwara deck but the naval
oficers and constructors, the others aboard
stood on the deck. A glance at the countenances
of the little assembly showed their excitement.
The wind made by the cruiser's majestic strides
through the water made it anything but ploe-
ant to remain on deck. but all suffered this to
witness the vessel's performance.
As she passed the starting range forty-five

minutes fghteen seconds past 11 the signal bell
was sound and the excitement aboard was in-
tense. Every one stood with his watch in hand
breathlessly watching every motion of the ves-
sel. In the bow Admiral Belknap and Prod-
dent Malater stood side by side. while Com-
mander Brownson. the commander of the new
vessel, paced the bridge. The countenances of
all glowed with satisfaction.

TEE TIDE AOAINST ran.
The tide on the run down was unfavorable

for the vessel's best work, but little effect was
noticeable in the resistanoe. At fourteen min-
utes and thirty seconds past 12 the steamer
passed the first nine-mile boat, which marked
the frst quarter of the run.
This distance was covered in twenty-nine

minutes twelve seconds. This run was the best
uade in the first half of the whole run. but on
the return the great spurt was made on the first
quarter, the Detroit having run the nine miles
in twenty-six minutes and eight seconds, which
is equal to nearly nineteen knots per hour. The
entire running time of the cruiser was three
hours. fifty-four minutes and twelve seconds.
bringing the steamer over the finish line six
minutes and twelve seconis before the allowed
time by the Navy Department for the run.
The time consumed in making the trial shows

the Detroit's speed to be at least a knot and
one-half better than the specifications ask for.

A ammrx or $150,000.
For this excess of speed the builders will re-

ceive 6150.000. the highest premium ever paid
to any shipbuilder by the United States gov-
ernment. The figures showing the speed made
by the Detroit were taken by the press reDre-
sentatives and confirmed by the naval officers.
The official records will not be made public
until the observations are obtained from the
coast survey steamers Bache and Blake, which
were res';ectively stationed nine miles from the
start and nine miles from the finish of the
course. These have taken the speed of the
tide when the cruiser was running both with
and against it and as the tide was running it is
very probable an allowance will be made in
favor of the Detroit, which may give her an
official record of about 18%( knots.
Deductions may also be taken for the tide

running with the steamer on her ran up the
course, which would decrease her speed record.
This, however, naval officers state is not prob-
able. The average mile made on the run was
in three minutes twenty-one seconds. After
the trial ths steamer arrived in New London
at 5:20. and the entire town turned out to greet
her. the people saluting her with hats and
handkerchiefs as she steamed slowly up the
harbor.

After the trial Admiral Belkuap said he never
saw a steamer make a more creditable showing.
and spoke very encouragingly of btr prospects
for a further increase of speed. Commander
Brownson said the Detroit is without doubt
the fastest vessel in the world. wheg her dis-
placement, coal, endurance and battery are
considered. "Too much." he declared. "can-
not be said of this vesseL. She is the most suc-
cessful vessel in her trial I have ever been on.
The vibration is very small, and her engines
work like clocks, even when running at maxi-
mum speed. and not the slightest thump is to
be heard. I must may I am very proud of my
charge."

Naval Ofileeve Mast Gnard Their Tongues.
Secretary Herbert has rescinded the order

whereby Paymaster J. C. Sullivan, formerly
of the U. S. 8. Mohican, was placed
on furlough because of his conduct
fin publicly criticising the policy of
the United States government ia the Bering
sea maiter. TIhis action is based on evidence
that his remarks were not intended for publi-
cation and wou!d not have been made if he had
known such use would be made of them.
The Secretary take. occasion, however, to

reprimand Mr. Sullivan for his conduct and
says that officars cannot be too scrupuloits in
abstaining from all public comment upon ma:-
tar. relating to the foreign policy of the gov-
ernment.

Pene in the cheectaw Country.
Gen. Schofield has received a telegram

from Capt. Gluthrse at Antlers, L. T., in-
diecting that the troubles in the Choctaw
country are practically at an end. Capt.
Guthrle says that the promise made that the
msilitia would not uttempt to make any further
arrests is being faithfully carried out and that
the militia are disbanditng. Their examiple Is
being followed by Loeke'a armed men, who say
they will dise rse as soon as the militia leave.
Capt. Gutri says that there is no longer any
apparent danger of conflict between the two
factiona and that everything now points to-
ward a peaceful settlement.

justifable. Hesays that the disturbances had
their beginning in Turkish or Armenian eon-
spiratrs Initing the populea to revolt by so-
itione placards which were stock n the doors
of the American echol.
Then pank were handwritten in the

Turkish aguage. Thy were of a very in-
fsammatory and tr-o character and do-
elared that it was necessary for the people to
shake of the yoke of slavery laid ca them bythe tyranulcel sultan.
Mr. Newberry also found that bombs chargedwith dynamite had been seized by the authori-

tie. On aqeount of those facts, showing that
a genuine and dangeroua plot existed, Mr. New-
berry considered that the *rrest of the plotters
was justified.
As there were doubtless many innocent per-

mon among the 900 who were arrested on the
charge of having been concerned in the con-
spiracy Mr. Newberry induced the grand vizier
to grant amnesty to 600 of the prisoners, who
were released, and the remaining prisoners are
to be brought to trial in court at Angora, in
Asiatic Turkey.
Mr. Newberry denied the truth of the reportthat letters addressed to the American legationhad been ned by the Turkish authorities.

