That is, of the total reports of births for the
above mentioned period 56 per cent were made
by midwives and ouly 44 per cent ware by phy-
sicians, and included in the latter are over 400
cases of birth which occurred in hospitals. The
total deaths for the same time were 31,883,
Thus the reporied births are oniy equal 1o 75
per cent of the number of deaths, and
do mot equal the mortality in the Dis-
trick by npeariy 5,000. This statement of
the case i= not deemed creditable to the med-
ical profession of this jurisdiction. but rather
a matter of comment. The inference is a fair
voe that many births which take piace are not
reported to the health oficer and registrar of
vital statistics as the requirements of the law
demand. The law now in force provides that
any person attending at a birth shall report |
officlally the fact to the health officer within
gix davs after such birth, under the penalty of
a fine for each offense. Hence every accoucher,
by undertaking the dutes, at the same time
accepts the legal obligations of such office.
The obiigation to the new-born child and its
family is imperative in order that the necessary
and only official evidence of birth, and as a
consequence heirship, sometimes to great
monied interests, may be officially recorded.
“*As a professional rson and eitizen your
attention ia respectinlly called to this matter,
with the expectation that it will meet with yvour
careful eonsideration, and in the practieal
operation of which this department will render

HEALTH OF TH

An Increase in the Number of Deaths Last
Week.

In the weekly report of the operations of ihe
health office Health Officer Hammett says:
“There was an increase of 31 deaths last week
over the last report. The number rose from 9%
to 127, and the death rate from 19.2 to 25.4 per
each thousand of population. Although this
is n material increase in the death rate it can-
not be attributed  to auny particular disease,
but has arisen mainly among those suffering
from lung and bruin complaints. There were
23 deaths from consumption as compared with
15 in the previous week, and pneumonia cases
went up from 9 to 16. Mortality from influenza
(grip) eeems tobe on the decline, since it fell
off to S as against 10 the previous week. Diph-
theria aud scarlet fever continue still in com-
parstive abevance. Of the former 8 cases were
reported with 1 death and of the latter 7 cases
were reported with no death therefrom

*“I'hese diseases are sporadic, mostly prevail-
ing through the northern poriions of the eity
from Rock ereek on the west to Tiber valley
enstward, with several cases in South Washing-
ton, and almqgst without exception in the better
residence localities,

“Of the seven deaths from violence two
were from railroad recidents, one from a fall,
one from & burn, one run over by wagon, one
fracture of the thigh and one from chloroform
anmsthesia.”

The report shows:

Number of deaths, 127; white, 71; eolored, 56.
Death rate per 1,000 per annum: White, 21.1;
colored, 84.3. Total population. 25.4. Thirty-
one were under five vears of age: 20 were
under one year old, and 36 over sixty years.
Twenty-three of the deaths occurred in hospitals
and public institutions. The deaths by ciasses
were as follows: Zymotie, 16: constitutional,
35; local. 59; developmental, 10; violence, 7.
The principal causes of death were: Diphtheria,
1: consumption, 23; diarrboeal, 1; typhoid
fever, 2; malarial fever, 1: pneumonia, 16: con-
gession of the Iumgs, 3; bronchitis, 3: kidney
disesses, 3; memngitis, 1: mfuenzu (18 grip),
8. Births reported: 18 white males, 15 white
femnles: 22 colored males, 16 eolored females,
Marriages reported: 10 white, 10 colored.

There was no meeting of the excise board to-

“The Indian Messiah and the Ghost Dance.”
Mr. Mooney illustrated his lecture by a large
number of excellent photographs, on
the screen, and also by means of the
of ghost shirts and other relics which he had
obtained. The late Messiah craze, Mr. Mooney
explained, was not the first of like affsirs by
any means, and eight or ten similar movements
have taken place among our American In-
dians. The Isst movement, however, was
Lt:b.bly the most widely extended which
ever taken place among the
North American tribes. The movement was
started by a young Piute, known among the
whites as Ja.ci Wilson. This Indian's father
prevailed before him. The present Messiah did
not make open assumption of divine aunthority
until January 1, 1889, Wilson told the lecturer
that he did not become a prophet until the day
the sun went to eleep, when he went into a
trance and ascended up to heaven, where

he saw and talked to God. who told
him to return to the earth and tell
the le what he had seen.

man, Mr. Mooney believed, was thoroughly

sincere in his belief. Much of Mr. Mooney's
investigations bad taken piace among the Ar-
apahoe tribes, as these Indians seom especially
adapted to spiritual ideas and have been active
and earnest dissemwinators of the Messiak belief.
In epeaking of the Arapahoes the lecturer gave
an account of a futile attempt of his to geta
view of some of the relics reiigiously preserved
by the tribes. There is a belief among the
tribe that at the creation the great snirit gave
the tribe » pipe and an ear of corn and these
relics are still zealously guarded and preserved
by the northern tribe in Wyoming,
THE SI0UX OUTBREAKS,
Speaking of the late outbreaks among the
Sionx Mr. Mooney held that the ghost dance
was only incidental to the outbreaks. The real

cause was the failure of our government io
Carry out its promises. These Indians were
too experiented in warfare to deliberately go
on the warpath in the midst of winter and with-
out provisions, If the ghost dance had not
been a mere incident of the cutbreaks we
should have found an uprising among all the
tribes where a belief in the Messiah e

The outbreaks coet the government and state of
i‘g.ebmu about 1,100,000, besides the loss of

¥,

Mr. Mooney had closely watched the ghost
dance and was one of a very few white men who
had been allowed to take a close view of the
affair.

THE INDIAN MESSIAH.

The lantern pictures displayed during the
lecture were from photographs taken by Mr.
Mooney. He possessed the only picture of the
Meseiah in existence, which was shown. The
Messiah, Mr. Mooney explained, was thirty-six
years of age and lived in Mason Valley, Nev.
He possessed a typical Piute face. Many
pictures of the battlefield at Wounded EKnee
were shown and these were followed by a re-
markable collection of photographs of Indians
in the different phases of the ghost dance
ilsell. Mr. Mooney explained that hypnotism
was the  bawis of the ghost danca.
The belief is that after dan-
cers go into the stage of insensibility they
converse with all their dead relatives and
friends. The Messiah belief, sald the speaker,
held that when the lord of this world came the
two feathers which the dancers wear in their
hair wiil turn to wings and they will be able to
soar upward to the new world, where the *‘old
timers'’ with all their pristine happiness will be
reviewed. In the dance the medicine men act
as hypnotisers and the dancers go through the

e3 of trembling, high excitement, rigidity
insensibility.
