Accidents Liable From Potomac Quarries—
Other Georgrtown Notes.

John Brown, living near the junction of the
Conduit and Canal roads, reporis to the police
of the seventh precinct that his home and fam-
ily are imperiled by toe blasting opera-
tions being carried on in the trans-
Potomac quarries. One day this week
a block of Pot bine #t weighing
about fifteen pounds was hurled across the
river and baried in his garden 1o a depth of
eight inches. Mre Brown was standiog In
the garden and the eccentric projectile passed
within a few feet of her. Had it hit her
she would bave been killed without doubt
It is not an uncommon thing for chunks of the
quarry to fall on the Georgetown side of the
stream, to the danger of riders and pedestrians
along the rosds indicated.

Neighbors of the Browns tell similar stories
and set forth thas the quarry companies throw
an immense amoaut of refuse into the river,
which is rolled along by the current and finaily
lodges in the Georgetown barbor. Here they
claim it is dredged out at government expense.
