One Hundredth Anniversary of the Capitol
Corner Stone Laying.

THE EAST WASHINGTON CITIZESS ASSOCIATION

TAKES THE INITIATIVE IN THE PROPOSED
CELERRATION —OUTLINE OF A PLAN FROPOSED
BY THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE AND ADOPTED.

At the regnlar monthly meeting of the East
Washington Citizen's Association beld last night
the report of the executive committee on the
celebration of the one hundred'h ammuiversary
of the laying of the corner stone of the Capitol
econsumed most of the time.

executive committee, read the following report,
which, after some discussion, was adopted:
THE FXE«(UTIVE COMMITTEE'S REPORT.

The evecutive committes, under the instrue-

tions of the association, to outline some plan of

appropriately celebrating the one hnundredth
anniversary of the laving of the corner stone
of the Capitol of the United States, and to

suggest means for ecarrving the same into
effect. respectfuily snbmt the following report: |

That in commemoration of this event, the act
of a small concourse of American citizens —few
iu numbers, but strong «of faith in the greatness
of the future of the American nation —led by
him whose military valor and skill bad made »
provinee a nation, whose wisdom’and prudence

was guiding that nation iuto the great channels |

of prosperity and power: who, on that day. im-

pressed with the solemuity and greatness of the |

act, stepped from the presidential chair to as-
sume before Lis countrymen the trowel to
place in position the coruer stone of a
structure which was to be the abode
of the future legisintore of the coun'ry. by
whose bands the destinies of his beloved repub-
liz were to be shuped and gwided. the people
of this District, inviting all other citizens to
ticipate, should on the 18th day of Sepfem-
E: next unite in celebrating with nppropriate
ceremontes the completion of the first one han-
dred vears that the corner stone of the United
States Capitol has undisturbedly remained in
ition a= a foundation stone of the legislative
ils of the American republic, thus, in A meas-
ure. bringing to fraition the hope expressed by
the grund master of Masons, as the corn, wine
and oil were poured upon it, “that the grand
work we have done today will be handed down,
as well by record as tradition, to as late pos-
terity as the like work of that ever memorabie
tempie to oar order erected by our Grand
Master Solomon.™
FOINTS 15 THE PROPOSED CELEERATION.

1. The President of the United States should
be invited to stand upon the spot where our
first President participated in those ceremonies
and speak to the 65,000,000 citizens of the re-

ublie of the bonntiful blessings and prosper-

¢t bestowed upon our eountry during the cen-
tury.

2. The Congres= of the United States and all
public officers should be reguested to partici-

te.

p.l Tha revresentatives of foreign govern-
menis <hoald be iuvited to attend.

4. The Capitol building should be externally,
if not internally, decorated fur the ocension.

5. It shon!d be brilliantly illuminated by
scarch lights concentrated upon it

6. The American flag. with its (now) forty-
four stars, should be prrotechnically displayved
and be saluted with artillery and mausie.

7. Inasmneh as historv teils us that the pro-
eession of September 18, 1793, ““marched in the

greatest solemn dignitv, with musie playing, |

drums beating, colors fdving and speetators re-
Joicing, from the President’'s square to the
Capitol,” parade on a more imposing scale,
over the sume ronte, should be reproduced.

8. Orations fitting to the occasion should be
delivered,

9. Musie, instrumen‘al and voeal. should be
interspersed and a musicsl enzertainment for
the evening furnished, with the grouuds decor-
ated and the Capitol thrown coen.

The committee submit the above as an appro-
priate manner of celebrating the event, com-
mending it to the attention of the citizens of
the District with the hope that 1t will inspire
them with an tnterest in the matter, and eall

forth suggestions that will secure a demonstru- |

tion fitting for the oceasion,

In the matter of obiaining the requisite per-
mission for the uee of the gronnds and Capitol
the commti=¢ have communicated with Vice
Presiclent Stevenson, whose prompt response
by telegraph was as follows:

ROUGH WEATHER ON THE COAST,

The Life-Saving Men Were Not on Duty
and a Schooner’s Crew Were Lost.

A two-masted schooner, supposed to be the
Brave of Deer Igle, Me., went achore near the
Knobs life-eaving station, Plum Island, Mass.,
yesterday. The vessel is of about 130 tons
burthen. The life-saving crew went off duty
May 1, and nobody saw the wreck except Capt.
Frauk Stevens and Nathaniel Watson, who were
stopping there. They got two men and a boy
to help them and succeeded in getting a shot
line on board the craft. A heavy sea, however,
awept the rope out of the hands of the crew,
who were in the rigging, and it was seen that
they were doomed. Soon after the spars fell
and with them four men, who are supposed to
be all there were on bonrd. The wreek is com-
pletely broken to picces. Capt. Stevens says
that if his crew had been on duty every man of
the schooner's erew could have been saved.

So
the gentle render is asked to take interest in |
men and women whose importance it is impos-
sible not to magnify. If only biographers
knew what to omut, things would be so much
