SALOONS CONDEMNED.

Dr. Brooks Tells of the Home Mi~slonary
Work to Be Done—Miss Lewis Speaks of
Socisl Matters and Mr. Connor Ends the
Speeches—The FProgram This Evening—
When the Leagne Will Adjourn.

—_— —_—— .

The Epworthinns were ap bright and early
this morning. The sun was not high in the
heavens when over 100 of the delegates assem-
bled in the Metropolitan Chuarch for a sunrise
prayer meeting, which was conducted by Rev.
Amos 8. Baldwin of Munecy, Pa. The meeting
was an enthusiastic one.

Time was allowed for breakfast. and at 9
o'clock the same number, increased by a larger
attendance, gathered for a praise and prayer
service, led by the Rev. J. A. Parsons of Corry,
Pa.

The regular daily session was opened at 10
o’clock by the singing of “My Faith Looks Up
to Thee.” The secretary read the minutes of
the sessions thus far and they were 1mmediately
adopted.

REPORT ON CREDENTIALS.

The committee on eredentials made the fol-
lowing report, which was supplemented by a
short explanation by the chairman:

Your committee beg leave to submit the
following report:

I. Your committee were unable to find but
very few proper credentials entitling persons
to membership in this convention as representa-
tives from the several leagues of the district.

For what reason we do mot know.
REV. I. B. UBER, CANONSBURG, PA.
And therefore to provide against a

similar oversight in the future, we recommend
that eredential blanks be furnished bereafter to
all the chapters of the district by the secretary
of the fourth general conference distriet.

II. After a careful examination of the regis-
try and other data furuished the committee by
delegates, &c., we find chapters represented by
delegates and with delegates from presiding
elders’ districts and ministers not representing
leagues, and judge that in all there are 352 del-

tes,

egj;m! we recommend that the above named be
given a seat on the floor of the convention and
entitled to all its privileges.

The report was adopted.

WORLD'S FAIR AND LIQUOR.

The committee submitted further resolutions,
which were adopted, reciting that the opening
of the Columbian exposition on the Sabbath is
a sin against God and a crime against man.
That after having accepted from the nation
22,500,000 under a promise that the
gates should be closed on Sunduy
the violation of this agreement is placing as
one of the exhibits of the fair an illustrution of
the disregard of asolemn contract that is at
once discreditable to the business men who
compose the board of management, and
is & reproach to us as a Chrnstian nation;
denouncing such an attempt to rob us of our
Christian Sabbath, and calling on all our people
to withdraw their patronage from the exposi-
tion in any and every way so long as the viola-
tion of the Sabbath laws shall continue,
= Another reseiution commended the President
and Attorney General for their prompt action
to close the gatea of the world's fair in accord-
ance with the conditions stipulated by Congress
sn the appropriation.

A resolution in regard to liguor stated that
we will continue a war of extermination against
the saloon and all its allied interests of the
liquor business. We will fight against them by
our prayers, our example, our educational
work and by our votes. We Dbelieve
with our great church that “rit
cannot be licensed without «in,” and we pledge
ourselves to no compromise with this sum of
all villainies, The American University was
commended as worthy of earnest support.

FIXING THE STATUS.

There had been cropping out here and there
during the proceedings some points of order
which rather unsettled the status of the meet-
ing, whether it was a convention or simply a
mazs meeting. The prospects were toward
some entangling situations.

In order that the matter might be amicably
settled Dr. Yoeum offered a resolution, which
was unanimously adopted, providing that this
convention be re:mrtred as the second annual
convention of the Epworth Legue of the

fourth general conference district, and
requesting the board of control to arrange
for the third annual convention of the league
of the fourth general conference district early
in the month of DJMay, 1894, and in
view of the fact that the officers and
executive committee of the General
Conference  district league have not
vet been one year incumbents of the positions
to which they were elected in August last, re-
electing them to their several positions until
the annual convention in May, 1504,
DR. BROOKS' SPEECH.

The social and literary portion of the pro-
gram was begun by the congregation singing
two hymns. The first paper was on *‘The
League and Home Mission Work,” by the Rev.
Wm. H. Brooks of thiscity. Heasserted that this
great work did not exist only in the hearts and
minds of a few enthusiasts, but everywhere it
could be found. Perhaps in some places the
work was stronger than in others, but it was
better to cast the gems before swine than not
to cast them at all, but keep them hidden away
in a napkin.

