York. As a matter of
fact it iddoubtful it any
organization c a n be

more beneficial than a union of shorthand
writers, and the Washington writers have not
been slow in availing themselves of the benefits
which result from co-operat-on.

It has been claimed for this city that it has
more stenographers in proportion to its popu-
lation than any other place in the country, a
fact easily accounted for when it is taken into
consideration the large number of employes in
the department& and other federal offices.

WILLARD FRACKER. FOUNDER OF THE WASHINo-
ToN STENOQRAPHERN' ASSOCIATION.

It is a curious fact that with all the excellent
material at hand the club is less than three
years old. In the early part 6f 1891 Mr.
Willard Fracker, realizing the imperative need
of such an organization, called together about
a score of the more- prominent shorthand
writer,, and urged upon them the importance
of such an association in Washington. and en-
listed their services in the formation of a
shorthand club.

Mr. Fracker, who had been president of the
Metropolitan Stenographers' Association of
New I ork city and one of the founders of the
Stenographers' Association of New York-the
two largest clubs in the country-was well
qualified by past experience in such matters to
point out the value of co-operation. A general
call was sent out to all the shorthand writers in
the citv. and on the evening of the meeting
over 200 were present. A constitution and by-
laws were adopted. an efficient set of officers
elected, and the Washington Stenographers'Association became a substantial reality from
that time on.
The present officers are Dennis F. Murphy.honorary president; David Wolfe Brown. presi-dent; Fred Irland, drst vice president: Miles

Fuller, seeond vice president; Frank Wilbur
Moulton, third vice president: Mrs. Ella F.
Howley, secretary; Miss Alice Brooke, assistant
secretary, and C. K. Urner, treasurer.

DENNIS F. MURPHY, PRESIDENT.
Mr. Dennis F. Murphy, who has been identi-

fed with thl association since its organization,
is without doubt the best-known stenographer
in the United States. and up to a short time
ago, when he met with a serious accident, was
recognized as one of the most expert. For
about forty years he has reported debate% on
the Senate boor. having commenced at the
tender age of sixteen. His experience as a
reporter of debates. committees, conventions,
&c., is unequaled, and notwithstanding the
busy life he has led, he has found time to
post himself thoroughly on literary and scien-
tific Subjects. He has always contended that
the better a stenographer understood the sub-
ject he was reporting, the better report he
would make.

DAvID WOLFE BRowN. PRESIDENT.
Mr. Brown, senior member of the corps of

official reporters of the House of Representa-
tives, is, despite many years of laborious
service, as vigorous as his youngest colleagu.
At the auge of thirteen, while a pupil at the
Philadelphia High School. he received a brief
course of phonographic instrnction from that
famous pioneer teacher, Mr. Oliver Dyer. und'er
whose tuition Mr. Dennis F. Murphy and the
late .John J. McElhon~e made so brilliant a
transit from the school room to the halls of
Congress. Mr. Brown early made It a rule to
form his shorthand characters with iaboute
correctness, and today. even when writimg at a
great rate of speed, his notes are "like copper
plate." He has one of the largest stenographic
lib~raries in the country, and is considered to be
the best-poeted stenographer on shorthand sub-
jects among the members of his profession.
Grenial and open in his manner he isa great
favorite among all who know him, particularly
with the younger writers, whom he is ever
ready to belp and encoutage. Notmerelyashort-
hand iter, hut a scholar in the broadest
sense, he has, next to Dennis F. Murphy, the
patron saint of the profession, done more than
any other man toward elevating reporting to
the high dignity which as a profession it has
now attained. His services as president of the
Washington Rtenographers' Association have
been invaluable, and it is largely through his
efforts that the club has attained its present
popularity. His series of lectures before the
association, which have taken the form of
thoroughly practical talks, have been of inesti-
mable value to all who have heard him.

Nit IRLAND.
Mr. Fred Irland, first vice president of the

association, is well known as one of the official
reporters of the debates of the House of Rep-
resentatives, having been appointed to the
position three years ago on the death of Mr.
John J. McElhone, and affording the remark-
able instance of a man attaining the top round
of the stenographic ladder at the early age of
thirty. Mr. Irland, while attending the high
school of his native town, Adrian, Mich.,learned
a stenographic system ordinairily considered in-
adequate for reporting. but with whichat the age
of eighteen he did highly creditable work on
the staff of a Detroit daily. While still in his
minority he was promoted to the post of local
editor. D)etermuining to make stenographic re-
porting his profession he succeeded, as few do.
in "swapping horses while crossing a stream;"
that is to say, he unlearned a poor stenographic
system and mastered a good one with scarcely a
suspension of his reporting woik. Moon his re-
mnarkable talents procured him the post of of-
icial reporter in a leading court 'of Detroit,
which he held unti his appointment to his pree-
eut position. His active connecgion with steno-
granhic conventions In dmen.a ... of th

em6try and his frequent and Inss en-
triutions to sseeraphiee
the fAet that two or six years ago he earried ei
one of the two griss in the now historical
'spee contest at lake George, N. Y., haveg nhim a national reputation. Sines -ering
to Washington he has been active as a asember
of the Stenographers' Association, before which
he has given several most interesting "talks."
He is well known to newspa men as one of
the most popular members the "Pres Club."

