It is understood that the question which will
be discumed at the special meeting of the cabi-
not to be held on Monday morning will
be that of the condition of the treasury.
The shipments of gold from New York
today amount to $1,00,000, which, deducted
from the gold reserve, as stated this morning
as the treasurer's books, leaves the balanee at
0,M1217. the lowest point that has ever been

reached. During the past week the shipments
have amounted to $6,700,000, Including the
W00,00 which went to Canada. Now
that the shipments have again begun to be
heavy the subject comes before the adminie-
tration as one of no little concern, for should
this rate of gold export continue It would not
be long before the reserve would be reduced to
a figure that would be uneomfortably small.
At the cabinet meeting It Is believed that the

Attorney General will render an opinion on the
bond question, as to the right of the adminl-
tration to issue them, at lawful intereet,
without action by Oongress. Selletter
General Aldrich drew up an opinion
on this question which Attorney General Miller
adopted, deciding that such a course could be
pursued. and it in intimated that Mr. Olney will
also hold to this judgment.
Just before the clon of the last Congress the

judiciary committee of the Hous made
a report on the bond question, which
was to the effect that the Secretary of the
Treasury had no right to use the gold reserve
exeept for the redemption of specie, and
further that If it became absolutely ncesary
to Invade the reserve it was the duty of the
Secretary to reimburse the reserve as soon
as possible by the Issuance of bonds or some
other means. At that time it was the
understanding that Secretary CarlIsle,
who was then a Senator, was in aeord with the
views expressed In the report. It would seem
that the agitation of the bond question was to
be resumed.

TUE WASHINGTON ASYLUM.
Ne Investigation ef Mr. Stoetenbeagh Or-

dered or Contemplated.
As stated in Tzz SnA of yesterday the Con-

missIoners have not nor do they contemplate
ordering an Investigation of Intendant Stout-
enburg of the Washington Asylum. When
the petition signed by several prom-
inent business men requesting this in-
vestigation was handed to the Commissioners
one of the gentlemen was asked what interest
he had in the matter. His reply was that he
had none and had only signed the petition at
the request of his friend. Mr. Kirby, who is an
an applicant for Mr. Stoutenburg's place.

In the meantime things at the Washington
asylum are going on regularly. Yesterday
afternoon Commissioner Parker. without the
knowledge of anyone, drove out to the hospital
and looked about. He found things all
running smoothly and the place lookingfinely. The representative of Tn TAn
asked each of the Commissioners today if
an investigation had been ordered, and the
reply from each one was that not only had it
not beenordered but was noteven contemplated.
The only charges before the Commissioner
reflecting upon Intendant Stoutenburg, they
said, had ben investigated by the board of
visitors composed of men whose honesty could
not be impuned, and they had found the
charges groundless.

Color of the Warships.
The color of the warshipe Is still engaging the

srious attention of the naval authorities. A
circular letter, It Is understood, will shortly be
sent to all commanding officers asking for their
views on the subject. The principal desire for
a change Is to save expense. The Secretary
likes the appearance of our pretty white ships,
but the frequent painting required to keep
them looking clean amounts to a conalderable
sum in the course of a year. The preference
of most officers appears to be for black or dark
gray.

Annexation Sentiment In Hawaii.
The Secretary of State has received several

reports from Minister Blount in regard to the
sentiment of the people of Hawaii on the
question of annexation to the United States.
The reports will be made public In due season,as
the President desires to sound the sentiment of
our own country before he makes his recom-
mendations to Congress regarding the future
relations of the United States with Hawaii.

Another Great Gu Jacketed.
Rapid progress is being made at the navy

yard In the construction of great guns. Today
the jacket was placed upon the breech of a
thirteen-Inch rifle, the fifth of these large cali-
bers now In course of construction for the new
battle ships. The first two are nearing com-
pletion rapidly and it is expected that they will
be ready for a proof trial at Indian Head in a
short time.

AN INTERSTING SESION.
esmMer Ldge Thinks Cegees Wall Mm

About otober 1.
Senator Ledge of Massachusetts is in the city

today looking over the plane for the repair of
his new house, which he will occupy this
winter. He hs been out to Chicago
and is a member of the committee investi-
gating immigration, which has been at work in
New York. He says that there is a great deal
of interest being developed by the immigra-
tion investigation. Of course, the great
mass of testimony taken is uninteresting and
more or less important. But out of it may be
gathered some valuable information for Con-
gress. He says that there is no doubt that the
imsportation of laborers under contract is still
very extensive, but that there seems to be no
way of guarding against It absolutely.
The Senator is looking for a very Interesting

session of Congress. which he believes will be-
gin about the let of October. He thinks that
there will be more interest, earnestness
and determination in the fight over
silver than any other question programmed to
come up. The strongest way in which to pre-
sent the proposition for the repeal of the Sher-
man law is, in his opinion, to present it as a
single question notinoumbered by anythingelse.
To couple with it the proposition for the repeal
of the state hank tax would los. to atmostof
the republican votes, whereas it would hare.
It is estimated, about 110 of the votes of
republicans in the House for it If
presented alone. Mr. Lodge has much greater
confidence of the repeal of the Sherman law
by the House than he has of smilar action by
the enate. In the Senate It in estimaeted
that ten or twelve republicans will vote
against repeal, and It Is problematical how
many democrats the administration wBi be able
to influence to vote for the repeal.

WEST POINT ORADUATES.
Ceneiderabie DIifilty Pound in Providing

for All This Tear's Clas.
The authorities of the War Department will

find considerable diffculty in providing for all
of thin year's class of graduates at the Military
Academy. An examination of the situation
shows that there will probably bena lack of places
for three or four of the graduates, unless they
ate made additional second lieutenants, pend-
ing vacancies In the army. The graduating
class numbers fifty-two persons, and there are
but forty-Ave voaae in the inflantry, car-
alry and artillery, and but one in the engineer
corps. It in probable that some offieere will

be retired in order to provide places for the
entire class,
