umedthe handle on Drown's head. One blow was
al that was necessary to Jay low his vietim. and
after he had indicted the blow he was the fire
r ad one of the moat earnest workers in an ef-
fort to reetore thb victim to conclousmes. In
this attempt the men failed, and Ainally Polie-
man Kenny was sumsoned and took charge of
both the injured man and Barton.
When the city was reached the injured man

was taken to the hospital and the prisener
locked up at the fifth precinct station. The
injury to brown's head was sack that recovery
was imposeibie and this morning he died. The
decensed was about thirty-ve years old and
leaves a wife and four children. Barton is not
yet thirty years old. Both men lived in Anne
Arundel county, Md.

Dr. masat Wete a Law That Will Js-

Qutre Them to aMeetsr.
Health Oner Rammett has made another

move in the direction of preocuring better milk
for the people of this city. The presmeatios
for the sale of watered, skimmed or adulterated
milk have all been against the local deasM and
Dr. Eammett is satisfied that many of them
dispose of the milk as they reesive it, and ase
not therefore guilty of tampering with the
milk. The doctor thinks therefore, the pro-
ducers should be proceeded against instead of
the local dealers. In order to get some hold o
the producers Dr. Hammett thinks there ought
to be a law compelling them to register, if snch
a law could be made and enforced.
In a letter to the Commissioners Dr. Ham-

meti transmte the report of Prof. HIrd, the
ehemist who had charge of the prosecubons.

Bi. nAuxErr's LwrrM.
In the letter Dr. Hammett says:
"I have the honor to transmnitherewiththe re-

port of milk aaalysee made by Prof. Bird,
chemist of this department, and to state in con-
section therewith that the Police Court has de-
eided that this department has no ordinance
under which dealers in skimmed or dirty milk,
or milk that may be contaminated. can be
prosecuted. I would, therefore, suggest that
an order be issued by the Commissioners re-
quiring that all dealers in dairy products who
sell one or more gallons of milk daily shall be
licensed as such dealers, and shall alo be reg-
istered in a book kept by the health offier. and
that such dealers shall also furnish the names,
locations and addresses of the producers who
furnish the milk; also that the following regu-
lations be adopted and promulgated by the
Commissioners, viz:
"No milk which has been watered, adulter-

ated, reduced or changed in any respect by the
addition of water or other substancees, or by the
removal of cream. shall be brought into, held,
kept or offered for sale at ny place in the Dis-
trict of Columbia; nor shall any dealer or other
person keep have or offer for sale in the said
District of Columbia any such milk.

"With such a regulation in force many eases
that are now thrown out upon technicalities
could be successfully prosecuted and the publie
would be protected."

"Of the 157 Ilrt mentioned 58, orover S4 per

cent, were below the 3 per cent of fat and 12
per cent solids and bore direct evidence of hav-
ing been either skimmed or watered.
"235 per cent ranged from 3 to .5 per centof butter fat.
"2M.9 per cent ranged from 3.5 to 4 per cent

of butter fat.
"13.8 per cent ranged from 4 to 4%~per cent

of butter fat.
"5.7 per cent ranged from 4.5 up.
"No artificial coloring matter has been found

during the month in any of the samples.
"I desire to again call attention to the large

amount of foreign matter, stable manure, sand,
dust, Ac.. which is almost invariably found as-
sociated with the milk.

"Undoubte'dly~the producers in the country
are responsible for this state of affairs, but as
this office has no means of knowing the names
or addresse of those producers, I would recom-
mend that all dairymen be required to register
their own names and addresses and that of
their shippers at this office. Such ipgistrywould also greatly facilitate the work of this
office in the line of collecting saples and
would reduce thc same to a system.

"Iam of the opinion that such contamina-
tion as that spoken of might readily be the
means of communicating disease, and that
every effort should be made to eliminate the
same from the milk supply of this city."

'The Commissioners will probably act upon
the suggestions of the health office at an early
day, and the matter will probably be referred
to Attorney Thomas for an opinion as to the
legality of the proposed regulation.

The udlat Desiaten of the General As-

sembly In the Briggs Case.
To the fater of The Evenine Mtar:
In entertaining the appeal from the judg-

ment of the Presbytery of New York the As-
sembly decided:

1. That it was In the interest of justice to
both the original parties that there should be
no unnecessary delay in the final adjudication
of the case.

2. That the Presbyterian Church in the
United States of America,in a case of a trial for
heresy,cannot be excluded as an appellant from
Its own superior courts, on the plea of the pre-
vious acquittal of the aecused by the Presby-
tery appealed from, because (a) Sliis would
operate as a bar to the exercise of its constitu-
tional functions as the supreme judicatory of
the church, and (b) the ordination vow of
every minister in miid church makes it obliga-
tory upon him to submit to the provisions of
the Book of Discipline-that this is part of his
contract with said church in entering its min-

letry.

8. That in a case involving the doctrines of
the standards of the church an appeal may lie
directly from a Preebyrtery to the General As-
sembly and that it is within the discretionary
power of the Assembly to entertain the appeal
or refer it to the synod.

