KILLED WITH A PICE HANDLE.,
The Fatal Accident at Benning, Followed
By a Homiclde.

A QUARREL AMONG WORKINGMEN WITH A TRAGIC
ENDING—THE RESULT OF THROWING FEBELES
~—A UEATH THIS MOENING AT THE HOSPITAL—
AN INVESTIGATION TODAY.

William Johnson, the colored man killed at
Penning yesterday, as published in yesterday’s
StaR, was & member of a gang of laborers with
a work train. The men were ballasting the
tracks near Deanwood station at the time the
fatal accident happened. The gang of men dis-
cussed Johnson's sad end for awhile, but there
was one man in the party who did not be-
heve in earrving the sorrowful burden all day.
He was Elijah Barton, and he broke the gloom
when he threw several pebbles at another mem-
ber of the gang named Thomas Brown.

Brown was in a position which rendered it
impossible to see the man who was making a
target of him,and finally he asked: **What
is throwing at me?""

The epithet angered Barton,who wnaa sta
in a box car at the time, and he left the car.

Geing over to Brown he asked the Intter if he
meant what he had said, and being told that he
did Barton took his pick from the handle and
usedthe handle on Brown's bead. One blow was
all that was necessary to lay low his victim, and
after he bad inflicted the blow he was the first
#nd one of the most earnest workers in an ef-
fort to restore the vietim to conciousness. In
this attempt the men failed. and finally Police-
man Kenny was summoned and took charge of
both the injured man and Barton.

When the city was reached the injured man
was taken to the bospitul and the prisoner
locked up at the fifth precinet station. The
injury to Brown's head was such that recovery
was impossibie and this morning he died. The

was about thirty-five years old and
leaves a wife and four children. Barton is not
vet thirty years old. Both men lived in Anne
Arundel county, Md. .

Coronor Patterson was notified of the affair
and Deputy Coroner Schaeffer made an
auntops§ at noon. At 3o'clock this afternoon
the inguest was begun at the sixth precinct
station, where the witnesses, railroad men and
members of the gang of laborers related their
version of the affair.

AFTER THE DAIRY FARMERS.,

Dr. Hammett Wants a Law That Will Re-
quire Them to Register.

Health Officer Hammett has made another
move in the direction of procuring better milk
for the people of this city. The prosecutions
for the sale of watered, skimmed or adulterated
milk have all been against the local dealers, and
Dr. Hammett is satisfied that many of ‘them
dispose of the milk as they receive it, and are
not therefore guilty of tampering with the
milk. The doctor thinks, therefore, the pro-
ducers should be proceeded against instead of
the local dealers. In order to get some hold on
the producers Dr. Hammett thinks there ought
to be a law compelling them to register, if such
alaw could be made and enforced.

In a letter to the Commissioners Dr. Ham-
mett transmits the report of Prof. Hird, the
chemist who had charge of the prosecutions.

DE. HAMMETT'S LETTER.

In the letter Dr. Hammett saye:

“T have the honor to transmit herewith the re-
port of milk analyses made by Prof. Hird,
chemist of this department, and to state in con-
nection therewith that the Police Court has de-
cided that this department has no ordinance
under which dealers in skimmed or dirty milk,
or milk that may be contaminated, can be
prosecuted. I would, therefore, suggest that
an order be issued by the Commissioners re-
quiring that all dealers in dairy products who
sell one or more gallons of milk daily shall be
licensed as such dealers, and shall siwo be reg-
istered in a book kept by the heaith officer, and
that such dealers shall also furnish the names,
locations and addresses of the producers who
furnish the miik; also that the following regu-
lations be adopted and promulgated by the
Commissioners, viz:

*No milk which has been watered, adulter-
ated, reduced or changed in any respect by the
addition of water or other substances, or by the
removal of cream, shall be brought into, beld,
kept or offered for sale at any place in the Dis-
trict of Columbia; nor shall any dealer or other

rson keep, have or offer for sale in the said

trict of Columbia any such milk.

“With a regulation in force many cases
that are now thrown out upon technicalities
could be successfully prosecuted and the public
would be protected.”

PROF. HIRD'S REPORT.

Prof. Hird's report, accompanying the healtn
cfficer’s letter, is as follows:

“0Qf the 157 first mentioned 54, or over 34 per

423 5 per cent ranged from 3 to 3.5 per cent
of butter fat.

*22.9 per cent ranged from 8.5 to 4 per cent
of butter fat.

*‘13.8 per cent ranged from 4 to 4}§ per cent
of butter fat.

*5.7 per cent ranged from 4.5 up.

“No artificial coloring matter has been found
during the month in any of the samples.

*I desire to again call attention to the large
amount of foreign matter, stable manure, sand,
dust, &c., which is almost invariably found as-
sociated with the milk.

“Undoubtedly the producers in the country
are responsible for this state of affuirs, but as
this office has no means of knowing the names
or addresses of those producers, I would recom-
mend that all dairymen be required to register
their own names and addresses and that of
their shippers at this office. Such registry
would also greatly facilitate the work of this
office in the line of collecting samples and
would reduce the same to a system.

“I am of the opinion that such contamina-
tion as toat spoken of might readily be the
means of eommunicating disease, acd that
every effort should be made to eliminate the
same from the milk supply of this city.”

The Commissioners will ‘Embably act upon
the suggestions of the health ciffice at an early
day, and the matter will probably be referred
to Attorney Thomas for an opinion as to the
legality of the proposed regulation.

The Judieinl Decision of the General As-
sembly in the Briggs Case.
To the Fditor of The Evenlus Star:

In entertaining the appeal from the judg-
ment of the Presbytery of New York the As-
sembly decided:

1. That it was in the interest of justice to
both the original parties that there should be
no unnecessary delay in the final adjudication
of the case.

