The recent dimster at Ford's Theater. it is
hoped, will end forever that building. which
has been the scene of two such tragedies as the
mesaelatios of Presidept Lincoln and tie lose
of life which occurred today.

Obadiah B. Drown, who was for years
chief clerk In the general post olme.

Geo. W. Riggs. From Its opening
might the theater had been a successful one.
All the stars at the time en the stage appeared
there, and the stock company was of a most
sceilent character, and a continued success
was promised when on that fateful night of the
14th of April, 1865, the assassination of Mr.
Lincoln occurred within it walls. I was not in
the theater on that night and only heard of the
asssesination an hour or two after its occur-
rene.

The theater was built by James Gifford, as

architect and superintendent, and as
I have always understood was a most
thorongh and substantial building. On
that niht of terror some arrests were made,
but on the next morning a very general arrest
of those connected with the theater occurred.
and among them Mr. Gifford, who wae a
Rs stage carpenter, and whom. It was e
at the tine, had aided Booth in his escape
from the building. When arrested he went
before a itrate and was released upon

bll,I -ne his security. He was subse-quentiy arrested by Col. Baker and confined in
lhe oldCapitol.where, soon after, Mr. Ford,who was atRichmondon the night of the 14th

of -April, was alWs arrested andsoafled. The theater was, ofcoute, closed by arder of the governament, and

at the theater. Maj. Rathbone ant Miss CarrieBarris, the daughter of Mr. Ira Harris, United
States Senator from New York, occupied the
box with Mr. anti Mrs. Lincoln, and I
think Maj. Rathbone was slightly wounded in
the arm. The shock doubtless acting upon
Mrs. Lincoln caused the eccentricitlen which
socasioned so much remaark In her subsequent
life. Maj. Rathbone and Miss Harris were
married soon after the occurrence and the match
was supposed ta have besn a very happy one.
rwo or three children added to their happi-
sees, and they subsequently resided In Ger-
many, where the fearful tragedy oc-
eurred, eusinag the death of Mrs.
Ltathboue. A sudden aberration of mind
muased Matj. Rathbone to murder his ebarming
sa faithful wife, and his murderoes intention
was to have Included in the tragedy the mur'.

a letter to the National Intet~gemeer In defense
of his act. The search that was made for It
failed to reveal any trace of sash letter, and It

was not until the winter of that year that Mr.
lehn Matthews, who was in the cast on
tenight of the assassination, revealed to me

the flact that a letter had been given to

him by Wilkes Booth. addressed
to me, explanatory of and defending his act.

1he circumstances as related by Mr. Matthews

were that he with somne friends werepasn

up the avenue, when Booth rods up
on horseback to the curb and cle
him and banded him the letter and re-

ilmested him to hand It to mee the next day If it

was not recalled. Matthews and his friends
were on their way to the famed resort ofBhoomaker, and putting the letter in his poaketbe forgot ali about it.
