SOME GOOD ADDRESSES

Made by Bishop Keane, Coasustestener

The dedication of the handsome new Town
Hall of Brookiand yesterday afternoon attracted
rot only the residents of that charming suburb
and those living in its immediate vicinity, but
many from the email towns of Maryland, as
well as a large number from Waehington. Long
before the Marine Band, under the leadership
of Prof. FanciullI. commenced its overture the
hall was crowded to -its fullest capacity and
nearly al the standing room was utilised. The
hall had been profusely and artislically deeo-
rated with flags and vines, while banked about
the stage were palms and other potted plants,
and roses and other flowere shed a delightful
fragrance throughout the entire building.
