From several good citizens who are really not
unreasonable in very many respects comes &
demand for a quiet Fourth of July. for a day
of patriotic celebration in which the torpedo
and the firecracker and the toy pistol and the
cannon shall have no part, a national anniver-
sary from which the American small boy is
excluded.

Naval
constructors agres that there is no armor that
will afford protection against the ram, and with
that fact established it would seem to be well to
make boat drill one of the most prominent

features of work on board all warships,

Among the more prominent of the fopics
now under discussion in the public press none
are quite =0 interesting as the South Carolina
liquor-selling experiment—a carefully shaped
proposition that commences to operate on Sat-
urday next.
