silver is no longer to be used as a money metal
for the Sherman law repealed all formerdilver sete. A solution which some silver
advocates have talked of is the read-
justment of the ratio of parity between gold
and ilversothat it shouldbe 1lto 18. This
would amean that one onnce of gold was
equal to eighteen of silver, and in order that
the silver dollar should he of the proper
weight Its sise would have to be increased.
The object of the dilver men In such a course
would be to have just so many more ouncessof dilver used In coinage. The proposition
which has been talked of to adopt a reeolu-
tion at the extra sion giving the President
the power to suspend until such a time s
he msay see fi the purchase of diver
bullion is one that does not meet with
approval, and the dilver men say that they
would fight such a propoaition with as much
vigor as they will the repeal of the Show-

MiOMn of money, which
properly belonged to legitimate business, was
absorbed for thase wild purposes upon seari-
ties which never had any real bas, so that
when forced on the market nothing could be
realised on them. Add thus to our over-
trading abroad, thus turning the balance of
trade against us, which could only be settled
with gold, and we can easily we the conditons
that were sure to follow and the opportunities
thereby given to another class, the monsy
ehangers, to draw their harvest from. Of
caruse there were other counes, reel and imagi-
nary, and none more so than the Sherman bill,
whieh, pratically speaking, however, was but
a drop In the bucket, but it served Its purpose
at disturbing public onfidese, the moat vital
part of all money systems, just the thing stock
gamble=. and some lines of bankers desired.
and they would have gone stil further had the
government yielded to their persuasions and
threats to issue bonds to raise gold and thus
enlarge the Seld for speaulation. The whole
atusilan looks oke the work of a widespreadconspiracy when the real truth Is there is
nothing s Uatly wrong, We have plentyof money, an abundance of all classes of
wealth, thus presenting one of the most re-
markable paradoxes the world ever witnessed;
by being poor for tools to work with-money.
Where is it? Why, it has been scared into
retirement, withdrawn from business, and tbe
banks, at least some of them that recently held
it, are powerless to be of any assistance, and at
a time when they should be the most, thus
emphassing in a measure the oft-repeated
eharge that there is something wrong in ar
fnansial system, else tasse disturbances would
not occur so often."

He said that he
had al the ears in use on the main line today
that it wes necessary to a in order to earry
out this schedula. It was his intention to have
a five-minute -chedan on the G sreet line, and
as so1 as he bad tim to give the mat atten-
tion he would put an the requisite amber at
sus.
He caimed that the road was not eripie

for lack of mn, and samid that they ha
more applications for places than they had
places to give. On the other hand, the men
my that the road is hard put to togive the
servies that it Is now givmg. Ali the
men In the employ of the coarn;y and who
hold potins on the ear. won out with the
exception of seven. They look upon this s=*evidenoe of th feeling on the part-of

employee and the general revolt th
oedocaato at thgeneral manager. ;C si"
that without thes seven mn the road esqid
not have been opemd yesterday at all.

TEN sMf*== PAID OFF.
Today the men were being paid off at the

power house and their otelal eenneetion with
the road eaases. A good many are taking a

It was aid this morning that the mnon
this line had planned to quit worket 11 o'edock.
but when a SvAn reporter rode out to the
utables a half an hour later there was no sign of
an out of the ordinary.kingon men who are out eame ever
to se the 11th street mn yesterday, and
used all their powers of perssion to
induce them to strike for sympathy, but these
men didn't seem to s it at way. Late
in the night there was a meeting of about
twenty-live drivers and enductors in mount
Vernon Square to dliseae the situation and de-
cide whether they would go out. There is no
union or organisation among street ear mn in
this city, and the result is that there was nobodywith power to step to the head and order
a strike. On the other hand, many of the em-
ployes of the road are bitterly opposed to strike
method.. They have tried the expertince, and
do not like it. Many of them are mn of
familes, and th say that while $L0 does not
permit them to Ive in lne style it is jtst LO
more than n stall, and they cannot af-
ford to be Idle adlet their famili.s go hungry.

wEAT TES .ENi sA.
Several of the mun today told the reporter

that they did not think there would beoa strike,
for the very simple reason that they dad not see
what they had to strike for. Theirpa
they maid, is the eamlnst paid by any
the roads in the city, but that the
question of wagee had not entered into the dis-
cumsion at all. They had had no denite in-
struction that the obnoxious arentthat
eaused the trouble with the Eciiinroad
would be enforced with them. Thywere
unanimous, however, in the etatamuttnt if it
was they would refn.. to sign the paper under
any clrcuastancas. One maan maid ttat he
would reinbefore he would sign any each
paper. He ada wife and children to support,
but he did not think the road ehould try to
bu~lly him into eigning any such agemnt,

If they insisted ho would not srkbut he
would leave of his own accord. He would run
his car until the company could Ill hispns
for he wanted to treat them fairly even ifthey
didn't treat him that way. But when his sue-
ceesor came he would get out.
A man who was present at the ameeting last

night maid that there would be no ef'ort maade
to go out at least until tomorrow. The care
were running as usual this afternoon, and while
there isagood dmilof talk it hardly seemes as
though anything definite will be done en this
reed.

wnAT Tan miaunas Taantr.
There was ao particular change in the aitua-

tion in the Eckingn street car strike
this afternoon. At a late hour a few
cars were runnmng at long intervals, but the
strikers maid that they had every assuance that
all the men who were in charge of those ears
would go off this evening and there would not
be a car running tomorrow.

It is customary for the comapany to keep back
the equivalent of five days' py, but today the
men were pai in full, so tht they have me
olaims against the company and are free from
any fear of Ioe.. Some of the more conservative
amon the strikers fear that there amay be sommetroubl this eveiIf the amen who are at
work keep at it. Temythat a good many
men are spending termoney for "Dutch
courage," and that they are likely to intimidate
the workers with more than threats If
they refuse to quit. They may, however, that
the amun at work have grown to be a little
nervous, and as they do not relish their posi-
tion they are reasonably ertain to join the
strikers. There was no disturbance et any sort
this afternoon nor anything like It.
