THE OLD WARSHIP HARTFORD.

Froposition te Again Pat Her in Condition
for Service.

The bcard of naval bureau chiefs is seri-
ously considering the possiblility of refitting
the historic old warship Hartford for ac-
tive service, and she may again take her
place among the ships of the mavy. To
that end Chief Naval Constructor Hich-
born is preparing estimates of the cost of
putting the veteran in good condition for
sea service, To make a good serviceable
ship of her will cost aboul §00,000, which,
however, is much Jess than a new ship
would cost. She will uire new ©s,
new boilers and new decks, The law 1-
ing the expenditure on ships of war to 10
per cent of their original cost does
ply to the Hartford, and it is that
the 550,00 needed for her repalr will be ob-

tained. The Hartford, if agaln put in com-
mission, will be equips with t ordnance
and used for general crul-infa Commodore
Hichborn says the ship would be ¥
valuable in those parts of the w where
ithe docking facilities are few and costly.
