To illustrate how passenger agents hustle

for business for their respective roads, the
following story was told by one of the local
agents to an Evening Star reporter recent-
ly. He said:
"aoe time since a builder in the state

calulaed hatIt would be cheaper to hire

eastern mechanics at eastern prices for the
winter and pay their fares both ways.
"He came east and found the men he

wanted in Baltimore. They numnbered
nearly seventy-five. I knew nothing of this.
but an* other business took na to Balti-
mo a day or mo before the mechanics were
to start on their far western trip. On the
way over I ran across another agent. We
went Into the ticket office down on Balti-
more street and handed in our cards, as we
generally do. The agent looked at them
and broke into a hearty laugh. He put
them in the rack beside those ot fifteen
others.

S'These are today's caller.,' he said,
pointin to the cards. 'There are fifteen of
them, alpassenger agents. To.3 two noalre
seventeen. The others are all .ut after the
seventy-five men who are to start for
Washington tomorrow. I don't believe I
could fire a gun in Baltimore today without
hitting one of your profession.'"It would apear impossible to any one
not acquain with our mode of business."
the speaker continued. "that so many
agents should be after these men, who
coul start from Baltimore by three routes,
the Baltimore and Ohio, the Pennsylvania
and Chesapeake and Ohio. But I will ex-
plain the reason for the docking together
of so many members of my profession.
"Either one of the roads mentioned could

have carried the men west as far as Chi-
cago without a break. From Chicago to
Kansas City there are five roads, and. of
course, five agents. From Kansas City the
tickets might read either by way of Omaha
or St. Paul, Denver and Salt Lake City.
From Kansas City to St. Paul there are
four roads and to Omaha there are six.
calling for ten more agents. So the possi-
bilities increase all the way across the con-
tinent. Each of these western roads, youunderstand, has Its eastern agents watch-
tag for just such cases. The agent at Bal-
timore would sell tickets teading by way of
the routes west of Chicago, it made no dif-
ference to him which. It was the business
of each of those fifteen agents to secure
that p of seventy-five mechanics for his
own cular road, but some of them had
to be disappointed as they could use only
one route without breaking up into couples.

Working for Fair Tourists.
The world's fair has caused the work of

these agents to increase to a tremendous de-
gree and their ranks have been augmented
by some of the beet drummers of other
lines of business. Many people going to
Chicago from the west or east become dis-satisnfed with the road they started on to
that city, and upon their returny wish to
take a different route. Here Is where the

thustling is required. The big hotels
the windy city are crowded with agentsof the different roads and they are on fa-

miliar terms with the clerks therein. Should
the luckless traveler by the slightest Insin-
uation intimate his disstsfaction with the
road that brought him to Chicago the clerli
will deftly no~ several of the agents thai
stand highest in his estimation, and as a
result the traveler will be surrounded in an
instant with men who will sympathse with
his tale of woe, but who will ultimately
shiper t his home by way of a road that

s50prent worse than the one on whichi
he started for the great White City. It is
not always the case that the best roada
have the best agents.
If the combination effected by the dif-

ferent roads of the country for the main-
taining of rates to Chicago during the fall
is carried out strictly to the letter wistjudges of such matters will be surprised.
The large. reputable roads are all right,
but the little roads are the ones that caue
trouble. If a break should come the tray-
eling agent will be In his glory. They .regenerall? given free rein ha to rates, and
where competition Is brisk the public cai
be depended upon to be benefited. The
adoption of the one fare charge for theround trip between the eastern cities and
Chicago is not as likely to prove as pop-
ular as was generally supposed It would.

assignment added little conveniences tctheir train in the way of wash rooms and
new cars, and each succeeding excursiornwas handled better than the previous one
These little conveniences give the agentsa chance to laud their respective rgads
and where they can offer substantial In-
ducements the traveler generally suc-cumbe to their blandishments.

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Cycling for women in Paris is of coma-
paratively recent importation. and the
feminine bicyclist is stllU an object at curi-
caity. However, this exercise is growing
more and more popular. as Pais is sur-
rounded by so many charming towniets of
about a days emcursion. Versailles is the
newly Bedged cyclist's Arst ambition. The
road Is not an eatremely pleasant one as
there are several high hills to clmb, t:ut
everywhere the views are besatiful, and
the distance can be covered in an hour and
a quarter. Booe of the roads leading out
from Paris, which were the pride of former
generations of Parsisian are paved with
cobblestones, and defy the eforts at the
most -1rmful riders. The bicyclis., thuse-
fore, generally fnd It to the advantage of
their machine to have them conveyed some
distance out of Paris by rail and then take
the road.
To the old royal ruin of St. @'oUd, where

the unfortunate Josephine spent a few
happy days, andwhere the private gar4en
of Mary Antoinette is stil kept in ebel-
lent condition. maaes an interesting ride,
and the road which follows along the Seine
is an unbroken line of beautiful scenery.
Compiegne is another very pretty little
