It Is IoleeIeing at the Bat. Al nt eta
ThuesanA a Week.

Berlin Is essentially a taodern city; its
rapid growth Ands no Varallel except ta
America. When Napoleon I made his tri-
umphal entry on the 29th of October. 1BM
it numbered 172,00 Inhabitants; it sow con-
tains ten times as saany. Since the
census of December 1. .Uf nearly 100,-
IN souls have been added to Its popo-
lation. and it is now tncreasing at the
rate of almost a thoesand a week. It
is not to be expected, therefore, that Its
external aspect should be especially for-
alga, for the rules of Aosestc arehtec-
ture are in ad civilsed countries practi-
caly the same. On closer inspection it ex-
hibits some peculiarities which distinguish
it from other great cities at the continent.
and which mray be considered as an ad-
vantage. or the reverse, according to the
point from which they are viewed, but
they are not apparent at the amt gisanc,
andI reserve them for future aonmderation.
The traits to which I now desiae to refer
are those which would be most likely to
strike a stranger visiting Berlin for the

The rrevnleee of Uniforms.
It seems to me that the Arst thing with

which a stranger would be tmpressd to
the prevalence of uniforms. It is hardly
an exaggeration to say that every third
man that one meets in the streets wear. a
uniform of some kind. Every government
or corporate oficial or employs, from the
highest to the lowest. Is required, when on
duty, to appear in the uniform which de-
notes his character and rank. Pram the
kaiser down to the street sweeper through
all the various grades ot armny oecers and
privates, ministers of state, post osice and
railway otfetals and servants, telegraph
operators, clergymean an eshmen. car driv-
ers and conductors, and, n flct, nearly
all descriptions of persons who may be
said to constitute a class by themselves.
no one appr in public without his ap-
propiate ew And this eustom Is not
altogether comned to the male sex; the

..=1 rayof young woman, for e~pe
who are employed as clerks and cadmiers
by Mey & Edich, the Wanamakern of
Berlin, are required to wear bleak dresses
of a special stuff and style. The street
sweepers, of whom there is a whole regi-
ment, more than 12 smte, without
counting the attaches of the trucks, and the
sweeping machine, and the stakhng
earts, wear brown blouses and a sort of
dirty white woolen trousers, which seespartleularlyinaprop but are adapt-
ed for sanitary reamss. The only weapon
of this brigade is an imaplement about the
sime of a hay rake. ecesisting of a lag
handle terminated by a erns-pleoe as ene
bevel of which is a broom of stiff brueh
and on the other a scraper. so that it may
be effectively used on either stone or as-
phalt pavements. After £ rain a bread
stipof p rubber to sabstitutei. and
the rapidity with which the ansealt In
cleaned and dried by this means is mar-
velous. It often happens that to such a
ease the middle of the street Is dedely
to be preferred to the uidewak as a prom-enade.

The traditional postborn, with its circular loe. still farnas
part of the costume, being suspended fromthe neck and worn under the left ae.It is of brightly polished beam., but Is tolaced down with cords that it would be
didcult to raise it to the nouth, and I

dark as to be almost invisible and the high
round-crowned hat bears a jaunty seemade
perched upon the left side. reminding emof the Tyrol.

In a great military capital like Bern,wtth

a garrison of 5,000 of the-coisest troops of
the German army, there is naturally an en-
traordinary variety of military uniforms-
Cutrasmiere. hussars, laneers, dragoons,
Jaegers and all the other multifarious di-
visions of the army are readily recognIsed
by the practical eye. and while the undres
uniform in which the usually appear to
plain, though distinctive. Ihe drees worn en
occasions of parade or esremneny Is often
very brilliant. There can hardly be a finer
how of Its kind than that prested by a

No. 4,06. They do not always evince thatrefined courtesy which to supposed to dis-
tinguish the higher circles of society, but
they are usually civil enough to answer a
question civilly put. They seem sometimnesto be a little over solicitous about their of-ficial dignity, but than that to really their
most valuable possin. I mnust not for-
get the sentinel stationed in 'front of the
little black and white striped sentry boxes
on either side of the ain entrance of the

palaeoftheroyal princes, and of the of-
ncialesiden enaof the gueo ar. and
theceommand hegmgenera rof ar, and

at the base of sundry public monuments.
Their chief duty is to "present arms" toever ofcer wo pee. thepost, aad4 in
Strasse, where the ministry of ar slo-
cated, this Is no sinecure. They keep a
very sharp look out on aUi the pasrand
no sooner does one of themn espy an ofie'
uniform than he gives the wink tohs mIon, and both their pieces are *iruul-eesy brought into the preecribed posi-tion. The officer responds by touching iscap. On some of te more unfrequentedposts, however, Ihge seen a sentinel pr-
sent arms to an officer at least 360 hunredfeet away, who was entirely unconscious ofthe homage he was receiving. But It is oneof the requirements of the service, the lie-glect of which might Involve unpleasantconslluences to the delinquent, and it ke~epsthe sentinel wide awake. and gives them
at least something to do. On a cold day~es-pecially, the "present" and the "recover'furntoh opportunity for invigorating exer'-cise to the unfortunate automaton whowould otherwise be compelled to stad mo-tionless In the bitter wind and freene for acouple of hours.
