have been too much justice, too speedily as
well as too unequally applied.
Arrested, tried, convicted and landed Inthe county jail all within the space of aboutthree hours. and for a crime of which it is

yet doubtful if he was guilty; such is Mil-ar's history. And, to make a bad matter
wors, the eomplcations of the law are
much that it is highly improbable that be
ean regain his liberty, even should he es-
tahlsh his Innocence of the charge placedagainst him.
The cage has Its humorous as well as its

serious side, and for its unique features and
original legal methods Miller's trial Is prob-
ably without an equal in the court historyof Missouri. It seems that Miller, who is a

ANIMALS BREED DISEASE.

How Acute Meaia is Often Attibte to

The Oat as a caes od >Mds-
Dauwss ed emeea

Quanastls ya88,

"There has beam an unusual number of
deaths this summer from alleged hydro-
phobia," said an Insanity espert to a Star
reperter yesterday. "However, we 'Mad
dottm' do not share the popular belief
respectiag that esmptsist.
"I was called in the other day to attend

the case at a young woman who was dyt g
with all the symptoms of so-called hye-
phobia. She was in convulsions. When of-
fered water in a tin receptacle she Mt
right thrsogh the sheet metal. She bated
now and then like a dag and frothet at
the mouth.
"The average general practitioner wSd

have diagnosed the case as hydrophobia
off hand. But there was one objection to
that theory-the patient had never been
bitten by a dog or by any other animal.
unless it were an Insect. Not only was
there no question of mad dog, but there
was no dog at all In the kistory' ot the
disease. The latter was nothing more nor
less than what the iasanity spcan-s terms
'acute mania.
"Acute mania is a complaint which mani-

fests Itself in all of the symptoms which
are commonly attributed to hydrophobia.The patient is thrown into convuisns at
the sight not only of water but of food.
such manifestations varying in different
cases. Barking like a dog, frothing at the
mouth and .biting at whatever is within
reach are quite usual. The unfortunate
must be served with both food and water
In tin receptacle, to avoid danger. In ainecases out of ten death ensues.

such a dog? He Is attacked by a disease-
the familiar complaint called 'septicasml.,'orbodpoisnin. His bite is likely to
mpmunicate poisoning to the person
bitten. It is a serious and orten fatal com-
plaint. Sometimes it happens that the indi-
vidual bitten receives so- severe a shock
from the fright that the nervous system is
upset.
"In such a case acute mania may set In.

To bring that about, the dog need not be
rabid-to speak more accurately, it need not
be suffering from blood poisoning. It may
be pertly healthy, and yet the frlt o-
ossonodby Its bite may induce the danger-
ous nervous trouble of which I apeak- I
think that I have made myself clear. Take
particular notice of the fact that acute ma-
nia may be brought on by a variety of caus-
es Independent of the canine species. But,
if the patient has happened at any time pre-
viously to be bitten by a dog, the troub is
at once attributed to that, and the cry of
hydrophobia is raised.
"Now, I will venture to say that one per-

son out of every three receives at some tipe
in his or her life a wound. slight or other-
wise, from the teeth of a dog. Frequently
such injuries are inflicted by playful pup-
pies, or otherwise accidentally. When you
consider that this antmal is th. Intimate
friend and constant companion of man, it
is hardly surprising that such should be the
fact. You say that you yourself have been
slightly bitten on two occasions. Suppose.
as is quite possible. that you wem token
with acute mania, bark like a dog. foem-
lug at the mouth and ezhlbltii a disposl-
tion to bite. Would not your amicted rel-
Uves refer the symptoms to one of those
dog bites? Of course they would. If you
died. you would be advertised in the news-

paners as a victim of hydrophobia.
"What I tell you is not merely a theory

of my own. it represents the belief of ex-
perts in nervous diseases generally. How-
ever, since I have spoken in defence of
the dog let me say something more with
relation to that other favorite household
companion of man-the cat. I would first
call our attention to the fact that the cat
is a far more useful to mankind than
the dog. Without the latter we could get
along, but if we had no cats we should have
a continual plague of rats and mice, which
would overrun the cities and devour the
crops and small live stock of the farmers.
"At the same time you may set It down

