FOR SOUND MONEY.
Senator Morrill's Speech in the

Senate Today.

OUR COUNTRT8' INDEPENDENCE
The Folly of Fixing a Cheap or

Uncertain Standard.

THE SILVER ACCUMULATION.

Senator Morrill of Vermont delivered in
the Senate today an interesting and forcible
speech on silver, in which he gave an In-
teresting review of legislation leading up to
the present situation.
"Let me frankly avow," he said at the

outset, "that I do not yet abandon all hopeof bimetallism, and, accordingly, I shall
gladly vote for the repeal of so much of the
act of 130 as requires the purchase of silver.
which originally did not receive any favor
from me, and the wide distrust it has ex-
cited should be speedily removed. But. after
its repeal, we sha4'ot be dependentI pongold alone for currency, as there will be Inthe treasury much more of silver than ofgold, more of paper currency than ever be-fore, and the silver dollar will not be demon-etised. Whenever more silver can be coinedand utilized without crowding gold to apremium, it will be done by universal- con-
sent; but the treasury of the United Statesshould be relieved from its embarrassmentof furnishing gold to pay for silver bullion.We may not ever be able to keep as muchsilver afloat as has been done by France,because our people prefer something lighter.of equal nominal value, and more proftableto handle; but we can easily carry enoughof both silver and gold for all the businessof the country, if the mastery is not whollysurrendered to silver."To maintain silver, with our presentstandard, on a parity with gold, while in-creasing our public debt by the daily pur-chase of over five tons of silver bullion, forwhich treasury notes must be issued, prac-tically redeemable in gold, imposed a taskupon the Treasury Department., in the faceof an almost total disappearance of gold inthe receipts of revenue, too great for even
an unclouded administration to bear; andit was wise for the present administrationto seek relief, if so to be found, by an ap-peal to Congress. It is a time when theleaders of states where silver most aboundsshould do something more than In figures

of speech to take up the pickax and spadeto dig rifle pits from which to assail others.
or build up earthworks behind which tomerely protect themselves. The declara-tion that 'the silver question was of equaland greater importance than the questionwhether the country should remain united
or divided,' was an utterance that will gounclaimed by any state.
"The democratic party, once distinguishedfor its intrepid hostility to all cheapsubstitutes for legal tender money, havingsuccessfully pushed gold to the front dur-

ing the Jacksonian era, with,.Missouri then
in the lead for gold and now in the lead for
silver, more recently, though not fully, ac-
cepting the fantastic flat theories of those
who claim for the government omnipotent
power to keep an unlimited circulation of
either silver or paper on a parity of 16 to 1
of gold, it has in various latitudes, with a
knowing wink, played off tolerance to anydelusive financial absurdities that fished for
and promised to catch votes.

Foreign Nations and Silver.
"Foreign nations," said the speaker, "will

not be persuaded to adopt any measure in
favor of silver by the fact that it might af-
ford some relief for the United States, but
they will do much for their own relief. Too
ready to believe whatever may be deroga-
tory of the American people, they have con-
fidently believed that. with Boeotian stol-
idity, we should be contented with silver
only, and that the stock of gold now In
America and all future productions would
easily be transferred to their possession.
Four of the great powers of Europe are
training soldiers, possibly to make famous
otter fields than Waterloo and Sedan. Their
success, as they believe, uires not merelythe heaviest artillery, but e heaviest stock
of gold, and this they are financially ma-
neuvering to acquire. Nations, as well as
men, often get gold and yet fail to keep it.
We, very well, have learned how recklesslydestructive martial glory 1. to treasures of
gold. whether that of the victors or the van-
Quished. These ambitious powers have re-
garded America, not as a formidable comi-
Detitor for gold, but as one of their unfail-
ing sources of Its supply, as well as an un-
faltering and hungry market for silver.
"America, however, can be a competitor

for gold, and by far. one of the strongest,
for the reason that it Is a home producer of
gold as well as of silver, and will use both
only for all the beatitudes of peace and
prosperous commerce. By the great cost of
large armies, and greater loss of labor in
domestic Industries, European nations are
really crippling their financial resources,while our small army and our peaceloving
habits relieve our people from such exces-
sive burdens, and will surely In the end
give us the primacy in financial power. A
repeal of the silver-purchasing clause in the
act of 1890 wIll give us a practical foree, so
long manifestly disregarded, in the final de-
termination of the silver problem, and Eu-
rope, after alL, to provide for its own fi-
nancial necessities, is most likely to reach
the conclusion that silver should not remain
obsolete and useless only as a commodity."~

