AN ATTEMPT AT SUICIDE.

Jumped From the Agqueduet Bridge,
bant Was Rescaed.

At 11:20 o'clock last night a loud splash
was heard in the vicinity of the Aqueduct
bridge and a few minutes later there were
exhausted cries for help.
