roots. In either case it in all right.One of the most common errors amongmaeurs, and too often Indulged in by thosewho have passed the amateur stage, is put-
ting their plants in too large pots, and then
wonder why they do not bloom. One reasonis because the strength In the surplus.earthIs absorbed by the growing roots. Contracteddimensions will insure more bloom and
form a stronger and more compact plant,paradoxcial as tha may appear.When shifting a plant from one pot to
another, 4he latter of which should alwaysbe just one miss larger, do not take a ham-mer and pound the pot to pieces, or a cluband bang around Its sides to loosen theroots and soil but simply place the Angersof the left hand openly over the surface and
with the right hand holding the pot by the
bottom turn it upside down and give the
rim a gentle tap on something and the ballof earth will slip out as gently as jelly from
a mold. Place a small piece of curved potor two or three straight pieces overlappedIn the bottom of the new pot, add a littledirt, place the ball of soil in the center and
then with a Bat piece of wood or anythingBat pack soil between the ball and the sides
moderately firm to within an inch or so ofthe top.
There is something, and a matter of Im-portance, too, often neglected or not under-stood, and that is in shifting plants if thebail of soil surrounding roots is encrustedIt should be tapped around gently with alight piece of wood so as to loosen the outercrust. If this is not done water cannot pen-strate it, or at least it will flow off throughthe softer sol without affecting It at allandthe plant will drop its leaves and finallydie.
After potting give a good watering tosettle the earth to the bottom of the pot,but be sparing with water until new growthtakes place, which generally occurs with itsmaking of roots in the new soI. The plantshould be kept away from the sunlightfor five or six days.
For vines, if any be wanted-they are notoften cultivated for winter use-smilax, Ivy,asparagus and the manetta are most com-monly used. For a novelty the potato vineis unique. A solid receptacle of any kindRiled with wet sand will grow a sweet pota-to nicely and the vine with its pretty foli-age and its quickly climbing habit becomesa faverite ieverit has been grown.

A NEW SENATOR.
Hisn ife Ha Been Filled With

Strange Ezperienoe.

IR.ER YELLS OE 'Emil
Of Incidents That Have Occurred in

His Career.

FROM CABIN TO SENATE

HE EULOGIEA ON
the late Senator Stan-
ford in the Senate
last Wednesday were
the occasion of the
debut of the newest
Senator -- Mr. Per-
kins of California.
Mr. Perkins is a
pleasant speaker-as
he is a pleasant man.
He makes no preten-
sons to eloquence.
He is a bouness man,
and he is much more

likely to make a "business talk" in debate
than to attempt flights of oratory. He is
hardly to be Judged by his obituary speech.
He will give the Senate a chance to judge
his qualities more clearly when he ad-
dresses it on the silver question.
"I understand that it is an unwritten law

of the Senate that a new member shall re-
main quiet." said Mr. Perkins In conversa-
tion with me a few days ago. "but I feel
that I should explain my position on the
siler question. I look at that questionfrom a view point a little different from
that of other Senators, perhaps. Most of
the Senators take what I think I amay call
a professional view of legislation. Most of
them are lawyers. I am a business man,
and besides. I think that I know somethingof what the common people want. I come
from them. At least I know what my ownpeople want. Of that I am quite sure. I
am in touch with them, and In sympathywith them. I am for the repeal of the pur-chasing clause of the Sherman law, but
not unconditionally. I have some proposi-tions which I expect to lay before the Sen-
ate. They are not new, but they embody
my Idea of what Congress should do with
the silver question. What I say will proba-bly make no difference, but I want to place j
myself on record."
Taking as my text his statement that he

came from the common people, I asked theSenator to tell me something of his life.
"Have you met Mr. Whitemy colleague?"saM the Senator. "He is the man you want

to see. He is a bright, interesting man-a
man who is going to make his mark In theSenate. Let me Introduce you to him."
I suggested that Senator White could notpossibly give me the Information that I

wanted about Senator Perkins.
Stranger Tha PietiOm.

"My life wouldn't interest any one." said
the Senator, modestly. "And yet," he
added, "the facts about it are stranger than
iction. Cabin boy at twelve, sailor before
the mast at sixteen; tramping 140 miles up
a Californla river with my blankets on my 1
back to the mining camps; porter In a
store, and afterward proprietor .f it. Yes,my life has been very eventful. But," he
added, recalling himself, "that woukl not beof interest to any one."1

