give a new coloring to their dresses.

It is very common for gentlemen to light
their cigars or cigarettes when they are
' about to get on board a street car and force
| their way to seats while smoking.

A day or two since 1 toock a fourth tier
of seats from the rear with a lady, soon a
gray-haired veteran took the third seat,
directly In my rear, with a cigar in full
blast, then a dirty negro with a lighted
cigarette took the same seat with me, near
to the lady, and immediately after, another
man took a seat close behind us with a

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COMBATING EVILS.

Because He Could Not See Vice Presi- The Strong Resolutions Adopted by

the W. C. T. U. Convention.

The closing session of the two days’ con-
vention of the W, C. T. U. of the District
yesterday afternoon was marked by the
adbption of strong resolutions denounc-
Ing the drink habit and giving expression to
the unalterable determination to econtinue
the fight against It. Regret Is expressed
that “the legislative halls of our Christian
nation are disgraced by Congressional bar-
rooms.” Continuing the resolutions state:

We Indorse the bills introduced Into Cone
gress by Senator Pefler of Kansas and Rep-
resentative Morse of Massachusstts, pro-
viding for the prohibition of the liguor traf-
fic in the District of Columbia, and urge our
friends to rally to the support of these hon-
orable gentlemen in this action. We also
wish to respectfully request that the bill
be“memm to include the territories. We
ca altentlon to the iniquitous tempts
belng made by liquor mhuul th!l:tl‘l‘lﬂldl
to break down the prohibitory portions of
the present licenss law, notably that ciavse
which relates to the #0-foot Mmit. We con-
demn especially that section of the law
which provides that a license once obtalned
the licensee need not agaln seek the Elg-
nature of residents and property owners on
that square; also that clause which provides
that the 40-foof Hmit does mot apply in
cases where saloons were established prior
to a church or school; slso the decision of
the attorney for the District that the #i0-
foot limit does not apply to hotel bars. AN
these we regard as devices of Satan to aid
his cause, and we plead with our people Lo
organize, educate and agitate more aggress-
ively than ever against this subtle foe.

Believe in Equal Sufirage.

We believe in equal suffrage, with an edu-
cational qualification for all: in equal wages
for equal work; in equal standard for man
