"What constitutes popular music?" was

the question asked of John Philip Soum, as
he sat in his dreming room between the
two concerts last evening. The great band
leader took a few vigorous puffs at his cigar
and delivered himself as follows:
*In a general way, I should May that pop-

vlar music becomes such when at its first
bearing it attracts either through its
rhythm, oddity or Intervals, or all three,
the attention of the auditor and creates a
desire for a second hearing. It then be-
comes contagious and rages with more or
less violence. If the composition Is based
on natural laws it stands its chance ofliving after the epidemic has subsided, butif it is ephemeral in character it dies after
running its brief course. The public is veryquick to reognise cleverness and testify toits appreciation.

'I cannot agree with those who designatethe music of the great masters only as"lati*L I believe that any melody, suchas 'Anne Laurie' or 'Suwanee River.'that has succemsfully stood the test of time.retained Its hold upon the affections of thepublic and secured a permanent place Inmusical literature, has as much right to thetitle Of a classic as the grandest symphonyevw penned. Many of our most popularmelodies are taken from the works of great**gep s who are generally believed as
producing only music of the heavy order.while the majority of the so-called popular*mNeN'ers seldom produce more than oneOUNM*cs the greater part of their effortsbeing unmitigated trash.
"The opera of 'Faust,' for instance, islooked upon by musicians as a classic andone of the best of its kind ever written, yetone of Its grandest choruses is sung allover the country with the words, 'Oh, my,we'll never get drunk any more,' and thereIs a chorus In the opera of 'The Enchant-ress' called 'Ever Be Happy' that has doneservice in minstrel first parts from timeimNeorial. In Wagner's 'Meistersinger'there is a succession of notes Identical withthe frst bars of that erutwhile poditty 'Where did you get that hat?' sldthemes from Verdi's operas have long beenused by variety hall and minstrel singers.I remnmber some years ago hearing the'Soldiers' Chorus from 'Trovatore' doingdu for a song and dance. Rossini has ain his 'William Tell' that schoolchildren have sung for thirty years, whilethe Wedding March' from 'Lohengrin' Is

hummned and whistled by thousands whodo not know that Wagner wrote the melody.ThOse coMposers would all be rated as ofthe classical and not of the popular school,and yet these melodies are distinctly popu-lar in character. It does not necessarilyfollow that a composition written by oneof the great masters of music cannot bepopular, nor yet that the so-called popularcomposer produces only such music as ap-peals to the public taste.''Mathi Lussy, one of the greatest au-thorities on musical expression the worldhas known, says, in substance, that the earis the slowest of the senses to adopt any-thing new. Thus, a man who has becomeaccustomed to sleeping next door to a roll-ing mill will complain that the croaking offrogs at night in the country disturbs hisslumbers. The ear naturally repels strangesounds and consequently he who Inventsthe newest combination of musical soundsmust work all the more assiduously to fa-miliarize the public with it before they willaccept It. Ear marks go for ymuch inmusic, and when a composer who possessesinventive skill is acCepted by the publicand his peculiar style becomes familiar hestands a chance of retaining his popularityso long as he maintains his standard. Themusical careers of such men as StephenFoster, Strauss, Arthur Sullivan, Molloy,Balfe, Offenbach, Suppe, Millocker andmany others all go to prove this.'"How about your morches, Mr. Sousa?They possess a strong individuality.""The public was kind enough to acceptthat individuality In one and I have sincetried to maintain it in others. My peculiar'ear marks' seem to please the public taste,hence the marches are popular.""The greatest obstacle that the purveyorof musical pabulum meets is in the auditorwho is 'ear blind.' a condition, musicallysimile to that of the color-blind individualwho looks at the creation of an eminentcolorist Unable to appreciate the exquisiteharmony of blended tones, and is, there-fore apt to be disappointed in the picture.It is a question, and a very interesting one,just how the public of bygone days firstreceived the melodies that are the mostfamiliar and the best beloved of today.,Was 'The Last Rose of Summer' on its frsthearing greeted with the rounds of ap-plaase It now elicits? Did the frst meas-ure of 'Suwanee .River' call forth suchdemonstrations of delight that the secondmeasure was not heard? In the concertsof future years will the meritorious melo-dies of today invoke the enthusiasm of anaudience as do the familiar songs now pop-ular? After the first year's lease of life of'Coming Thro' the Rye,' did a singer whowished to give It as an encore take his lifeIn his hands, as does the man who now at-
tempts 'After the Ball?
"The essential qualities of popular music,so called, in my opinion, are strongly mark-ed rhythm, oddity or Intervals most familiarto the auditors. To say that John J. JonesIs a writer of popular music and that Lud-wig von Beethoven is a writer of classicalmUSIc is too sweeping, as some of Mr. JohnJ. Jonee' music may be so unrhythmicaland unmelodious that it would not appeatto the popular ear, while in Mr. Ludwig vonBeethoven's composition may be found

