From the Trustees.

THE WoMA"S AsSOCIATION.

The Universalist general convention be-
gan a three days' session at the Church of
Our Father, corner 13th and L streets, this
morning, following directly upon the con-
vention of the Young People's Christian
Union of the Universalist Church, which
held the church the Arst two days of the
week.
There were delegates fem all sections of

the country present at this annual gather-ing of the Universalist body, and the Osy
little church held a couple of hundred men
at women when, at 10 o'clock, President
Metcalf called the meeting to order. Prior
to the business meeting there was a ser-
vice of prayer and praiss, which began
about 9 o'clock, and was conducted by Rev.
Dr. A. A. Miner.
Last evening at 7:0 mom holy com-

munion was adminis by Rev. Arthur
G. Rogers, D. D.. pasoS of the church.
and the occasional sermon of Rev. Thomas
J. Sawyer, D. D., of Massachusetts was
read by Rev. Dr. Eddy of Rhode Island
The morning session today was devoted

'9;

Rev. T. J. sawyes.
for the most part to the reading and con-
sideration of the reports at the board of
trustees and the treasurer. The former was
quite a lengthy and important paper. When
10 O'clock arrived, the hour for commencing
the regular business of the day, the gen-eral secretary. Rev. Dr. G. L. Demarest,
called the roll of delegates, and a goodly
number from all sections of the country
answered to their names. Among the del-
egates were a number of ladies, and at the
conclusion of the roll call the secretary an-
nounced a quorum present, He nominated
as his assistants Rew J. N. Emery and
Rev. W. A. Start, and asked their else-
tion. This was done unanimously.
The President, Mr. Henry B. Metcalf ofRhode Island, announced as the committee

on elections Messrs. A. E. Mason andBriggs, and Rev. Mr. Gray; as the com-
mittee en services, Rev. Dr. A. 0. Rogers,Messrs. Perham and Wilson.

Address and Reply.
Mr. W. W. Curry, a - member of the

Church of Our Father, delivered an elo-
quent address of welcome in the name of
the Murray Universalist Society of Wash-
ington.
President Metcalf responded to the salu-

Lions and welcome of the Washington
church. and in the course of his remarks
said that while the denomination had no

bishopric nor cathedral it did possess a
house of worship in which all might feel
a personal ownership. Mr. -Metcalf paid a
generous tribute to the noble work accom-
pflshed in this city by this Universalist
Church. whose hardships and difficulties,
he said, had been exceptional, and whose
energy and seal had been also exceptional
and to no less degree.

Trustees' Report.
The twenty-eight annual report of the

board of trustees was then read by the
general secretary of the convention. The
report showed the following statistics of
particular interest: Number of parishes,
X7; number of families reported, 43,253;
church membership, 44,748; Sunday school
membership, 67.31; parish property, less
debt, $8,651,909; parish expenses and contri-
butions. 81.,3,8. In all at these Items'a
considerable Increase was shown over the
corresponding figures for last year.
The following reference was made in the

course of the report to affairs of the local
church society:
"In view of the peculiar lrcumstancee cf

the Murray Parish in the cty of Washing-
ton, and the importance of its position, the
board believed that the interest of the
church at large demanded the service at
the national capital of a pdator of large ex-

perience, tried loyalty, and popular talents.
To secure such a one under the conditions
was evidently beyond the financial ability
of the parish: and the board were constrain-
ed to apply to Its aid the sum of $500 per
year for three years, provided a pastor sat-
isfactory to the trustees should be obtained.
The result was the choice, approval and set-
tlement of Rev. Arthur G. Rogers. D.D.,
whose ministry has already juetified the
action and expectation of those concerned.
It is a reasonable hope that the parish may.
under Dr. Rogers' leadership, work out a
still greater prosperity.
"The further sum of $424.1) charged to the

Murray Parish. Is applied, under the agree-
ment reported in 1886, toward the reduc-
tion of Its two notes representing itt in-
debtedness at that time, which arose mostly
from the failure of subscribers to Its build-
lng fund to keep their pledges. Such actio~n
on our part was conditioned upon the pay-
ment of the Interest of the two notes;
which, generally, has been promptly paid;
and the notes, originally 85,000, now stand
at 12,606."

