When the city council assembles again it
will have before it as unfinished business
left over from the last meeting the question
whether the Washington louthern railroad
and the Richmond and Danville railroad
shall be required to put five single gates or
fourteen doule gates at street intersections
In this city. There seems to have been no

change in the attitude of those who advo-
cate the maximum and those who are will-
ing to be content with the 'minimum. There
10 a universal sentiment here that the
streets over which railroads pass must be
made as safe as those over which railroads
do not pass, and the passers on the streets
here, whether In vehicles or on foot. men,
women or children, shall be entirely safe on
all the thoroughfares of the town. The
citizens are desirous that this should be
done at as little cost to the railroad compa-
nies as possible, but they are of one mind
In the determination that it shall be done.
There are some differences of opinion as to
the means by which this safety can be per-
fectly secured. There are many who think
that gates are the only security, but others

*hold that proper watchmen and flagmen
ahead of trains, held to constant vigilance,
would be better security than the gates.
Nearly all agree that five gates are Insuffi-
clent for the public protection. The ques-
tion, however, will probably be settled at
the next meeting of the council.

Gov. Haghes Makes a Plea tor Arisea.

as a State.
Gov. L. C. Hughes of Arizona makes a

strong plea for the admission of that terri-
tory as a state, He declares that the para-
mount question with the people of the ter-
ritory is the question of statehood. "For
many years," says the governor, "the people
of Arizona have longed for this inalienable
right guaranteed by the genius and spirit
of our system of government. Territorial
government si an anomaly In a government
of, by and for the people. Two years ago,
by authornty of the legislature, delegates
were elected to a constitutIonal convention.
This con bention fram'ed a constitution, and
this wa'- adopted by a majority of :3,223 in
a total vote of 7,77&i The territory has apopulation and the taxable property to entitle her to the right of self-government.Less than a quarter of a century ago theentire territory was in the hands of the
Apaches. Now, after a struggle of manyyears, in which a large number of pioneers
and many of their families have been sacri-ficed, thousands of families have establishedhomes in the mountains andi valleys. In the
place of the wharwhoop," continues the gov-
ernor, "the voices of children in the s'hoolhouses are heard, and on the Sabbath the
churches resound wIth the same songs ofpraIse and devotion as iscend from the
churches in the far-off east*'rn states. Allkinds of humanizing Influences have takenhold upon the territory, commercIal, eouca-
tional, reformatory and religiojas.

Already we have Lincolr
Shields and Baker, each of whom began h1
career of grandeur in the thirties and for
ties, in Illinois. Lincoln led a company c
patriots .to fame during the Black Haw
war. They shed their first blood fightin
mosquitoes and capturing blackberries o
the Wisconsin and Bad Axe rivers, near th
northern iine of the state. Shields led
brigade from Illinois to Mexico in 184, an
returned bearing honorable wounds an
covered with glory. His triumphal speec
in the old state house on his return, and th
loud and prolonged plaudits which it elicl
ed, still sound in my ears as on the day
heard them. Baker went to Mexico at th
head of an Illinois regiment. His retur
was a triumph, and he received a well
merited ovation.
Yes, Illinois is richly represented in Stai

uary Hall, but not beyond her merits. Foi
I understand, another son, Lieut. Gen. U. i
Grant, is still to come. These sons of Ill
nois are also the sons of the nation now.
