May Be Beady Soon..

Some Speculation as to What It
Will Say.

THE DOCUMENTS READY.

Interest In the Hawaiian question Is now
directed toward the President's promised
reseage on that subject. Copies of all the
correspondence called for by the Seiate
resolution are now in the Pre ent's posses-
s1on and await only the preparation of his
message of ttansmission. The message was
to be communicated on the receipt of "defi-
nite Information" in regard to'the condition
of affairs in Hawali. Whether any such
Information was brought to the President
by the Oceanic, which arrived at San
Francisco yesterday, will only be known to
a certainty by the public when his message
Is sent to the Senate. The principal point
of Interest to be established by the message
is an exposition of the policy of the admin-
istration In the treatment of the Hawaiian
question now that It is known that the res-
toration of Queen Linnuokalani can be sc-
complished only by force and in no other
way, In the present tamper of the people of
the Islands.
It Is almost as diffcult to get satisfactory

information as to the time of transmission
of the inessage as it is to learn its con-
tents. There are, however, unmistakable
outward indications at the White House
and State Department that it will not go
to Congress today. No one at either of the
Places named will say that much, but it
may be accepted as a safe assumption, nev-
ertheless. Whether It will be sent In -to-
morrow, or Saturday, or next week, or not
until after that, is a matter of pure specu-lation. Many =pie believe, however, that
the wrreepondence, at least, will not bewithheld from the Senate many more days.The message, it is said, will be long andwill review the whole question. The fol-lowing was published today as the sub-stance of the contents of the message:The President will show that the queenwas overthrown by acts sanctioned byMinister Stevens, and that as they receivedthe approval of the United States and areconsidered by the present aamanastrauonunjusti~fed and unfrieidly, they must beundone. The President will probably say.that Minister Willis was instructed to firstdecline formally the proposition for annexa-tion and to then announce that the United
States damanded that the queen be re-stored to power, peacefully, but that Ifshe vasn unwilling to be seated without the
assurance of thim government that shewould be protected from harm and retainedIn power by United States force, then totake no ateps, but aWit instructions fromthe United States.
The President will say that the ministerhas found the provisional government much

Nothing to Defend or Ezenso.
It is said that the President, when speak.Ing on the Hawaiian situation recently to a

gentleman holding close personal relations
to the administration, and whose officialposition In Congress entitled him to receive
confidential information on foreign affairs,
said that his (the President's) position was
entIrely tenable; that he had nothing to de.
fend or excuse and that he was more than
willing to lay all the correspondence touch-
ing the complications with that countrybefore Congress whenever the legislativebranch of the government demanded it.
The action of the House in calling for the

correspondence was anticipated by Secre-
tary Gresham. Some days ago all the com-munications between the State Departmentand our representatives in Hawaii were or-dered to be copied in duplicate, and whenthe correspondence is sent to Congress itwill be laid before both houses simul-taneously.

CAPITOL TOPICS.

Naval Appropriations.
There Is a general understanding on the

part of managers of the House that no
appropriations for constr*Alton on new
naval vesseis are to be made during this
session of Congress, and there Is a pur-
pose to cease the enlargement of the navy
altogether If possible.

Adamission of Utah.
It Is believed that the bill for the ad-

mission of Utah which passed the Mouse
yesterday will go through the Senate, re-
eiving many republican votes. This bill
is to be followed In the House by meas-
ures for the admission of Arisona anU New
Mexico, separately, and .the Indications
are that it will be the policy of the repub-
licans generally to make no party oppo-sition to the admission of new states into
the Union. The prospects appear to be
that all three of these territories will be
admitted, but If there Is any serious op-position it will be In the case of New
Mexico.

The Horanblower Nominmation.
The Senate committee on the judiciary

discussed the Hornblower nomination to-
gether with others, until noon without
taking action, and then adjourned until
the next regular meeting day (Monday).

Ex-Benator Sawyer.
Ex-Benator Philetus Sawyer, as stout as

ever, and in apparently just as good health
as when he occupied a seat In the upper
house, was on the floor of the Senate to-
day, in earnest consultation with his former
republican colleagues.

Vice President Black.
Vice President Stevenson resumed his

chair in the Senate chamber today, after an
absence of nearly a week.

Hav-
ing a personal engagement he did not go to
the Capitol, and Senator Harris continued
to exercise his functions as president protempore. At noon today, however, the Vice
President opened the session.

NAVAL VACANCIES

That Are Open to Competition by
Civilian.

There are more vacancies in the navy at
present open to civilian competition than
usually fall, to the lot of a President In a
single term. S1x of these are In the medical

Sullivan, now before the President, will
probably make another vacancy In the pay
department. The examination for admission
into the medical department Is much more
severe than for the pay corps, and the
candidates for appointment In the latter de-

In thin connection it may be interesting to
note the words of Senator Morgan on the
day of the Arst publication of Secretary
Gresham's report to the President. Novem-
ber II, twenty-four days after it was writ.
Len. They are here reprinted verbatim:
"Before expressing any opinion as to

what is the attitude of the United States on
this question, and how far it is to be justi-
fled. I would like to know to whom Minister
Willis was accredited when he was sent bythis government to the Hawaiian Islands.
After the provisional government was es-
tablished there, the President of the Unit-ed States recognised it as the governmentde jure by sending Mr. Blount to conferwith President Dole. While Mr. Blountwas there the troops were ordered backand the flag of the United States flying overthe barracks where the troops were station-ed was hauled down. This merely indicatedto my mind, at least. that the bivouac ofthe troops had been broken up and theyhad returned to their quarters on ship-board. That act was not the withdrawal ofan intervention on the part of the UnitedStates except for the preservation of the
peace and the protection of American citi-
zens on the Islands.
"I never understood it was the assertionof sovereignty by the United States overthe islands, and I cannot understand whythe withdrawal of troops under such cir-

cumstances could be construed as a with.drawal of the moral support of the UnitedStates to the government existing there,unless the United States had invaded Ha.wait and assumed sovereign jurisdiction,which was not the case. The United Statedid not Intervene to establish a provisionalgovernment in Hawail. It only intervened tcpreserve the peace and protect Americascitizens. It withdrew the troops, leavingthe provisIonal governmnent in full, peace-able and uninterrupted possession as the
sovereign power of those Islands. To inter.fere now to reinstate the queen would. un-der the circumstances, be simply the re-establIshment of a monarchy, without anyother cause than the mere assertion of itslegitimacy compared witk that of the pro.visional government."
