COMMON MIgTAOr.

An Interesttig Talk to the Members
of the stemegrapers Club.

The room of the Otenographer' Club
were crowded last Saturday evening to
liten to the carefully prepared lecture by
Mr. Frank W. Moulton on "Common Mis-
takes, Made by Common People, In the Use
of Common Englsh."

A stenographer
who Is careless and slovenly in the use of
language in conversation will be found In-
ecient. and an a rule an unreliable work-
man. No stenographer should attempt to
fill a situation as a shorthand writer with-
out a thorough mastery of the rules govern-
ing the use of language. A list comprising
the best authors was given, together with
the names of the number of daily papers
noted for their accuracy in the use of lan-
guage. Among the latter was the New
York Sun, Harpers Weekly, Boston Tran-
script and The Evening Star.
