A reporter yesterday visited Louise Meb-
eL the woman anarchist, who occupies a lUt-
tie house at East Dulwich. a suburb of
London. as she is not permitted to live in
France. In the course of his conversation
with her the representative asked: "Do
you think that bomb outrages do any good
to the anarchist causer*
The well-known defender and teacher et

anarchy replied: "In all revolts for liberty
and Justice the people can only use the
weapons that are the nearest equal to thos
of the enemy. Those who are training the
people for an Imminent fght would lead
them to slaughter if they employed ord-
nary weapons against the frightful warmanhnes of governments. Our comrades.while sacrificing their lives, used whatMeans consclence told them was best forthe necessary act. Universal sufrage hasfailed to alter -the miserable conditions ofthe people. Force alone procures justice.
The comigaints and protests of the suer-er will have no more efect to alter any-thing than appeals from oxen and sheepcould stay their slaughter. It is strangethat the miserable masses have not beforetried to avenge themselves."
"But," queried the representativs, "can-not the governments successfuly unite tocrush anarchism?'
"A union of the strong against the weak."replied Louise Michel, *has existed sincegovernmeats existed. The masse. can uniteequally against a common enemy. Theymay rise like the springtide of the oceanand overflow the world. I cannot believethat England will commit the infamy ofjoining an alliance against anarchists. Ifasylum Is everywhere denied anarchists,the "estraints which protection naturallyImposes on them will be removed. Thehour of despair may dr:ve them to deedsgiving victory."

The mob mal-
treated several customs offlcers and burned
the sentry boxes.
The police authorities did their utmost to

stop the rioting, charged upon the mob. ar-
rested several of them and took the pris-oners to the barracks. This caused the
rioters to attack the barracks in order to
try and rescue the prisoners. This at-
tack was repelled by the police and soldiers
after a violent conflict, during which a ser-
geant and two soldiers were wounded and
twelve rioters and two policemen were
badly hurt. The police made thirty-two ar-
rests and brought all the prisoners to Pa-
lermo.
The demonstration was renewed yester-day amid shouts of "Long live the king andqueen." "Down with the octrol." The

crowd, however, was dispersed after asharb eonfiet.
Reinfo ents of soldiers and policehave been t to Monreale, and the mayor

of that town has been suspended from
office.

The views attributed to the epert corm-
mission investigating Treasury Department
business methods for Mr. Dockery's aom-
mittee do not meet with general aemu-
escence among leerk. and oficialas A cor-
respondent of The Star writing over the
nom de plume -"Clericus" makes some vigor-
ous comments on the views of the commis-
ion as reported in an article published by
The Star on the 9th instant from George
Grantham Daln. "If the article referued
to," says 'Clericus,' "may be taken as a
fair and Impartial statement of facts, rep-
resenting truly the viem of the expert
commision one cannot but entertain well
grounded fears as to the correctness and
justice of the conclusions at which they
may arrive, or doubt whether reforms
which they may recommend will be for the
beat Interest of the publie service.
"Any jury. conmmision. or other body,

whether laymen or experts, chargsd with
the duty of Investigating any particular
fact or state of fet., or of examining into
and reporting upon the merits or defects of
any system, are by all elementary princi-
plea of right and justice required to enter
upon their duties with minds free from bias
or prejudic. of any kind, and without any
preconceived notions or *opinion which
would tend to infuence their Impartial
judgment.
"Your correspondent adverting to en al-

leged fact, that since 1800 the govertneat
has been vainly endeavoring to simplify the
business methods of the departments; that
the needed reforms never went very far be-
cause the work was uneertaken by depart-ment officials who had 'every resson to besatned with the existing co.tdition of au-fair.,' proceeds to may: 'The experts who
are doing the work now are not department
people. They have no Interest with the de-partment people, and no sympathy with de-
Partment methods. In fact they have about
as strong a disgust for the system as theyI'n possibly have.-
Does such feeling as this on the part ofthe experts augur a fair, Impartial andjudicious Investigation?One having some familiarity with, the his-tory of our country would reasonably sup-poe that the great men and able ananelerswho have fitled the odice of eeiretary ofTreasury since the days of Alex*,derIinton with honor and marked success

.o0 knowledge of the business meth-Ods of the departapent over which they pre-sided. and, that if they had found the sys-tens to be as faulty and detective as it ap-pears to the expert commision they wouldhave so expressed themselves, and put totthefforts for reform.
What a mistake It was. on the part ofMr. Cleveland in not appointing some rail-read olicil as Secretary of the Treasury,.Jaetded of .MsCasute. W has for longYou* emepUhosral owdgtn ed

managemeint of real busine iAneft forattive busineu concerns," and nust there-fire be considered an old oqcia, "satsedwith the existing condition of affairs.""Clericus" suggests that no railroad coin-pany desiring an Investigation of Its busi-
ness methods would consent to rigorouslyexclude from the board of investigation allrailroad ofilcials or persons familiar withrailroad buelness mtods, and to put 'theInvestigation in the hands of persons havingno sympathy with railsoad people or rail-road methods, but entertaining the strongestpossible disgust therefor.
"Doubtless," he says, "the business meth-ods of the departments may be simblifed,and excrescences which have fastenedthemselves to the original system may bejudiciously lopped oft, and methods adoptedwhich will expedite the dispatch of the pub-lic business. This, however, will be accom--plished only by fair and reasonable investi-gation, with a spirit ready to accord to theexisting system such merit as it has, andwithout 'disgust' and 'horror' therefor.
"The system," the writer continues, "isby no means wholly responsible for the con.-gested state of the public business. The re-suit would be quite different if every clerk

devoted his best energies and abilities tohis work. The expert commission will find
out, by proper investigation, that omneclerks (including, a goodly number of oldclerks) do four or ave times as much workas others, who seek by all manner- of de-vices to do as little as possible. Again,- un-der the existing system of the civil service,
