MORE ARTILLERY DUELING.

Canmnonading Renewed at Rio—Ger-
many Gives a Warning.

NEW YORK, Dec. 21.—A dispatch from
Pernambuco states that the cannonading
between the government and insurgent
forces was renewed at Rio Janeiro Tuesday.
Both sldes ceased their firing at long range
and the damage done was trifling.

The Herald's Montevideo cable says: The
Herald's correspondent in Rio sends word
that the officers of the German war ships
in the bay have given the insurgents unmis-
takably to understand that Germany will
not permit the slightest Interference with
her vesgels In unloading their cargoes on
the wharves of Rio by means of lighters
fiying the German flag.

Elght masters of American vessels in Rio
holding special permits from the Brazilian
kovernment to discharge their cargoes
there have sent a telegram to Secretary of
State Gresham asking for protection from
the Insurgents. Unless this is given they
say they are barred from the privileges or-
dinarily enjoyed, even in blockaded ports,

Capt. Picking of the Charleston has so
far refused to give them the same protec-
tion that German and British ship captains

enjoy.

The judge stated that he discharged the
jury with the greatest regret, but that it
was the only course open to him,
