BARCELONA, Dec. 3.-Jse Codina. th
anarchist who has already confessed the
he threw the bomb that caused upward c
thirty death@ in the Lyceum Theater, he
made a further confession, giving detatl
of his crimes. He says that he was seleel
ed by an anarchist group to aassal
Gen. Martines de Campos in Septembo
last. He. in company with two or thrn
comrades, including Pallas, went to vie
the march past of the troope, it being hl
intention to Assassinate Gen. De Campoi
who was the reviewing oficer. He took
position from which it would have been a
easy task to have carried out his projec
but when the troops arrived him courag
failed. The reason for thi" he says, we
that he realised that if he threw a bos
amid the vast crowd that surrounded Ge,
De Campos he would have killed or wound
ed hundreds of persons. He had the bonready to throw, but the thought of th
many innocent persons that would sufe
restrained him from throwing it. Pallaas the time set for the as=seiation dre
near, urged Codina to throw the bomb.
Seeing that Codaw-hesitated, Pallas angrily snatched the omb fros him, saying"You're no good."
Pallas' nerves were evidently unstrunby the wrangle, and for a time he hesitateto throw the bomb that he hd seized. Hahe thrown It as he originally intended hwould have killed General de Campoe, buthe delay, which allowed the crowd surginabout the reviewing stand to grow thicke,saved the life of the eral.
Paas, when arres and until hi 'exteution, insisted that he alone was respossible for the attempted assassination, an
