It was also determnsed that as the fund

was raised by children, the benearies
should be children or families containing
chidren, as far as practicable.
With this understanding before thes, the

people who are charged with the distribu-
tion of the fund concluded to expend a large
proportion of the money In shoes. The.chool teachers testined that good shoes are
greatly lacked among the poor children, and
that In many cases the little ones were kepthome froam school because they had noth-
ing to wear on their feet. Arrangements
were made with a number of dealers to
furnish good shoes at a Sied price. and to
give to each person presenting a ticket
one pair of shoes. The tickets were pre-pared, and them the work of getting the
tickets to the proper persons began. Insome cases coal, clothing and provisiens
were furnished to worthy persons.
The pupils of the public schools who rais-

ed the fund also furnished the names of de-
serving poor people and their addreeses, so
that there would not be any diceulty Infnding benellclaries for the money when it
should become available for use. It was
expected that the names procured would be
of persons who would appreciate the gifts,and fnd them timely and wecoe.
Many letters were received at The Star

oftice from poor people, and the addresses
thus furnished were turned over to the cos-mittee having charge of the distribution and
an effort will be nade to -e that those peo.ple hear from Santa asan1 too.
