AN ANTI-SPOILU LEAGUE,
Oivi lervi.e Refeem to SeMo dea

Peaisr Mevemaent.
The National Civil Service Reform League

is about to initiate a popular movement to-
ward the abolition of the spoils system. A
great enrollment of the reform sentiment
of the country will be unsertaken, the work
beginning yeoterday and to be carried on
from the oice of the league at 54 William
street. New York city.
The Immediate purpose of this enrollment

is to form a mingle popular organization,
working into every state, and to have for
Its members every person enrolled. The or-
ganization will then be used as effectively
as possible as a force toward admninistra-
tive reform in national, state and local af-
fairs. It will be known as the Anti-spoils
League, with Carl Ocurs as president. Wm.
Potts secretary and CoL SBlas W. Durt
treasurer.
The Civil Service Reform League, which

proposes to Inaugurate this movement, has
an active megbership at present of about
flve thousand, dIvided among twenty-threeassociations and smaller leagues. its prin-eipal centers are at New York,. Brooklyn,
Boston, BOaLIO, Phbnadhi Baltimore,Indianapollsu Chicago and Bt. Louis.
Each of those Ave thousand members will

be enlisted In the missionary work of the
new movement at once. It will be carried
on through a number of active agencies
and with all possible expedition. The col-
leges and other large educational Institu-
tions, the local Improvement organization
of every city and the voting or=animtions
of all parties having good government
among their purposes will be the first feds
undertaken, and the extension of the work
will follow as rapidly and thoroughly as
possible.
The circular sent out by the league con-

tains the following significant declaration
of Its purposes:

'By the refo of the civil service it Is
meant that every competent citizen of the
United States shall have an equal chance
to enter the service, and that It shal so
longer be kept for the support of the party
politicians; that in order to enter the sr-
vice a man must show that he to compe-
tent; that when he has entered the servic
he shall be kept there as long as he faith-
fully and efiiently performs the duties
of his offlee, and not be bompelled to give
up his position because It is wanted for a
party hack or the henchman of a boss; that
a cltimes shall be able to go freely to the
primary meeting and to the polls, and not
have his political action controlled by a
body of ofleeholders; that ofieholders shall
not be assessed by party politicians for po-tical purposes; that if salaries are so lagge
as to admit of such assessment they should
be reduced."
The following card accompanies each eir-

eular. the recipient being required to sign
It, giving his full name and address, and
return It to the secretary of the league:
"We hereby declare ourselves in favor of

the complete abolition of the spels system
from the public service, believing that 0y-tem to be unjust, undemocratie, injurtwus
to political parties, fruitful of corruptieb,
a burden to -legislative and executive of-
fears and In every way opposed to the prin-
ciples of good government.
"We call upon all in authority to extend

to the utmost the operation of the present
-reform laws, and 'by additional legislation
to carry the benefits of the merit system
to the farthest possible Umits under our
national, state and municipal govern-
ments."

WIL DEMAND DAMAGES.

A Sea Captasi Wio Was mpeisemned
at Rie Jaetr.

The schooner Grace Andrews, Capt. John
Andrews, of Thomaston, Me., arrived at
Philadelphia yesterday from Natal, Brasil.
Capt. Ardrews has a grievance against
Petxoto's government, for which he pro-
poses to try and collect damages through
the State Department. for six months past
Capt. Andrew has been crusing along the
Brasian coast, trying to pick up a cargo.
IT November he anchored his schooner a
ahort distance below Rio Janeiro, and
started in a small boat. with three of his
men, for the Brasilian capital, where he
proposed to pay a visit to his brother, who
is a merchant the.
As Capt. Andews saed into the bay qf

Rio one of Plmoto's patrol boats came
alongside, and, without any parley, the @5-
car in e..ammad informsed Capt. Andrews
that he and his men were prisoners. There
was a small American fag floating In the
bow of the beat. and this the Brazilians
tore down, and oraered Capt. Anarews'
men to aarect their boat toward snore. As
reasstance wopiM have been useless, the
Amercans aid a tney were orderea, and
when they got phore they were marched
to the castle of nta Crus and imprisoned
in dungeons. Qapt. Anhdrews says the celS
they were put into were horrible places,
damp and cold, and overrun with rate,
lisards and snahes. They were kept In the
castle for twenty-five hours and then
marched into the city.
As they were being led through the streets

