Arrive to Prevent the Fight.

The verandas of the hotels at Jackson-
file, Fla., yesterday afternoon were filled
rith crowds of sports eagerly discussing
he distressing details and relieving their
eelings by pitching nickels to singing and
lancing darky boys, when the check, thenjunction, and all the other well-worn fea-
ures of the play were forgotten by the re-
Port that the soldier boys had arrived. The
*port proved to be true, and every one in
he city seemed to have hurried to the main
treet to see the militia.
The arrivals were the members of the
econd battalion of the state trocps from
rarlous points In the state, not including
he two comnpanies at Jacksonville. They
rere In charge of Maj. Lovell, who preceded
is command one day. The command num-
ers 133 offlcers and men. They arrived
repared for active work and a long cam-
sign. sesides their arms, the troops
rought blankets and subsistence. Theirnarch from the railroad station to the
rmory on Bay street was along throughhe entire business section of the main
treet, where the crowds had gathered to
ee them. The wagons with the camp
quipments were strongly guarded. The
ompanies were preceded by a band of
Music. All bore aims.
The soldiers are a good-looking lot of
oungsters, who have on three different oc-
anions responded to calls for the suppres-Ion of negro riots, and have always given
good and soldierly account of themselves.
Yet they were hissed by hundreds on every
lock of their march from the station to the
,rmory.
One of the lieutenants said: "We are here
ecause we have been duly ordered to come
y the governor. What we are to do none'f us has an Idea. Of course, we shall do
.u we are told, although the fact Is that

mne out of every ten of us would like to
ee the fight."'
When the men were quartered In the
rmory, about 6 o'clock, Maj. Lovell report-
d at once to Adjutant General Houston.
.nd moon afterward reported to Sheriff
iroward, an he had been commanded to do
y the governor. The major said he had re-
elved no further ordern than that. There

s a strong belief that the movements of the
roopa will be commanded in case of mar-
lal law being declared, not by the sheriff,
inder whom they are nominally, but by
Ldjultant General Houston. who will act
inder InstructIons from the governor.

ATTACKING THE WILSON 01LE..

Repabliea and Dernseratle Nembe
Take a Sky at it.

After The Star's report of the House
proceedings closed yesterday the considera
tion of the coal schedule continued. Al
amendments were voted down, so that
coal remains on the free list. where the
Wilson bill places it.
At 4:50 the House took up the considera-

tion o[the Iron ore schedule. Mr. Oats
(Ala.) 3was recognIzed to offer an amnend,
ment to take iron ore off the free list and
put a tariff tax of 40 cents a ton on it
In advocating his amendment he said the
high-priced miner, of this country would
he brought Into competition with cheal
foreign labor by free ore, and that tht
former could not possibly compete wit!
any succes.. He pleaded for the mser
and that their livelihoods> he not takeE
away from them.
Mr. Bland (Mo.) interrupted Mr. Oats

to say that if he (Mr. Bland) held suck
protectioniat view. he would get over o1
the other side of the House.
