The French chamber of deputies was
crowded gesterday with persons anxious to
hear the isterpellatio of the governmert
by M.*Lofkway In regard to the condition
o( the navy. The galleries were awnd and
the benches in the body of the house were
all occupied by members.
M. Lockroy made a somewhat lengthy

speech. He asked what had been done with
the ailniards of francs appropriated for
naval purpowss since 1371. France, he said,
bad spent a milard of francs more uponher navy than had the nations composingthe triple alliance. Austria had anureented
her naval strength two-thirds, while Ger-
maNy had Increased her naval strenth sixtimes what It was in 1871. The naval
strength of france in that time had beenincressed only 0 per cent, and her veuseinwere Inferior In number, speed and every-thing ele to those of the other powers.The waste and in every depart-ment at the naval admnstration, he de-cared, was agrant.