The letters.Mr. Newberry explained, had been
delayed owing to the couriers who carried the
letters being provided with bad horses and
owing to the insufficiency of the escorts to
protect the couriers from the dangers of travel
in Asia Minor.
The American legation has. therefore, de-

manded that the Turkish poet office authorities
shall organize an efficient and well-protected
mail service. traveling at more frequent inter-
vals and giving prompt and more regular de-
livery than at present.

can women. Each brings something there huii
she leaves behind, and each takes away with
her something she did not bring. The woman
is better for her stay in the city, the city is
better also. The woman loses her provincial-
ism; the city becomes more cosmopolitan.
Thus, while the men of Washington are making
our national laws, the women are molding our
national character. The men who come to
Washington are buoy. perhans less so than they
seem. toiling for the country. They have
neither the time nor the inclination for those
pursuits which work such changes in their
wives and daughters. The women gather up
the seed and scatter at far and wide. It is not
effort wasted, then, to study the seed and see if
it be good or bad.

I will not say tnat the women of Washington
are the superiors of the men, but any one who
takes the trouble to look into the matter will
hesitate to deny that such is the case. They
are certainly clever, well informed, earnest.
Of course. they h;.ve their dances, receptions,lunches, dinners and card parties, as women
do everywhere. They eat and drink, marryand are given in marriage. They have the
usual life of the world, but they have in ad-
dition what many women in other cities lack. a
constant stimulus to intellectual activity. It
is the air. it is all around them. it is the
resultant force and flavor left behind by
generations of cultured women who have set the
current flowing in the line of self improvement.
It is much easier to move with the current than
to breast it.

The first thing which strikes a woman from
New York or Chicago on settling in Washirg-
ton is the fluency with which every one she
meets speaks French. In half the drawing
rooms she enters she might as well be in Paris.
She goes into a book shop and half the thingsshe sees are in French. Ibis really embarrass-
ing. the feels at once the need of brushing upher vocabulary and fortifying her store of ir-
regular verbe. Washington women speakFrenen as a matter of course, and very goodFrench. too. A woman without the same ac-
complishment feels almost as ill at ease as if her
gown were cut badlv. This is only one of
many gaps which her money wll not fill, and
in sheer desperation the mortided strangercalls in a teacher.
Knowledge is the fashion!
A small matter that, you mny say, but sig-nifnant of other things. The butteryfl woman

from New York. whose society stock in trade
consists of skimming troum the latest novels and
plays. gowns from the Rue de Ia 'aix and a
reservoir of superficial gush. is amazed to hear
Washington women talking about prison re-
form, our public school system or the Behring
sea cuntroversy. And they not only talk on
such subjects naturally and without an
suspicion of posing. but they know what thev
are talking about. it is no longer suiticient to
throw out a smilingly carnest remark about
some book of Ibsen's and trust to faze that the
woman you are talking to is asi ignorant of it as
you are. Oh no; the odds are against you in
Washington!

Washington women are not only bright and
well informed. but they are ho'nitable and cor-
dial in a high degre. P'eople who know anythin;
or can do anyahing are welcomed ihe old
friends. This may not apply to certaina set,,
caslled the highest and lowcat. which are equally
unin.eresting; but at applhes gener-ly enough
to establish the rule. Washinagton is full of
earnest women whose lives hasve been devoted
to noble work. That sort of thing is rather In
fashion!

from the fact that the annexation and provisional government scheme has made troubl
in social circles, trouble in the church and it
business relations, so ruthlessly have the planter annexationiats pushed thuir revolutionarjscheme and purpose among their own class
An American or other foreigner who does no
go in for annexation must keep quiet or suffe:
persecution in church, society and business.
The present situation is this: The provisions

government continues to exist, but is slowll
losing adherents. It would go to pieces by i
slight push, but it is the policy of the nativ
leaders and their American advisers not t6
push, but to wait.
The provisional government leader. have ai

hope except in annexation. They know an(
confess that they cannot maintain an Inds
pendent existence, but would be voted down a
once, not merely by the natives, but by a con
siderable number of Americans and othei
foreign residents. The impression of carefu
observers is that they are in the situation of th
man who held a bear by the paws and did no
know how to let go without help. They wouk
quit if they saw how to quit. The influence o
the queen and all her advisers is exerted. a
far, to keep the peonle absolutely quiet, wait
ing for President Cleveland's decision, whici
they believe will be just and will restore th
coititutional government. No one except
very few absurd people fears any violent oi
lawless outbreaks outside of Honolulu, an(
here only if annexationists should unendurabli
irritate the peoule. as some of the less judiclous seem inclined to do.