A land where all forms and species of gambling
flourish from the disgraceful crap to the equally
disgraceful form of betting on  the
election of our chief magistrate,
and a land where a victim without judge or

SOCTAL WORK.

Miss Maud E. Lewis of William Penn, Penn-
sylvania, spoke of the socinl work of the league.
Next to the spiritual the social work of the

league must be considered the most important,

but te outline a detailed plan would be a diffi-
cult matter,

A natural idea was for each one to be him-
self with duty to God leading. At many of the
social gati.rings there were many wall fiowers
and even in the church there was {ormalit_r and
stiffness. One would think that Christisnity re-
tarded a natural low of spirits. When the social
gathering were rid of the sentimeut those who
were the wall flowers would becoms interested
and take their part in the proceedings. In
order *hat this may be successfully done the
persons who are charged with the management
of the socis] affairs should be selected with eare.
Those only who can make oihcrs feel at home
in the chorel shonld be selected. For man
i= a sociable creature and his  desires
uaturally tend to this direction, but is hindered
aud restrained Ly formality.  Soeciability shonld
be tanght tne children, and then it will per-
meate the air of the Sunday echool. The work
of the social department of the league was
never at an end.

ME. CONNOR'S TALK.

The last paper was read by George W.
Conner, jr., of Baltimore on *‘How ought the
league fasten the connectional character of
Methodism.”” He said that the precotious-
ness  of the four-vear-old  child in
taking up & question which the chureh
had not vet decided was wonderful. In liken-
ing the Epworth League to « young child, with
its growing eunthusiasm and strong limbs
ready to take up the errands of merey,
the speaker drew A very pretty
simile. The Epworth league was a connecting
link between the Sunday schoul and the church.
When the young man n to wear his loug
coat and the young girl to enter into the fashions
and they began to get too big for Sunday echool
and wonld naturally drift away from Christ,
the Epworth League offered a home for their
desires. Mr. Connor complained of the spirit
of congregationalism  rather than the
methodism prevailing. Each one seemed
to have his own boat to row in his church. The
interest was entirely local. Little was known of
the work of the neighboring churchand there was
little social intercourse between the Methodist
charches. There were meotings of the min-
istry, but none of the layity except now and
then a mass meeting when the people did noy
mass and the principal ohEﬁt of which
seemed a collection, Perhaps this was because
the laiety had no volee in the general assem-
bliea. This might be a subject for the assem-
blies to consider.

The speaker recommended more connece
tional, social work and less collectional work.

She has
light bair. Todav the police and father have
continued the search.

WINSHIFP RESIGNS.

The Superintendent of the Cheaapeake and
Ohilo Canal Sends in His Resignation.

Mr. Henry C. Winship, general manager of
the Chesapenke and Ohio canal, sent in his res-
ignation this afternoon to the board meeting of
the trustees of the bonds of 1848, Mr. Winship
in his letter of resignation says:

“The only reason I have to offer for this
action is that I find that I cannot give to the
management the time and attention which I
think it requires consistent with my other in-
terests and obligations,

“In severing my connection with vou and
the Chesapeake and Ohio canal permit me to
extend to you, individually and collectively,
my sincere thanks for your uniform consid-
eration and courtesy during the period of
my connection and to express my hearty wishes
for the future success of the company and the
maunagement of my successor; nﬁo to assure
you that every effort will be made by myself
and the other interests identified with me to
assist and further the business and interests of
the canal.

“In conclusion, permit me to call your atten-
tion to the claims of Mr. George L. Nicholson,
engineer and superintendent of the canal, for
appointment ns my successor, and to assure
vyou that his selection will be a wise and
proper one, as, during the term of my
management, I have found Lim an bonest, com-
petent, faithful, industrious engineer and
superintendent and gentleman and think his
selection would be greatly to the interests and
future prosperity of the ecanal. and I trust you
will select him ns the general manager of the
‘Chesapeake and Ohio Canal Company’ in my
pluce for reasons stated.”™

During the past few days strong pressure has
been exerted to have Mr. Winship alter his de-
termination to re=ign.

There will be some oppesition to the accep-
tance of the resignation, but as Mr. Winship
declares that his action is final, his resignation
will be accepted.