ILES PULLER, SCO iCnVrc RSIDNr.
Miles Fuller, the second vice president and

one of the oldest and most active members of
the association, was born in Illinois in 1868,
coming to Washington subsequent to the war.
After completing the course in the publicschools, he entered the Columoian University
and graduated with honors in 1880. taking upthe study of law in the same institution, from
which ae graduated with the degree ot LL. M.
Having early realized the importance of sten-
ography, he had begun its study while at col-
lege and was afterward appointed private see-
retary of the chief of the bureau of animal in-
dustry of the Department of Agriculture. He
is now in charge of the exhibit of that bure a
at the world's fair. While a writer of the Grs-
ham system, Mr. Fuller thinks all systems wel-
come to the stenographic fold.

PROF. C. K. URNER, T&FASUREm.
The treasurer of the association, Prof. C. IL

Urner, began the study of shorthand in the
year 1868, while attending school. But under
the presoof other duties it was studied only ass
pastime until the year 1873, when he began an
earnest the task of its mastery, bi intention
being to adopt law reporting as a profession.
In the year 1874 he had so far advanced as to

begin verbatim reporting. Three year's takingor references before referees in New York state
satisfied him that other fields of shorthand
would be more congenial and equally remuner-
ative, so ho drifted into general reporting and
teaching. Since 1880 he has connned himself
almost exclusively to teaching the art. But oc-
casionally he reports lectures, sermons, &c.. in
order to retain his manual dexterity, believingthat any one who professes to teach shorthand
should be able to demonstate his ability to use
it.
He has resided in this city for the past seven

years. The most extensive reportorial con-
tract he has undertaken since coming to this
city is the reporting. several years ago. of the
entire lectures delivered during the eightmonths' course at one of Washington's law
schools.

31s. .LIA F. RowLET. SECRETART.
Mrs. Ella F. Itowley. whose name is familiar

to the professional stenogrnuhers of New York
stakte. began the prnctice of shorthand in 1852
in western New York. and immediately com-
metced actual verbatim court reporting. In
18S4 s.he w.t- elected a inember of the New York
State stenographers' Aasociation, an organiza-
tion composed exclusivelv of professional
writers. Mrs. lRowlev has maeil certain
branches of medienl reporting a specialty. aidher reputation for skill saind proficiencv in th~e
"beantiful art" is of the highest. In October.
1891, she remonved from ltochester. N. Y.. to
this eitv. where shae is at present employed a
stenograp~her for Prof.Simaon Newcomb.U.t. N..
isuplerintendent of the American Nau ical Al-
manac.

DicTATION ROOM.
The association has taken the entire floor at

No. 612 14th street nor.hwest. and has fited
at up in an elaborate manner. Not only- are
the rooms provided with all the shorthand and
typewriting publications, but the Latest maga-
zittes, such as Harper's, Century. Scribner's,
&c.,* are to be found in the ltbrary.
One of the most important features is the

dictation class, which has been started and
which is patronized by a large number of the
members. An edicient reader is furnished,
who reads to this class three evenings in the
week on different subjects. tue latter part of
the evening being taken up with rapid dicta-
tion. This has proved highly beneficial to all
who have availed themselves of it, as there is
hardly a stenographer who does not feel that
there is room for improvement in the practice
of his art. For the benefit also of those who
are anxious to increase their speed, mock trials
and debates are got up among the members,
which furnish the very heat kind of practice,
besides being highly benelicial to those who
take part in them.

ECEPTION RooM.
Takenasabodyit is hard to find a brighter

or wittier class of young men and Iaaies than is
to be found among the stenographers. In the
first place to be afirst-class shorthand writer
presupposes something above the average in-
telligence; and the work if properly done tends
to brighten the wite and broaden the culture.
An extensive program has been arranged for

the coming season, which will Include everal
lectures by prominent speakers and a number
of outings during the summer months.
The club gives an excursion tonight to Mar-

shall Hall, and a most enjoyable tume Is an-
ticinated.