4. That the Assembly, having decided to en-
tertain the appeal, took equitable jurisdiction
of the entire case, including all Interlocutory
complaints made to the Synod of New York, so
that the rights of both parties were fully so-

cured before this court, representing the whole
church.

In .ustaining the appeal:
1. The Assembly reyersed the judgment of

the Presbytery of New York acquitting the ac-
cused.

2. It entered judgment that the appelee had

violated hia ordination vow, by teaching in his

"inaugural address" as a professor in a theo-
logical seminary for the training of young :nen

for the ministry of said church, doctrines con-
trary to and subversive of its standards; and in

the statemsent accompanying said judgment it
sets out the errors of doctrine, which it de-
etares to be the facts found, on which the de-
fendant is adjudgd guilty.

8. The defendat, persisting in his determi-

nation to teach these errors, as stated in the

finding of the court, the Assembly had no alter-

native but to suspend him from the exercise of
his offical functions s a minister in the Pres-

byterian Church.

4. That while it is the constitutional right of
Preebyteris to formulate and settle the stand.
ards of the church, it is the constitutional pre-
rogative of the General Assembly, as the highest

appellate court, to construe those standards
and to judicially declare their meaning and ap-
plication in a case properly brought before it

Such Inbrief, was the decision (by a vote of

388 to 116) of the General Assembly, and at de-

clares, as we believe, the judgment of four-

lfths of the entire membership of the Presby-
terian Church-that the teachings of Dr. Briggs
and the course pursued by him are subversive

of the constitution of his church and in disre-

gard of the decree of its highest court.

NEW HOPE FOR THE ]INDIANS.
A Pottawattamie Brave Tells ofthe Promise

Offered by a New Society.
"A new hope has dawned for the Indianrace,"

said John Wadsworth to a STAR reporter today.
Mr. Wadsworth is an Indian himself, a descnnd-
ant of the famous Pottawattamla tribe that
used to occupy thesite of Chicago. Mr. Wads-
worth has just returned from New York eity.
"While in New York," added Mr. Wadsworth,

"I met a number of people who have organized
a new movement, which promises more for the
Indians than any other movement begun in
their behalf in the history of the nation. It is
based on the aeclaration that the land questionis at the root of the Indian - problem and that
if the lands are divided on the proper basis the
Indian question will settle itself. The move-
ment is called the Indian Land AdjustmentLeague. Here is what its platform declares,and I don't know an Indian who will not sup-
port it:

1. The treatment of the Indiane bas longbeen a national disgrace. The of
Indian lands to the whites is fastoecom
another national disgrace. "Okihoma" is as-
sociated with the most ruthless display of
brutality. cupidity and greed.2. The best system of distributing land a,
the whites and the Indians is one that wou
place all land seekers on a common basis of
equality.

. Allotment does not satisfy the Indians'
ideas of justice. They need some system that
will equalize the differences in desirableness
between the various pieces of land.
4 The opening of Indian lands to settlement

by the present method ofscrambling giveseveryadvantage to the brutal and the unscrupulous.
. There can be no solution of the Indian

problem until a just divasion of lands is se-
cured.

6. A system based upon the ese principle
would insure a quiet, orderly selection of lands
in ulace of the disgraceful seisures of today.
Therefore, we aim to secure the adoption of

a system which, in assuring the equal rights of
all in the lands, will remove the most powerfulelement of discord between the two races.

AX OPEN ETrT.
"This platform an d league are the outgrowth

of an open letter to President Cleveland by
William E. Hicks of New York in the Illustrated
American of May 18. In this Mr. Bisks de-
clared that the present land nings are
'worked' by an immense ring of land specu-lators and that the real home seeker ha no
chance as against the speculator. The openletter has caused much comment among the
Indians in the west, as I learn by letters from
home. So far as I have heard our peopleheartily indorse the position taken by Mr.
Hicks.
"The league is against allotment in severalty,and that is why it promises so much for both

Indians and whites. There have been delega-
tions from the Indian nations in Washington
since March 4. protesting against allotment.
Allotment as against the Indian's Idea of jus-ties, and to civilize him the whites must not
run counter to his ideas of justice. An Indian
can see only injustice in paralleling out land.
He can understand the division of propertyproduced by human labor, but land is to him
the gift of theGreatSpirit to mankindandcannot
be divided without impairing the ual rights
of all in it. Any system which wol insure theposseesion and use of portions of land by indi-
vidual Indians withoutdestroying the rights of
all in the lands would secure the Indians' sup-
port. In other words. they carry opt to a logi-cal conclusion the whites' principle.of eminent
domain by the state.
"Allotment in severalty has been aecepted as

the beet means of dividing lauds among the
Indians, simply because hitherto the opponents
of it have been able to offer no substitute for it.
The Adjustment League offers this substitute in
the application of the rental principle to the
lands.
"I tell you," said Mr. Wadsworth. growing

enthusiastic and emphatic, "if the government
will but adopt the suggestions of the Adjust'-
ment League, they will end the Inaian prob-lem forever.'