2. That the Presbyteriam Church in the
United States of America.in a case of a triul for
heresy,cannot be excluded as an appellant from
its own superior courts, on the plea of the pre-
vious acqmittal of the accused by the Presby-
tery appealed from, because (a) this wouid
operate as a bar to the exercise of its constitu-
tional functions as the supreme judicatory of
the church, and (b) the ordination vow of
every minister in said charch makes it obliga-
tory upon him to submit to the provisions of
the Book of Diseipline—that this is part of his
contract with said church in entering its min-
istry.

3. That in a case involving the doctrines of
the staudards of the church an appeal may lie
directly from a Presbytery to the General As-
sembly and that it is within the discretionary
power of the Assembly to entertain the appeal
or refer it to the syaod.

4. That the Assembly, having decided to en-
tertain the appeal, took equitable jurisdiction
of the entire case, including all interlocutory
complaints made to the 8ynod of New York. sv
that the rights of both parties were fully se-
cured before this court, representing the whole
church.

In sustaining the appeal:

1. The Assembly reverzed the
the Presbytery of New York acq
cused.

2. It entered judgment that the appellce had
violated his ordination vow, by teucfuug in his
“inaugural address” as a professor In a theo-
logical seminary for the training of yonng men
for the ministry of said chureh, doctrines con-
trary to and subversive of its standards; and in
the statement accompanying said judgment it
se.s out the errors of doctrine, which it de-
clares to be the facts found, on which the de-
fendant is adjudged guilty,

8. The defendant, persisting in his determi-
nation to teach these errors, as stated in the
finding of the court, the Assembly had no alter-
native but to suspend him from the exercise of
%+ official functions as a minister in the Pres-
wylerian Chick,

£ That while i- is the constitutional right of
Presbyteries to formulate and eettle the stand-
ards of the church, it is the constitutional pre-
rogative of the Gieneral Assembly, as the highest
appellate court. to construe those standards
end to judicially declare their meaning and ap-
plication ina case properly brought before it
on appesl.

Such, in brief, was the decision (by a vote of
883 to 116) of the General Assembly, and 1t de-
clares, ns we believe, the jndgment of four-
fifths of the eutire membership of the Presby-
lerinn t=zurch—that the teachings of Dr. Briggs
and the conrse pursued by him are subversive
of the constitution of his church and in disre-
gard of the decree of its highest court.

NEW HOPE FOR THE INDIANS,

A Pottawattamnle Brave Tells of the Promise
Offered by a New Society.

““A new hope nas dawned for the Indianrace,”
said John Wadsworth to a STaR teporter today.
Mr. Wadsworth is an Indian himself, a descend-
ant of the famous Pottawattamie tribe that
used to occupy thesite of Chicago. Mr. Wads-
worth has just returned from New York city.

“While in New York,” added Mr. Wadsworth,
“I met a number of people who have organized
& new movement, which promises more for the
Indians than any other movement begun in
their behalf in the history of the nation. Itis
based on the declaration that the land question
is at the root of the Indian problem and that
if the landa are divided on the proper basis the
Indian question will settle itzelf, The move-
ment is called the Indinn Land Adjustment

e. Here is whatits platform declares,
and I don't know an Indian who will not sup-
port it:

1. The treatment of the Indians bas long
been a national disgrace. The opening of
Indian lands to the whites is fast becomiug
another national disgrace. *“Oklahoma™ is as-
sociated with the most ruthless display of
brutality, cupidity and greed. .

2. The best system of distributing land among
the whites and the Indians is one that would
place all land seekers on & common basis of
equality,

8. Allotment does not satisfy the Indians’
idens of justice. Thev need some svstem that
will equalize the differences in desirableness
between the various pieces of land.

4. The opening of Indian lands to settlement
by the present method of scrambling givesevery
advantage to the brutal and the unscrupulous.

6. There can be no solution of the Indian
problem until a just division of landsis se-
cured.

6. A system based upon the lense principle
would insure a quiet, orderly selection of lands
in place of the disgraceful seizures of today.

Therefore, we aim to secure the adoption of
a system which, in assuring the equal rights of
all in the lands, will remove the most powerful
element of discord between the two races.

AX OPEN LETTER.

“This platform an d league are the outgrowth
of an open letter to President Cleveland by
Willinm E. Hicks of New Yorkin the Ilustrated
American of May 18. In thia Mr. Hicks de-
clared that the present land openings are
‘worked’ by an immenete ring of Ead specu-
lators and that the real home seeker has no
chance as against the speculator. The open
letter has caused much comment among the
Indians in the west, as I learn by letters from
bome. Sofar as I have heard our people
heartily indorse the position taken by nf:
Hicke.

“The league is against allotment in severalty,
and that ir why it promises so much for both
Indians and whites. There have been delega-
tions from the Indian nations in Washington
since March 4. protesting ngaiust allotment.
Allotment 18 agaiust the Indian’s idea of jus-
tice, and to civilize him the whites must not
run counter to his ideas of justice. An Indian
can see only injustice in parnlleling out land.
He can understand the division of property
produced by human labor, but land is to him
the giftof the Great Spirit to mankind and eannot
be divided without impairing the equal rightis
of all in it. Any syetem which would insure the
possession and use of portions of land by indi-
vidual Indians withont destroying the rights of
all in the lands would secure the Indians’ sup-
port. In other words, they carry out toa logi-
cal conclusion the whites' principle of eminent
domanin by the state.

“Allotment in severalty has been accepted as
the best means of dividing lauds among the
Indians, simply beecause hitherto the opponents
of it have been able to offer no substitate for it.
The Adjustment League offers this substitute in
lt:m d:ppl.iution of the rental principle to the