an indisputable truth that the domestic
cat is a prolific source of a great variety
of diseases. It breeds them and dissemi-
nates them, skin troubles particularly. It
carries about with It the contagion of diph-
theria. one of the most fatal of human
complaints, and it is seriously suspected of
helping to sow the germs of consumption.
A trouble akin to ringworm, which attacks
the scalp and causes the hair to fall out
is frequently conveyed by cats. Ltkewir-
it Is with scarlet fever weich, when-ft is
in a house, is always likeW to be scattered
abroad by the pet pussies of the establish-
ment.
"The way of It is this: When there Is

sickness in a house old cloths are apt to
be psed for various purposes. These are
commonly thrown afterward into some out
of the way place, like the corner of a
closet. Suppose that there is a tabby about
that is on the point of bringing into the
world a litter of kittens. Female cats are
constantly having kittens. as you know,
being among the most prolific of animals.
She searches for a sequestered nook for
her accouchment. and is likely to make her
bed of just such a lot of old rags as I
have described.
"As a natural consequence, not only it

the mother cat Infected as to her fur wit'
the contagious disease, but all of her kit-
tens are likewise. The latter are foadlei
by the children. Pathogenic ems ten in
fAnd a most favorable broeding-ground in
the hair of cats. As a result, the oempliatIs spread. Unfortunately, the Infection i,
not limited to the house. ft is spread abroad
by the cats. which are notorious ..tragglsrsThus before many days have passed there is
an epidemic of scarlet fever or what no
In the neighborhood. Nobody can imagine'
how It got about. Little Johnny dies o
diphtheria and nobody dreams that he con-
tracted It by picking up a strange cat.
"Children have a way of picking up cate

and holding them to their faces to enes
them. That accounts for many 'ses of
that very disagreeable d tesalled rins-
worm. It is the same wy with other ski
troubles that are contagious. Cats, as well
as dogs, are liable to tuberculosis of the
iungg. otherwise known as consumption

Thtthey communicate It to human beings
Is more than suspected. By the way, It iE
worth mentioning that the wooly toy ani-
mals of the nursery are not desirable play-
things. Disease germsa are retained and
bred in the wooL, and the fondling of thems
by the little ones spreads many an Ine-
tion through the household."

Mad Degs and Their Aels,
Frm the Chieago Herald.
A very gra~ve error is etpressed In the

name hydrophobia, which ansn horror
at water. Thin is not simply a mnisnomer,
but misleading in a very serious way. The
name hydrophobia having become fixed in
peoples minds, and the Idea that rabid
dogs dread water having become part and
parcel of the general belief, the siglit of a
dog eagerly lapping water or willngly
plunging Into it naturally leads ninety-nine
out of a hundred to exclaim: "He drinks;
there Is no danger"
The fact is. says, this authority, that a

burning thirst is one of the characteristic
symptoms of rabies ini Its early stages. On
the other hand, the ame hydrophobia i
very appropriate when applied to man. as
an indefinable dread of water or any liquidi
is the characteristic of the later stages of
the disease when afflicting a humnan sub.
ject. In dogs, so far from a 'dred of water
being a reliable symptom. It Is one which
shows Itself but in extremely rare cases.
Another popular error attributes the madl

ness of dogs to the heat of the dog days.
In July and August. says the scetIst, all
kinds of precautions are taken whch no
one thinks of In November or December.
Now the simple fact is that the dog davs
have no more to do with the rabies than the
moon has to do with lunacy. Dosare lia
ble to attacks In every month ofthe year,
but it so happens that July and Auguot
are precisely the months in which the fw
eat cases occur. The records of the voter
inr schools of Alfort, Toulouse, Paris,
Londo and Lyons show that It is not In
the hottest months. but In the wettest
months, that the great majority of eases are
seen. In April, November and December
the recorded assare double and tll
those in June. July, and August. That th
heat of the weather is not the cause of
rabies is strikingly proved by the fact that
in hot countries the disease is rare, and is
some even unknown. Thirst. however In
tense, is Incapable of pr euing rabies

Doshave been subjecte to-the cruel ex
prence of complete abstinene from wateI

when chained to a wall under a burni
sun. They died from thirst. but showed nc
symptoms of rabies.
Another error is to suppose that rmad doge

foam at the mouth. It is only at one ratag'
of the disease that the rabid dog ahows any
foam. A perfectly healthy dog often shows
an abundance of foam at the mouth after
hard run.
As it is most important that the symptoms

of rabies In dogs should be remembered, tlu
following of the most notable are given foi
the guidance of both those who are fond of
dogs and those who fear them.