India and England.
After reviewing the situation as to silver

in England and India, Mr. Morrill suggested
that it would be opportune and. perhaps,
sound policy for England to begin the cul-
tivation of better political and financial
relations with her kin across the Atlantic,
and fairly consider whether or not inter-
national bimetallism is destitute of all
merits.
"I cannot, however," he said, "favor bi-

metallism without an increase of silver in
silver coinage, as without an increass it
would be impossible to maintain any par-
ity between gold and silver, even with the
co-operation of many nations. Nor can I
favor the free coinage of silver by the
United States alone were the ratio between
the two metals to be advanced from 6 to
25 to 1, or even to 28 to 1, for the risn
that the present coloesal output of silver
cannot be annually absorbed by any single
nation, and a preposterous attempt to ab-
sorb it on our part might win a smile from
the governor of Colorado, but would pro-
yoke the ridicule of the commercial world.
and Inexorably cause its further deprecia-
tion. No remedy will have a prosperous
ending which does not squarely and fully
recognize the existing extraordinary mag-
nitude of the amount of silver which must
be furnished with a new market,
"Mr. Chernuachi, by far the ablest bi-

metallist that has yet appeared, has al-
ways insisted that It was only necessary
for the United States for the time to eanse
from coining or from purchasing silver to
bring European nations to a proper and
just International arrangement by which
the general use of silver as an intera
part of the money in use among leaing
nations would be speedily consummated.
Delay may have made this more difficult.
The Bank of France now most unwillingly
hoards 250,000,000 of 5-franc silver coins,
which are there appreciated much as the
3363,000,000 hibernating In the United States
treasury are appreciated here. If we tamely
assume the burden of a monopoly of silver
here, a burden quite large enough for the
whole world, It may induce France and
other nations also to join the gold mono-
metallists of Europe.
A Wise and Balutary "Negleet.'

"I well understand that It will be neces-
sary to enlist in any international agree-
ment a considerable number of nations that
will each take their just proportion of the
present enormous annual production of sil-
ver, or it must necessarily be a failure.
Nevertheless, an international agreementIs the best hope of a permanent resuscita-
tion of silver, and after proper national
action here on our part the chances of re-
suscitation will be greatly multiplied. Other
nations will have an ual if not greater
responsibility. It may~ called a bitter
remedy to stop purchasing silver, but with-
out it the case is hopeless. If in all the
world we are now the only purchaser of
silver, to cease from it migtst temporarily
cheapen Its price, but to open our mints to
its free coinage would permanently cheapen
its value, as its solitary accumulation in
our hands has aIreadW suffiientia desmn-

strated. In the language of Burke. 'a wiseand salutary neglect' is the highest service
we can now render to silver.
"After the repeal of the silver-purchaselaw of 100 the United States will notwrestle alone with the overproduction o1silver, as the question will equally con-front foreign nations and can not beshirked. There is no statesman amosuch nations that does not know the UniteStates can fix and carry a currency on thegold standard, if necessary (though I do not

now believe that it will ever be necessary),with greater ease than any other nation onthe earth. We produce enough of the metalourselves to supply any n annual in-
crease of currency in gold coins, much
more than equal to our annual increase ofpopulation.
"There is little now of the necessaries oflife for which our people are dependentupon any foreign country in peace or war,and much of what we produce to sell, likecotton. petroleum and provisions. can notso readily be obtained elsewhere In equalabundance or on terms equally satis-factory. There is no possible combina.tion of cirumstances that can deprive theUnited States of its large and natural shareof the world's gold, unless by free coinagewe to directly to the silver standard, orunless our revenue laws shall be so framed

as to permanently fasten upon the countryan excess of imports over exports, and ofthis no party in our country can ever af-ford to take the risk.
"With a sound currency foreign gold cap-ital will flow into our country by millionsfor investment, but with any cheap or un-certain stapdard of moneyni l be anevery day occurrence, and foreign capitalwould stand aloof and foreign creditorswould demand a prompt return of all In-vestments.
"It has been absurdly charged," said thespeaker, "that to repeal the law ofMwhich requires the Secretary of the Treas-ury to purchase 154 tons of silver bullionevery month, would at once establish herethe gold standard and nothing else; butthat is untrue and comes here as a scare-crow that will scare nobody who does notwant to be scared. Not a Senator whowill vote to repeal that law will do it as agold monometallist. The purpose and effectof the repeal will be to keep in circulationas much silver as ever, and to have enoughgold keeping company with It to maintainthe parity of the two metals. The repealis the only lever by which bimetal-lism internationally can be secured.Americans should have the courageto use this lever and take a standthat will at once relieve our financial con-dition from forei dictation, and securethe stock of gold which must naturallyfind a home in the United States, andwhich should not be deprived of that homewithout our consent."I would not be offensive to anybody,but I think it could with more proprietybe said that this charge of gold mono-metallism is a subterfuge to co'iceal an or-ganised purpose of precipitating silver mon-ometallism upon the American people. Ithink they will not fail to understand it.think they will not fail to no understand it.tinue the purchase of silver not one willconsent to any purchase of gold.