I assured the Senator that it would in-terest a great many people; that the expe-riences of a public man who had made hisown way in life were a thousand timesmore interesting than the stories of menwho had inherited seats in the 4enate.
"Why did you ship as a cabiu boy?" I i

asked.
"Because I was ambitious."said the Sena-tor. "I went to live with an uncle when I 1was eight years old, and I spent eight or

nine months in the year working out in theSelds on one of those Maine farms, and Ithree months in the winter getting an edu- I
cation. I wanted something better, so I ,
shipped as a cabin boy when I was twelve I
years old. My first cruise was from Ken- Inebunkport to New Orleans. I went to Eu- ,
rope as a sailor before the mast before I 4
was sixteen. Then I sailed around to Call- Ifornia, and there I left ship and went to the Igold fields."
"Did you make anything in niining" I Iasked.
"Nothing." said the Senator, "-that is, j

nothing but a living. And I pIved on porkand beans and self-rising flour that I cock-ed for myself. After that I was l'orter Ina store, and, as Billy Emerson said, 1 4
stayed there until I owned the ntore."There was one incident in my life that
was very remarkable,' said Mr. Perkins."It happened in 152 or 153-I don't remem- I
ber which. I had gone on a voyage to 1
Christiania In Norway. Oscar, who was I
king of Sweden and Norway, had a castle I
at Christiania. He used to spend eight or I
nine months of the year at Stockholm, but A
he always came to Christiania for a month 4
or so. While the ship was unloading a
young shipmate and I went ashore. He I
was an English boy named Harry Brans- I
comb. I can remember that I was dressedin my best clothing, and had a little blue
coat with shiny buttons. There was a
moat around the castle, but it was dry, and 1
Harry and I crossed It and got Into the cas- 1
tie grounds. We had not been there long
when a gens d'armes spoke to us, but as
he spoke In Norwegian, we could not under-
stand what he said. He took us along,
though, to a sort of sentry box, and! there
another sentry spoke to us In Norwegian.
We could not understand him either. While
he was speaking to us we heard music, and
saw a company of ladles and gentlemen ap-
proaching. The guards put us in the sentry
box, and tried to hide us. but some of the
people saw us, and wanted to know who
we were. So we were brought out, anud
they asked questions of us. We answered
in English that we were from Boston, and
came on the ship Luna, then in the -harbor;
that we did not mean any harm, but we're
trying to see the sights, and perhaps get a
look at the king, and that then we expected
to slip away without being seen.
"One gentleman in the party stepped for-

ward and spoke to us In Englsh and ask-
ed us a great many questions. Then he
told us that he was the king, and he gave1
us each a gold coin. I kept my coin unitIl
my place of business burned, some twenty
years ago.

After Thirty Years,
"But the strangest part of the story is to

come. I had trouble with the maste.and left
the ship at Christianla. Then I shipped on
a Swedish vessel that went to Gothenberg,
and there on anothetr American vessel that
took me to New Orleans. I did not see
Branscomb again at sea. This happened,
as I said, in 1%2 or 153. I was about four-
teen years old. Well, thirty years later.
when I was governor of California, I went
down to Monterey on a steam pleasure
yacht. Several captains of vessels In the
harbor were brought on board the yacht to
be presented. One of them when he was
introduced to me said: 'Governor. Is your
name George Clements' 'Yes.' I said. 'mjymiddle name Is Clement..' 'Then I have a
shipmate of yours with me,' he seaid. 'I
think not,' said I. 'He Is very mure,' 'saiel
the captain. So they sent for him. The
man was Harry Branscomb. lie had been
a sailor all of those thirty yeare, and been
around the world a dozen timed. He told
me a great many particulars of our adven-
ture at 'Christiania that proved to me that
he was Branscomb. I was as pleased to
see him as though he had been a long-lost
brother. I took him off the vessel, and had
him made a second officer on one of the
vessels of which I am part owner. Uut It
wasn't long before he gto pe nlost his place." gto pe n
"There was another meeting five years

ago," said the Senator when I had ques-
tioned him further, "which was almost as

Interesting. In 1564 I sailed out of St. Johns,

N. B., for Dublin. in a ship loaded with

deals. In those days sailors received very

good pay. They got thirteen pounds in ad--
Vance for the voyage. If the vessel put
back for any reason, the voyage was ended.
Well, the vessel was new, built In the win-
ter and this was her first voyage. A ship
that has been lying under the snow all
winter will swell and the seams will open
and a great deal of calking must be done
over. Our vessel-she was the LizzieThomp-
son-had that experience. Before she had
been out very long she began to leak a
great deal. The men said that she wasn't
safe and insisted on going hack. Well, the
end of It was they mutinled, there was a
fight between the officers and men and one
man was shot. The man at the wheel was
in the mutiny, some one had to steer the
vessel, so I took the wheel. The captain
was walking up and down the deck, wring-
ing his hands and saying that he didn't-
know what to do. I told him that I would
shoot them down If I were in his place.
The outcome of the fight, though, was that
we turned back. I was one of the men sent
in a boat to get a tug. We rowed sixty miles
and came hack with the tug which towed
the ship in. Then some of the men we,,e

trrested and the harbor police were put on
he ship.
Relpiag Apprentices to Escape.

iwners. It was their first experience and
what with sesickness and the mutiny theywere heartily tired of the sea. Two of