many ear-tickling gems of rhythmical form."It is possible that a properly constituted
man, while not a musician, can, by famil-larising himself with the brightest thoughtsof the masters, derive as much pleasurein hearing a symphony as a simple melody.It does not follow, though, that any con-ductor who Is catering to the million shall
say that be will supply only the musicalsolids, to the exclusion of the lighter vi-anda served as dessert. His duty is to re-spect the wishes of his audiences and his
art. In doing so he will devote a portion
of his program to that which appeals totheir intelligence solely, interspersed bynumbers appealing to their ear only. It Is
a well-known fact among theatricai peoplethat fifty comedy companIes will prosperwhere one presenting tragedy will earn aprecarious livelihood, showing that manypeople prefer entertainment to Instruction.
Therefore the musician's duty in cateringto the public is rather to present musicclean, brilliant and entertaining in largequantities, and that of a decided scientific
tendency in homeopathic doses."Walking through one of the tenement
districts of New York city recently I heard
a wheesy organ, manipulated by a jaun-diced son of Italy, grinding out 'Annie
Rooney,' to the evident delight of thelittle children of the street, several of whom
were dancing something that looked sus-
piciously like a Loie Fuller serpentine
dance. After awhile the wanderer frmItalla's cerulean skies changed the air to
one of those beautiful gems of musical 'lit-
erature, the Intermesso from 'Cavallerla
Rtusticana." Did those children stop danc-
ing ad look bored because a gem of a
grand opera was being played?

An Empress Who Wrote for the Press,
From the Lomao Bunday Sun.
"In the gaily," translates a correspon-

dent of Fame from a Germnn paper, "of
famous women writers of history have
long since placed Catherine II of Russia.
That she was an author of no mean parts Is
known to students of Russian history, but
the fact that she was also a journalist Is
less familiar.
"A member of the Imperial Russian So-

ciety has published a paper upon her news-
paper work. The journal for which she
used her pen was the Comrade of the
Friends of the Russian Language, founded
by her friend the Princess Deschkopp in
1?7. One of her articles ran:
"'I leave my domain, truth and fancy, to

any one who wishes it, on the condition
that he who does accept it continues to
write without exaggerated phrases and
without pretending to be bent to earth un-
der a great weight of thought. He must
always use short, clear sentences, rather
than long and involved ones. Use Russian
words in preference to those of foreIgn
origin. Why should we borrow from the
language of our neighbors? Is our tongue
not rich enough? Do not be tedious, and
above all, do not attempt to be clever at
the wrong place and time. Do not "run
after"' the spiritual and comicaL. One
should never use crutches when the legs
will do their own work: that is, avoid pom-
pous and swollen words when simple words
have more dignity, usefulness hnd beauty.Where it Is necessary to draw the moral
from the story, do so with spirit and with-
but tediousness, Heavy, deep thoughts
should be made as light as possible. Theyshould be expressed clearly, so that the or-
dinary reader can grasp them. It Is desir-
able that the author disappear as complete-ly as possible, and that the reader think
only of his work ;lt is not necessary that his
motions be always seen and his words al-
ways heard."