international Arbitration.
With reference to the matter of inter-

national arbitration, which has received so
much attention at the hands of different
churches of late years, the report said:
"At our meeting of October, 1892, a com-

munication was received from Rev. P. ii.
Hulbert of the Collegiate Reformed Church
in the city of New York, requesting the
concurrence of the Universalist Church
with other churches in an international
petition to the governments of the world
in -behalf of -peaceful arbitration as a

means of settling questions that arise be-
tween nations' and to appoiht delegates to
a ccnference to be held In the city of ('hi-
cago during the Columbian exposition. The
secretary was Instructed to signify the con-
cbarrence of the Universalist Church in this
petition and Rev. A. A. Miner, D.D., LL..D.,
of Boston, Mass., and Rev. A. J. Canfield,
D.D.. and 1ir. Samuel Kerr of Chicago. Ill.,
were appointed delegates to the proposed
conference.
"The secretary at once certified through

Mr. Hulbert the concurrence desired, and
in July last, at the request of Rev.Dr.Camp-
bell of Richmond, Va., chairman of the ex-
ecutive committee of a peace conference
held in Nes 2York in 1381, he subscribed pe-
titions to tifirty-one governments in their
respective languages, in the name of the
Universalist Church."

Universalist Mission in Japan.
"The activities of the mission have been

maintained during te lst. yea. Tere. hs..

been an enlargement of the work in several
re1peets follwing the methods which have
been reported heretofore. New enverts
have been gaed and the membersip at
the several chureh= has bees eaeldeehly
aenresud. Accessions have been made to
the amebe of Japanese preachers In or
church, and to the number of students In
our theological school at Tokio. There are
numerous places in Japan where these Uni-
versalist preachers, present and prospctive,
would be gladly welcomed, and where. it Is
believed, they coulm es respectively,
a permanent organlastion of Christian be-
lievers. Meanwhile as much out-post work
as possible Is being prosecuted by the mis-
sionaries and their Japanese asslatants.
Thus the mission Is constantly aiming to
enlarge its lines and caust Its influence l
be more widely and deeply felt""

Finaneial Matters.
During the year the colleges and other

educational Institutions In the denomination
received gifts to the amount of 32,401, as
against $57= last year. Gifts for mission-
ary and other benevolent work received by
the various bodies connected with the
church amounted to 31.81. as against MON
last year. The summary for the year Is as
follows: Amount paid for current epenses.
Oft. 4K; upon church edfices, 137,5164; debts.

140,517; educational institutions. 43,409;
missions, &c., 364,744; estimated for local
benevolences, 3m0.000; total. $.=22. as

Cause foer CongratulatIoN.
In conclusion the report said:
"The trustees, in closing, again congratu-

lated the church upon its general Prosper-
ity. Its colleges and schools are making
substantial growth; their membership being
much larger than ever before, while their
facilities for education are greatly augment-
ed. Its Sunday schools. young peoples so-
cieties and charitable organisations are in-
creasing in usefulness. Its spiritual de-
velopment is testifed by the fact that Its
church membership grows more rapidly
than the Increase of the number of its fam-
ilies. At no time in Its history has its 0-
nancial resources been so great as now, its
mission work, both home and foreign, so
extensive and fruitful and the promise of
continued activity and growth In all depart-
ments of effort more encouraging. We have
only to work patiently, persistently and
unitedly, with love to God our Father, and
as faithful disciples of Jesus Christ, His
Son, to achieve results more worthy of the
faith which It is our privilege to love and
cherish."

Dr. Sawyers Sermon.
Last evening at the opening religious

exercises of the convention the occasional
asermon of Rev. Dr. Sawyer was read by
Dr. Eddy. The sermon gave an interesting
review of the history of the church.
"Nothing is more apparent,"~ said the

preacher, "ta the change in the tone and
spirit of the orthodox pulpit during the last
thirty or forty years In respect to the dee-
tiny of mankind. I remember it as it was
sixty years ago, and I am familiar with It
as it existed In the great Edwards and
those of his school who succeeded him.
One of the causes of ou:- slow progress is
found now in the fact that orthodoxy is
no longer orthodox. If the popular pulpit
of today were as terrible as it often was in
my early ministry our churches would not
hold those who would seek them. But so
the truth runs and is glorified, let us re-
joice and give God thanks. Our orthodox
neighbors are all learning what they had
almost forgotten or never knew, that God
is love and that His love fills the earth and
the heavens, and that were there a nell a
thousand times deeper and more terrible
than the human imagination can fathom,
love presided over Its making and wili pre-aide over it forever and ever. This on~e
fact received into the severest theology
must soon modify and transform It, and
that process of transformation is going on,thank God, all about us."