Capt. Andrews met his brotner and en-
plained the matter to him. His brother at
once secured his release from' the authori-
ties. When set at liberty the Brazilians
offered no explanation.
Capt. Andrews is vety bitter In his com-

plaints against Consul General Town. and
accuses him of neglecting -the Interests of
United States citizens in Brazil, and with
being insolent to those who go to him for
advice or protection. Capt. Andrews says
that he took no heed of his complaint
against Peixoto's men. and when he re-
ferred to the incident of pulling down the
flag In the boat Mr. Town said In sneering
tones: "Oh, that's all right. The govern-
ment will fix you fellows by giving you a,champagne supper and sticking an Ameri-
can flag In the neck of the bottles."
Capt. Andrews- is coming to Washington,

and when he puts In his claim for dam-
ages he says he is goIng to lodge charges
againstConsul Town. Capt. Andrews says

thttereports of disorder and robberies
in the streets of Rio are untrue, as strict
discipline Is maintained.

PRESIDENT MAYER RE-iLECTED.
Meeting ef the 3. and 0. Ranlway

Diveeterm.
Mr. Charles F. Mayer was unanimously

re-elected president of the Baltimnore and
OhIO Railroad Company at the meeting of
the board of directors held at Baltimoret
yesterday, and Maj. Aleander Shaw was
elected a director, vice Mr. George DeE.
Keim, who died recently In Philadelphia.
This will be the sixth consecutive term for
Mr. Mayer. Maji. Shiaw is a member of the
firm of Shaw Bros., coal operators, who
own large Interests In western Maryland
and West VIrginia, along the line of the
Baltimore and- Ohio and the West Virginia
Central railroads. In both of these cor-
porations Maj. Shaw is a large stock-
holder.
The mneeting yesterday was. an adjourned

one. The regular meeting of the new board
of directors, elected by the stockholders In
November, took place on December 20.
IOwing to the recent death of Mr. Keim the'
board adjourned over to yesterday. The
monthly statemnent for November was sub-
Imitted to the first meeting, and It gave
much gatification to all Interested in the
road.*
At the meeting yesterday all the directors

of the road were present. Mr. Mayer called
it to order, and then resigned the chair to
IMr. WIlliam F. Burns. Mr. William H.
Blackford, on behalf of the board, cast the
ballot electing Mr. Mayer to his sixth con-
secutive term In the office .of the presi-
dency.
Mr. Mayer then reviewed fully the very

extended works in all departments of the
service which had been accomplished since
his first election to the presidency, In De-
cember. 1888, and the Immense improve-
ment and development In the physical con-
dltion of the property and the various de-

prmnsof the service. le spoke of his
rectent annual Inspection trip, and said the
entire system was in superior condition.
The board confirmed the action of the

finance committee In declaring the custom-
gary semi-annual dividend of it per* 'ent~on the preferred stock. The dividend is
payable on JTanuiary 2. The election of a

ALMOST WITHOUT 10VALS.
Prespeeta .f President Carnet DedagRe-EWeeted.

says:
In politidal circles the election of a presi-

dent of the republic to succeed Presideng
Carnot has become the leading question of
the hour. The election Is still at least ten
months away, as the latest timne at which
the atoals assembly can meet to decide
the question Is November, 1851. President
Carnots tari expires on January 1, 1%he having takeu the office on January 1,
185R In France the president is not elected
as in the United States, but by an absolute
majority of the national assembly, which i
compesed of the senate and the chamber og
deputl3, meeting as one body.
The Atappel is endeavoring to estimate

what chance President Carnot has for re-
eletion. The paper calculates that out of
SOS stors, now comnposing the

senatetwo-thirds can be relied upon to support the
eenidacy of President Carnot. The esti-
mnate is, however, wanting in accuracy inthat It is beyond the realm of possibIlitythat the entire elective senate, as at preenconstituted, will be returned at the coming

aenatorial elections.

The electoral colleges, which are to melctsenators for re-election, will be obliged un-
der the constitution to return 1a0 men, ofwhom 167 will certainly be doubtful in theli
attitude toward Carnot. His best opp
tunity for re-election will be found in thedisgrace or obscurity to which his opponent,
have been brought in rapid succession.Rlibot, Pioquet, Constanis and Freycinet are
no longer In his way. Those whom he has
not outarorked he has outlived, He has ele.
vated himself through the demoraliato elmainistries whose dissolutions have almnoaltuvarlably resulted in shattering the hlghest
hopes of their members. Yet. In none oi
these political crises has the president com-
promised himrself.
Many pesos begin to think him toc

his high office, but few of those opposing isire-election to he president of the republic
have an answer to the question: "Who else