'Thecommandpresented
a remarkably satisfac-
tory appearance, men,

clothing and equipment. being clean am the
most critical could desire. The arms were in
especially good condition and so few were the
mistakes that Inspector General Meesaley re-
marked. during the ceremony of inspection.
that if he did not soon discover something more
to And fault with he was going home. 'le
battalion was formed correctly, and, during the
yreliminary inspection, the steadiness was
about perfect. The color guard marched to
the front, as it should have done, but it was not
in single rank. so it was scored one black miark.
The major and some of the members of the
staff got into trouble when they saluted as their
names were called at muster; the adjutant's
skirmish whistle was decidedly out of place; the
quartermaster sergeant did not have the pre-
seibed letters on his blouse collar and the bos-
pital steward did not manipulate his sword as
hte ought at "inspection arms."
Company A-Well set up, sized and aligned;

very steady. Seven men were a trifle lax at the
inspection, their errors being the common ones
of failing to resume the "port" after inspec-
tion. At muster the second lieutenant saluted
when his name was called, and a few of the men
were careless in coming to an "order" from
"right shoulder."
Company B-Just as well sized, set up and

aligned, and every whit as steady as company
A. The condition of rides was nearly perfect
and had it not been that several men in the
rear rank made minor errors in the manual
there wouldn't have been much to say. The
feature of their excellence was to be found in
the rifles-uomething to be looked for in a com-
pany which is composed entirely of sharp-
shooters and marksmen. Gen. Macauley re-
marked that the ride carried by Private Vynne
was the best he had seen duriag this yeats in-
spection tour.
Company C-Ibis is a new company and

Capt. Smoot deserves all the credit any one
man wants for making it such a good co ny
as it is. Its met up was all right. and its sizing
and alignment, especially in the rear rank, were
remarkably good In point of steadinese it was
equal to the best. Les than a dozen men
were guilty of the sal errors which will not
be eliminated, although all kinds of warning
hare been given; men will hold their guns im-
properly when in some positions. The second
Lieutenant is charged with failing to come to a
carry at the command "inspection armm."
while two men in the rear rank are held re-
sponsible for guns that were dirty in and
around the breech block.
Company D-General appearance. good.

During inspection was steady, but at "rest"
several tmen were out of place. Fourteen men
are ebat ged with minor infractions of the drill
regulations. There would only have been
thirteen bad the first sergeant refrained from
prompting one of the men who did not seem to
comprehend an order. Taken altogether it
was a very satisfactory inspection.

TROoPsas DID wELI-
The First Separate Company (troop A) passed

an excellent inspection. Men, clothing, arms
and equipments were all in thoronghly service-
able shape and had there not been some un-
steadiness during the ceremony the report
would have indicated a condition that was little
short of perfection itself.

DacuXXas AND FIFas.
There is no reason why the corps of Meld

music should be anything but gratified over its
inspection. for clothing and instruments were
in good condition. while the steadiness of the
conimand was admirable. Some of the blouseta
were a little faulty am to fit, and that was all
upon which adverse comment could be based.

TOM wHaLtIxo soLDruMA.
Barring a httle unsteadiness there is not

much room for criticism on the Second Separate
c inpany (cycle corps). Their general appear-
ance was excellent; the clothina. arm-s and
wheels were in the best of condition. The men
were well s-et up and soldierly, but a couple of
extremely loose belts spoiled an otherwise first-
class showing.

There is now no doubt about It. The world's

fair will be open tomorrow. At least that is
what Commissioner Hundley of the judicial
committee of the national commission mid yes-
terdly In Chicago. As he is one of the three
members of the committee who opposed Sunday
opening. his admission has doubts fores.
Commisuioner Handley made the .tatemeat

after conferring with United States Attorney
Milchr ist concerning the injunction which the
government will pray for, to restrain the diree-
tor from opening the expositio gane on Sun-
day.

"After considering the matter we have de-
cided that the bill for an injunction cannot be
fled in time to close the fair next Sunday."
said Mr. Handley. "It is such an extensive af-
fair that no lawyer on earth could prepare the
petition within twenty-four hour. Terefore,
as the bill cannot be fled tomorrow we shall
wait until next week. Yes. that means that the
gates will be open next Sunday. It will do no
harsa just for one day. After all, when tae bill
is ready, I doubt if a court can be found bar-
ing the proper jurisdiction an the matter. It
will be an extraordinarily delicate thing to de-
cide. There are so many intereets involved-
the rights of the state. the park commirsioners,
the national government and local directoriea
Why, it is one of the most complicated ques-
tons one could Imagine. The police regula-
tons and legirlatures' right of power in the
matter serve to compliate matters stil moe."
While not saying so positivelr. the commis-

soner oeemed to believe that the remarkable
complexitr of the question would eventually
result in the matter dragring on until fall, and
meanwhile the business of the injunction, the
exposition grounds would be crowded with
sightseers tomorrow.