The Erect of Repeal.
"The repeal of the silver-purchasing partof the act of 1890 will at once unlock mil-lions of gold now hoarded, as well as mil-lions of the old United States notes, to re-

deem which gold has long been held in thetreasury, as it would satisfy the publicthat Congress as well as the President pro-pose to maintain every dollar of our cur-
rency as good as every other dollar, of nogreater and no lower value than we havehad, and so Just and sound as to give as-surance of being just and righteous forboth the debtor and creditor tollay as wellas years hence."We cannot afford to take the risk of asilver dollar that may curtail the usual re-ward of wage-earners nearly one-half andcause an epidemic of strikes. Merchantsmight possibly shirk or transfer to othersa lar share of their losses from a depre-ciate dollar; but farmers, for what theyhave to sell, would be compelled to acceptwhatever legal tender might be offered.Indirectly the duties on all imported duti-able merchandise. if paid in depreciatedsilver, would suffer a reduction that would
more than satisfy even the exterminatorsof protection.
'With the present rate of annual accumu-lation there would be piled up in the trea-

sury within ten years over a billion in pigsilver bullion, and its depraved value flup-tuating with the daily market when soldfor use in the arts and manufactures. Cer-tainly no prudent Senators can be expectedseriously to propose that this expensive ac-cumulation of silver and of public debtshall go on forever. bringing, as our exper-ience has already shown, no benefit to pro-ducers of silver, but untold disasters uponour common country. Alone, and withoutinternational co-operation, if the UnitedStates would take its annual purchase ofsilver and give it a fatal plunge over thefalls of Niagara. so that it would be irre-coverable while wood grows or water runs,we might somewhat advance the marketprice of silver: and by no other less heroic
measure, nor by any cunningly contrivedcompromise, while the supply is great andthe demand down to zero, can the UnitedStates by itself lift silver out of the mireof overproduction.
The Increase of the Silver Output.
"Thirty-three years ago the yearly produc-tion of silver in the United States amounted

to only $150,000; but in 1892 it amounted to
five thousand times that sum. The silver
extremists now demand that the UnitedStates shall not only take and pay for tlewhole of this vast increase, but at the valu-ation of thirty-three years ago, and will not
even aid in opening the way for largely in-creasing the demand for silver by makingIt the interest of many nations to co-oper-ate in a bimetallic standard for its use.'Probably, with one-half of all our ironfurnaces closed, and one-half or more of allwoolen and cotton mills idle, we have rarelyrequired so small an agnount of currencyfor actual business purposes, The difficultyis that currency, to an extraordinaryamount, is being hoarded by millions of dle-positors in savings banks, who have feared.they would have to wait sixty days if theywere not drawn out at once. Only onecountry in the world has a larger per capitacirculation of money than the United States,We shall have plenty of money wheneverdistrust gosout of circulation.
"Accordin to the great Roman orator, 'acommonweath should be immortal,' and Icannot suppose that any Senator wouldwillingly limit the life of our goverment to

any briefer period. In all the advantagesof power and wealth, of natural and indus-trial productions, of coal, iron and copper,of food products and of territory andclimate, no other people will disputethe superiority of . the American re-
public. Nor will they dispute ourprimac as to the producer of gold and sil-
ver. Tey dispute only our capacity forself-government, and deny the wisdom ofuniversal suffrage. They betteve we are tostumble on silver.
"The crucisi test is whether we are or not

to drop from the bimetallic standard of goldand silver, maintained on a parity, to thedangerously crippled standard of silver only.and thereby limit to an inferior currencythe foremost business nation of the world.The grave responsibility rests-upon a demo-cratic administration now in full control ofboth branches of Congress, as well as of the
executive department. No government can
be sustained which does not fultill its pledg-es in good faith. The public debt, national
and state. and all other contracts, by our
recorded pledges, are nayable in legal tender
on a parity with gold. The honor of the
country may be in peril. Whatever policywill relieve the public distress will be mypolicy. Whatever party favors the pubie
credit will have my favor. Whatever mea-
sures support public honor will have mysupport."

A LAW FOVlND

Te Prevent Coatiumeu Pighting in the
Potosmac River.

Since the expiration of the special act of
Congress for the protection of fish in the
Potomac river it has been generally under-
stood by fishermen that nets and traps
could be used at all times of the year, but
such is not the case, as the act of 1130 pro-
hibits fishing in the manner stated between
the 30th day of May and the 1st day of
January. During the time that such fishing
is permitted the law requires the removal
from the water of all nets and traps on
Sundays.
So many nets have been used in the river

during reeat years that "Commodore" Sut-
ton and other officers of the patrol boat
made a search for some law against theoffenders, and the jaw of 18m was revived.
Last week the boat started out on a raid
and several nets were captured.
Saturdlay night the officers captured two

fyke nets in the waters off Buzzard's Point.and yesterday morning John McKee, an old
colored man, claimed them. He was ar-rested and the case was tried in the PoliceCourt today. The old man plead ignorance
of the law as an excuse ror his offense.
Judge Mills was told that the old man had
evidently committed an unintentional vio.
lation of the law, and it was not the de-sire of the officers to have him fined.
The law provides a pealty of not less

than 810, and also requrres the confiscation
and sale of the nets, boats and other imple-
ments captured.
In this case the judge imposed a fine of

310 and suspended execution of sentence.
The nets were confiscated and turned over
to the property clerk.
Under the law the informer gets one-halfof the fines Imposed.