The Old and the New.
The closing words were as follows: Some

of our young doctors, I observe, amuse
themselves with the conceit of a New Uni-
versalism. I have been acquainted with
the old for seventy years past, and have
studied its history from the time of the
apostles to the present day, and I know
of no other. It is one and the same yester-
day, today and forever-the doctrine of
God's infinite love in Christ Jesus and Its
power to conquer all human hearts.
But this New Universalism, with which

some seem to be delighted, has discovered
that Jesus was not born as the New Tee-
tament teaches, nor did he do the things
it ascribes to him, nor speak the words
which It puts in his mouth, nor was he,

dead. But an this isnot new; it is ase
as Cletus and ba been repeated againand again ben a@-u=a-- It is net
UniversalIm, end, what is womr6 it is not
Christianity. If the history we have Of
our Lord's lfe In the New Testament is
not substantially reliable, what do we know
of him and what do we mean by calingourselves Christiam and prfesing to be-lieve his religion?
I have sometimes wondered what would

be the result If all our ministers were to
omit in their public ministrtmons an dim-
cunion of science, evolution.' the highercriticism and kindred Subjects, which Ifear they do not generally understand toowell, and their congregations still les per-haps, and resolve with the apostle to know
nothing among their people but Jesus Christand him crucied, and adhere to this reso-lution for a single twelvemonth. If thegospel Is In fact as we profess to believe.the power of God unto Salvation to everyone who believes, I cannot doubt that weshould presently mark. the good effects afsuch a course.
In the faith of this the apostles

trusted and rejoiced. and u the ages
all who have cordially believed have foundIt a suppor+ under the various trials of thisworld and a glorious hope of an Immortallife through our LArd Jesus Christ.

The City's Death Mato at a Low Dig-
sre Last Week.

"The death rate again fel below the normal
during last week." ways the weekly report
of Health Oincer emmeatt. "As compared
with the previous week the total number
of deaths decreased 33. and the rate went
down tram 3.6 to 17.. This indicates an
excelleeft condition of the public health.
The mortality among children under five
years of age and of these under a year
old, which was quite high during the sum-
mer months, has again declined to the
proper annual average. But few cases of
malarial ailments have occured during the
smeaon and but one death therefrom oe-
curred during the week. This is the month
in which diphtheria reaches its mfaimaa
intensity. There were U new cases of this
dises reported and 9 deaths therefeam.
Scarlet fever presented one case with nw
death, while the eontagious diseases re-
man almost wholly in abeyance."

Ceremers and the OCert.
b the Eiter Or The weatg Star:
In your Issue of last evening "C" makes

an argument for the appointment of the
coroner by the court. He writes: "It is the
function of the coroner's offee to ferret out
foul play in cases of unknown death, and
it therefore belongs to the judicial branch of
the IMstrict government." The conclusion
does not necessarily follow the premises,
since It Is the duty of the police department
to ferret out violations of the law to as
great an extent as it is the duty of the
courts to do so.

I am aware that the grand jury is charg-
ed to Investigate cases of alleged violations
of the law, and that this Is done under the
direction of the district attorney, who is
an officer of the court. The district attor-
ney Is not, however, appointed by the court
nor can he be removed by it. Moreover,
In the present highly organized state of
society, the vast majority of cases present-
ed to the grand jury by him are brought to
his attention through the police. The work
of the court in ferreting out crime is at
the present day reduced to a minimum bythe thorough organization of the policesystem, and this system Is essential to mu-
nicipal government. The duty of the court

coroner aeparate from~ those of the court.In an Inquest held before a coroner thereIs never any violation of the law alleged.It is his duty with the assistance of the
jury to investigate facts relating ' to adeath and to determine whether they aresufficient to warrant any violation of thelaw being charged. If such is found to bethe case he reports the facts at once tothe judicial branch of the government forfurther investigation and trial. It is tobe noted that this is exactly the work withwhich the police are charged. The duty of
coroner Is, therefore, essedtlally policeduty and there Is no mare reason for theappointment of the coroner being maadeby the court than there is for the appoint-
ment of the oficers of the polie departmentin the same way.
